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THE OELIGATIONS OF TREATIES,

In line with recent discussions im the local press about the rights of Jap-
anese and other foreigners under their treaties with America, these remarks of
Benator Eliku Root, late Secretary of State, have special pertinency:

““The Nation ought promptly to enact legislation to enforce the obligations
of its treaties within our own territory. As we grow greater, as our wealth in-
ereases, and the travel of our people in foreign lands grows, as more and more
of the people of other countries eome to our couniry, we more and more rub
elbows with cur neighbors and inepr wider obligations with the nations. Al
opr immense foreign trade and our continued enjoyment .of happy relations
with the nations depend on our determination to fulfill our obligations.  Our
Constitution gives to our National Government the right to proteet the people
of foreign eountries in the exercise of their rights here, just as other countries
yroteet our eitizens in foreign lands! If a man comes here from Europe or Asia,
we protect his property throngh the jurisdietion of our courts. Our Congress
%as not yet discharged the duty of giving to the Federal counrts the exercise
of eriminal jurisdietion. So while we protect the property of foreigners we do
ot protect their lives and liberties. When mobs maltreat an innocent foreigner,
when his most sacred rights are set at naught, this great imperial Government
is ‘obliged to give the reply that we have no power to keep our pledged faith.
1 hope that you wijll exercise your influence towards urging our National Gov-
ernment to repair the defect in our law which prevents the Nation from keeping
its word.”’ :

Detéctives were to blame fer the outrage,
as they thought by driving the widow to an extremity of anguish they might
foree her to ineriminate herself. E

- Commenting on this ineident, the Kansas City Journal says:

““This is sppposed to be the age of ecivilization and enlightenment. We
are informed that our methods of dealing with suspects and condemned erim-
imals are now humane. Yet in many cities detectives still maintain the eruel
and unjustifiable ‘third degree’ in all the horror of the inquisition of the
Middle Ages. The woman thus mistreated at Newark was only suspected of
Taving had a hand in killing her husband. There was no positive proof. The
professional reputation of the detectives was at stake, so they resorted to the
