Antituberculosis and Mosquito
Campaigns Both Actively

Started Yesterday.

DR. SEXTON BACK FROM COAST

Thirteen Men for the Fight on

Insect Pests Added by
Mott-Smit- h.

Both the antituberculosis and mosquito
campaigns were begun in earnest yes
terday by the board of health and from
now on war on the white plague and
the pestiferous insect will be waged un
ceasingly until both are defeated and
driven out.

Doctor Sexton, who is to have charge
of the antituberculosis work of the
board as well as of all the other strict-
ly medical work, arrived on the Man-

churia and reported for duty yesterday.
He started in at once arranging his
plans and getting his forces lined up.

The mosquito campaign is to be in
charge of Doctor Pratt, with Clifford
Charlock, formerly secretary of the
board of health, as his assistant. They
will also have charge of all the fumiga-
tion, disinfection and general sanitary-wor- k

of the board. Kirk K. Porter has
been appointed to succeed Mr. Charlock
as secretary.

President Mott-Smit- h has added to
his forces eleven mosquito men and two
fumigators. Each of the sanitary in-

spectors yesterday took out one or more
of the mosquito brigade to instruct them
in their duties and show them over the
ground. No active work in the spread-
ing of oil will Vie done until Mr. Mott-Smit- h

is assured that the men are
thoroughly acquainted with their duties
and know just what to do and "how
to do it. As he stated a few days ago,
he doesn't want them spreading oil
about any man's back yard just for
the salte of getting rid of the oil.

Mr. Mott-Smit- h remarked yesterday
to Governor Frear that he probably had
the most complete census of the jn)nila
t:ou of Honolulu that lias ever" bee
taken. Ills records show the name, na
tionality and address of everv inhabi-
tant of Honolulu from Punahou district
to the Kamehameha Schools, together
with the sanitary conditions of the
man's residence and other particulars
interesting to the board of health.

IMPREGNABLE STRONGHOLD

Three Generals Will Decide on

WASHINGTON', February 16. Gen-

eral Wotherspoon and Major Ham of
the army and Commander Maxwell of
the navy left yesterday for Panama to
select sites for the fortifications which
will be erected in the canal zone. Gen-

eral Crozier, chief of ordnance, and
General Marshall will follow shortly.

The location of the canal fortification
will rest practically in the hands of
these officers, who will also report on

the size and number of the guns needed.
It is the intention of the government

to make Panama as nearly impregna-

ble as possible that the canal may not
prove a menace to the United States
in case of war.

There was considerable agitation in
congress at one time to have the canal
zone declared neutral and left without
fortifications but the plan did not meet
with general favor.
