New York Mass Meeting Wants

BIG SENSATION IN THE EAST

Gompers and Socialists Claim

Russians Are Oppressed by

Employers.

XEW YORK, July 0. A big mass
meeting of laboring people was held in
Madison Square Garden tonight to utter
a protest against alleged unfair treat-
ment of Hawaiian plantation laborers
by the heads of the companies owning
and controlling the sugar industry in
the Territory.

Resolutions calling for immediate
action on the part of the department of
commerce and labor were passed. It
was charged that the Laborers, espe-
cial- the Russian element, were op-

pressed by their employers.
The matter was first taken np byfitlie

Socialists of the Territory of Hawaii,
and latei'by Samuel Gompers, president
of the Federation of Labor. It was
th rough the efforts of the labor organ-
ization and the Socialists that the meet-
ing was called and the resolutions were
passed.

A copy of the resolutions will be sent
to President Taft with a view to obtain-
ing his assistance in the matter of help
ing the laborers get fair treatment.
