IS Opt WAY

Pavement ' Promoters Will Be

Ready to Start as Soon as
the Moderns Move.

On or about October 3' the extensive
Warren bitulithic plant, ordered from
Boston by J. A. Oilman, will arrive on
an American-Hawaiia- n freighter, via

j Tehuautepee, fan Francisco and Seat- -

tie, and will be set up un a lot acquired
by the local people which is just ma-ka- i

of the Commercial Pacific Cable
Company's cable tank lot near the rail-

road wharf, on the road leading to the
Iwilei limekiln.

The lot .is being put in shape now
for the foundations and the latter will
be in readiness when the big plant ar- -

rives next month.
Mr. rilommedieu. who has spent the

past three months in Portland study- -

ing bitulithic pavement laying and the;
operation of the plant which turns out
the cooked material, has returned to
Honolulu and has his quarters in J. A.
Oilman's office.

The plant is not a small affair,
either in dimensions or in price. The
plant represents a big outlay of capi- -

tal, when set vm and ready.
and is designed to tura out material
so that road building can be accom- -

plished in short time and with the j

Vith this plant on hand Fort street
lrom (Jui'cn to Beretania avenue will
be closed in thirty days. This means
that the street will be torn up, useless
materia! carted away, new foundation
macadam brought up, laid down, rolled,
and bitulithic pavement laid on and
rolled and the street opened from top
to bottom inside a month.

Interpreting
proves a burdensome task not only to
the speakers who lose the train of their
thoughts, but sometimes to the audi-
ence.

Police Pungling Up.

The? police department is an organ-

Link's Army of Eunners.
Link McCandless, the self-assertiv- e

candidates for congress on the Demo-
cratic" ticket, opponent of assisted im-

migration, splitter of harmony in the
Democratic ranks, director of the cam-
paign, and the largest single contribu-
tor to the campaign fund has laid plans
for the employment of almost a regi-
ment' of paid runners. The value he
places on their services is said to be
$o per day, particularly on election day
when he may have a thousand runners
doing the eleventh-hou- r political work
in his own

( interest. For the present,
or at least during the month of Octo-
ber, Link's orders are said to contem-
plate the employment of about 250
men, placing them on a regular payroll
to be paid out of his own personal
funds. If money can purchase his elec-
tion, Link intends to get to congress
that way.

The large amount which Link is said
to be putting up .for the campaign,
which is largely in his own interest as
candidate for congress, may cause an
investigation similar to that started in
Pennsylvania, when a candidate spent
$32,O0D to get the nomination, and then
suddenly withdrew on the plea of ill-
ness. The proposed investigation, how-
ever, was the reason for his withdraw-
ing, voters srenerallv demanding to
know why a position "wlm-- paid $7000
a year only or $14,000 for the two
years term, required a nan to make
an outlay of more than twice that
amount to get the position.

Will Notley Withdraw?
Bumor has beeu received that Charley

Xotley, candidate for congress o the
Home Kule ticket, may withdraw from
the race in a few days, or even in a
week or two. If he does, Ins place can
not be taken by any one else and that
will leave Kuhio and McCandless pit-
ted against each other. There is a
rumor among politicians that in the
event of Xotley withdrawing, lie will
have done So at suggestion of Mc-
Candless. to give the latter the Home
Rule votes. A frw days ago Xotley
hotly denied this report, but his denial
lias by no means killed it.

Trent Losing Ground.
Republican business men who have

openly stated that they voted for Trent
for treasurer in the two former cam-
paigns, state that they will vote for
Shingle, the Republican nominee, main-
ly because of the stand Trent has tak-
en against the territorial admiuistra-- '
tion's assisted immigration policy and
because of his espousal of the cause of
McCandless. It is a well known faet
that Trent was elected twice on Re-
publican votes. There were no vital
issues then. The immigration issue has
rearranged the pieces on the chess
board and Republican moves will Be
entirely for Shingle, therebv remov-
ing much of Trent's former support.

given a hearing before Coin
missioner Judd, and bound over to the
grand jury, his bonds being placed at
$20io. Other arrests are expected to
follow soon. Breekons, on being asked
as to the latest developments, replied
that lie knew of none for publication.
