An unusually large audience listened
to Bishop Honda's address in the Meth-
odist church yesterday morning. The
story of his own conversion to the
Christian faith was deeply interesting.
He had been from early youth a sincere
follower of the ethics of C'onfueilis.
Obedience to parents, loyalty to the
empire, truthful in conversation, re-

spectful to elders had constituted the
whole of his moral training, lie had,
however, early awakened, to a deep soul
hunger which ethics alone could not sat-

isfy. He longed for spiritual peace and
jxiwer. While still a youth, came the
Civil War and he devoted his attention
to military tactics. This proved some
diversion.

Later, came the restoration oft the
Emperor, the overthrow of feudalism
and the confiscation of all lands be-

longing to the .Samurai class. H;s
family was reduced to poverty. It was
then that his spiritual struggles were
renewed and intensified. He journeyed
five hundred miles from his home in
the northeast part of the empire, on
foot mostly, to Yokohama and joined a
