States government for a period of two
vears at $200 a month. The grounds
and street approaching it were graded
at once and the remowval of the hufld
ings from Nuuanu avenue to Wyllie
street was begun on June 18th last and
pow the army hospital is pleasantiy
housed on the new site. The removal
was quickly accomplished, without in-
convenience to the patients, by Chief
Steward Herbsh, under the direction
of Major Platt E.
S, A, medical director of the depart-
ment,

Buena Vista hospital is no small af-
fair. It treated 620 cases of all tyvpes
of disease last year and its success was
phenomenal. Of all that number but
four died, which is considerad a mar-
velous record.

The main building is a large, well
lighted and airy ward. It is located on
the crest of the hill, commandids a fine
view of the town of Honolulu, the bay
and the vicinage. There are no mos-
quitos of consequence, the almost con-
stantly blowing breezes which are so
grateful to the patients being an
dote to the pestiferous insects. The
location is one of the most salubrious
near town and was specially selected
because of this. and with special care
and after a protracted search.
is six miles from Camp McKinley,
which is somewhat of a disadvantage,
as it is principally established for the
benefit of the troops located there.
True, though, that in the absence of a
marine hospital, Buena Vista receives
and cares for men-of-war's men, ma-
rines and all persons connected with
the government marine service. No
suitable site could, howm-ar_ hc- found
near the camp in Waikiki.
