The articles in dispute were Japanese
picture frames that “'Casey” says are
very cheap. He says that in Japan
I'[].HP_" take a pieece of wood and throw
some putty at it and then cut the putty
a little and paint the whole thing and
call it a picture frame. There are
about six of these frames all made in
the same way. Some of them have
pictures in them. They are probably
vorks of art.. “Casey” says the ap-
praiser tried to be funny and asked
him to sell the goods to him at the
rice they were appraised by the
owner plus the duty and thought he
‘wuum not take him up. But “Casey”
did offer to sell the goeds and the ap-
praiser backed down in his offer, but
still Kept up the value of the appraise-
ment. The duty amounted to $8.00,
which is XIbout sixteen yen. As the
zoods cost only twenty yen, “Casey”
thinks he has been imposed upon by
the appraiser.

He sums up the difflculty in this
way “The goods cost twenty ven.
The apraiser wants to charge me six-
t*en. yen duty. When they opened
the goods they broke the cases they
were packed in and I had to go and
buy pew ones. Yesterday this ap-
praiser slapped me on the back and
told me to come to the custom house
and he would fix me up. I went there
this morning and have been there ever
since. I told the appraiser that my
time was valuable and he said so was
his. I told him that he was paid by
the government for his time and that
I was not. I don't think that man

primaries elect, besides the officers
aforesaid, delegates to the district com-
mittee.
