Judge Estee returned from HIlo yes-

terday, where he held court. He was

seen by a Republican reporter shortly
after his arrival. The coast of Ha-

waii," said he, "for --miles Is unsur-

passed in beauty. There isn't such an-

other coast on earth. For fifty miles
or over there Is a strip from two to

five miles wide cultivated in cane. The
seashore is marked "with bluffs from
dfty to 150 feet In height. These
Dluffs are nearly penpendlcular. They

are green in variegated tropical vines,
which extend down to the water's
edge. About every 1(H) yards
streams of water from swales or can-

yons cascade into the sea. The scen-

ery la unsurpassed and almost ro-

mantic in beauty.
"It is from five to ten degrees cool

er In Alio niehts than It Is here. Lf
attribute the cool nights there to the
same causes that we attribute the cool
nights to in he great valleys of Cali-

fornia nearness of mountains of high
altitudes.

"I was highly pleased with my re-

ception in HIlo. I found the people
very hospitable. We held court. In-

cluding recesses, from 10 o'clock In

the mornings until 7:30 in the even-

ings. I naturalized forty-on- e appli-
cants for citizenship. I am glad that
I went to Hiio to naturalize these gen-

tlemen so that they can exercise the
right of American citizens.

"Was I seasick? Xot at alL The
Kinau is a sturdy little boat, but she
rolls. Whenever she comes in sight
of a wave she will roll to get away
from it.

"Monday we open court in the new-cour- t

room. I am very much pleased
with it When I came here I was told
that I could have a room on the Wal-ki- ki

side of the court house. I didn't
know what that meant, but I have
since ascertained and now I believe
in the WaikikI side.

"Yes I had a pleasant trip to HIlo."

From a Hiio exchange we learn that
the first thing done In the United
States district court was the appoint-
ment of W. C E. Brown as court.crier
and bailiff to act whenever the 'court
sits at HIlo.
