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A SERIOUS SCHOOL QUESTION.
' What Is to become of the children

the board of health has four.d

physically deficient and denied health
certificates and who are therefore bar-

red from school privileges? Superin-

tendent Atkinson well raises the ques-

tion whether, if these children should
outgrow their aliments or survive them,

they ought to be allowed to grow up

in ignorance and be thus doubly handi-

capped in life? Again, how are they to

be prevented from playing and asso;i-ntin- g

with physically perfect children

after school hours? Will It be neces-

sary to segregate them, as the lepers

are segregated, nnd all possible euro

thus shut off from them? Of course

such a proposition is not to be thought
of, not in our present state of civiliza-

tion. Perhaps with growing years we

may imbibe Spartan ideas, which, after
all, seem to havo been borrowed from
tho older civilization of the Chinese.

That these children must be educated

and cared for goes without saying. It
is a grave question that confronts the
board of education and the board of

health, with whom tho proposition
originated, and very properly, too.

There is apparent a disposition to
shoulder the solution of the problem on

the incoming legislature. It Is probable

that such a course will bo found neces-

sary; that special legislation and an ad-

ditional appropriation of money niaj
be needed, but It Is to be hoped that
the reference will bo accompanied by

plans and suggestions that may aid and
guide the legislators. The members of

the board of education and tho board of
health havo more tlmo to devote to tho
consideration of this subject than any
committeo of tho legislature will have.
and they ought to consider tho matter
In all Its bearings, either at joint sos-nlo- ns

or by Joint committees, and pre-

pare a full report to be presented to the
legislature, embodying drafts of needed
legislation on the subject.

Tho question Is not to be lightly
disposed of. It goes to tho fundamental
rights of every child In the commu-

nity and the rights of the public Itself.
Theso are no to be trifled with, and
while in police and health cases the
United States laws grant extraordinary
powers, especially in cases of epidemic,
the step taken in Hawaii is one in ad-ran- ee

of anything upon which the
courts have given any decision, so far
as we can recall. That It Is an inno-

vation to be commended goes without
earing, but In taking It the rights of
every child and of every cltiien must

be protected. How that can be done 'is

tho problem before the territorial of
flcials.

DELEGATE TO CONGRESS.

While only the first draft of his elec-

tion proclamation has been prepared.

Governor Dole" has practically con-

cluded to call for the election of
to congress to serve out the re-

mainder of the term of tho Fifty-sixt- h

congress, which expires on the 4th of
March next, and for the full term of

', the Fifty-sevent- h congress, which be-

gins Its existence on March 4th next,
but which will not convene In regular
session until the first Monday In De-

cember 1S0L

To any one who has given the subject
proper thought there Is no doubt of
such a course being the proper one for
the governor to take. Section S5 of the
Organic Act of tho territory expressly

. provides for a delegate to congress aad
- that the territory should be at all times

represented the section was made to
read, to serve during EACH con-

gress.' That any part of the union
should not "be properly represented in
congress has always bees repugnant
to tho ideas of American government.
Every territory ever created has beea
provided with a delegate to congress,
aad each state, as soon as It is"created,
is at once entitled to representation in

. both the house and senate.
To argue that Hawaii could not legal- -

ia ly elect a delegate to congress at the
' ' November election or could "sot

elect a delegate to the Fifty-sixt- h

congress but could sleet to the Fifty
areata lastr i, tk seuU sltst a

gate. to the Fifty-seven- th congresabat.
could not'eJectho the Fifty-sixt- h, con-

gress Is to expose one's Ignorance of
American government. It has been rec-

ognized from the earliest-day- s that the
people should at all times be represent-
ed In congress, by a delegate If a terri-

tory, and by a member, or members, if
a state.

Of course congress did not specifically
provide in the Organic Act of Hawaii
for the election of a delegate to con-

gress to serve out the remainder of the
term of the Fifty-sixt- h congress, or
provide In exact terms that the delegate
elected In November, 1900, should ser?e
In the Fifty-seven- th congress. The
principle of being represented at all
times Is so well understood that it was
undoubtedly not considered necessary
by congress to go Into detail in saying
bow the first election should be held
and how the delegate should be voted
for. The fact that a delegate was to be

elected "to serve during each con-

gress" was considered sufficiently plain
to show what was Intended.

As an illustration of this might be
cited the first state election held in
Utah, the last territory admitted into
the. sisterhood of states. The first stare
election was held in November, 1S94.

AVIth the adoption of the state constiu-tio- n

the term of the territorial delegate
to congress expired. In the election
for state officers, members of the legis-

lature and member of congress, the lat-

ter was elected to finish out the unex-

pired term of the Fifty-thir- d congress,

and also elected at the same time for
the full term of the Fifty-fourt- h con-

gress. The same man was nominated
by tho respective parties for both the
long and short term. When Mr. Can-

non, who was elected, presented his
credentials to the Fifty4aird congress
In January he was at once sworn in
and allotted a seat in the house. Whan
the Fifty-fourt- h congress assembled in
December, 1S95, he presented his cre-

dentials for that congress and was
sworn in with the other members.

Any one who has given study to
American political methods will readily
see that it has been the universal cus-

tom not to allow any state or territory
to be unrepresented in congress, and
if such has been the case it has been
because of the failure of the state or
territory to elect and not because con-

gress would not accord the proper rep-

resentation.

THE T18ER AND TEE FISH.

The 'Tiser has found another "mon-

ster of the deep," a giant swordfbh,
which it serves to its gullible readers
after the inimitable style in which il
recited the awful battle between a
hammer-hea- d shark and a monstrous
conger eel. In the swordfish story,
after the fish had swallowed "a tin
shaped llkb a fish " the circus-opene- d

out. There was the usual pipe-drea- m

struggle, nnd that same old harpoon
"flashed in the sunlight" as "the steel
hurtled through the air" the salt-lade- n

air "and buried itself in the
body of the swordfish." This ex--

traorainary nsn dm not die, as any
decent fish would have done. Instead
he "braced himself for a last mighty
effort" and tore "the hook from his
jaws."

Even after so heroic a struggle the
fish was not permitted to escape, and
his final capture is the most Interest-
ing part of this most wonderful Adver-
tiser fish story. "A cowboy on board
the schooner came to the rescue Just
in the nick of time." The writer of
this dream doesn't explain who was in
danger that needed rescuing, but that
cowboy did It in great shape. This is
what the cowboy did and It must be
true because the Advertiser NEVER
fakes and only occaslonallylies: "Pois
Ing himself for a moment, the cattle
man skillfully whirled his lariat and
succeeded in noosing the sea beast by

one fork of his tail. After that it was
easy and the fish was soon hauled up
on deck and despatched with an axe."
Thai was probably the same axe that
the native used whenhe appeared "In
the nick ot time" to cut that fighting
"conger eel In two" "in the shoal wa-

ter" off Diamond Head. That axe and
harpoon are being a trifle over-worke- d,

but they insist on circulating through
ever' Advertiser story dealing with the
leviathans of the sea that fevered
brains continue to conjure up.
