Matters interest Senators Largely

House Kiss Mayday Resolution.

Friends of the much mooted Dis-

pensary Act had a long weary wait at
the Sunatc ohambor yesterday. Word
bad been previously passed down the
lino that the measure would be taken
up at an early hour of tho morning
session. The cranped quarters

to visitors In the upper floor
of the Bungalow was filled to its ut-

most capacity. The morning session
wore away, and at times discussion
drawled along with the speed of a
fc.ind cow doing stunts over a rail-
road trusscl.

The Improvised grand stand was
a Kul n fillod at the afternoon session.
Ministers of the gospel and laymen
vlod with each othor In g as
llttlo space as possible. It was plainly
ovldont that the drlnk-restralnln- g

measure was the star-spangle- d event
nnd the one in which all Interest was
cuntorod.

The discussion of the "Portuguese
bill," or the hard luck story of the
over-burden- citizen- - with flvn child-
ren eluding the Importunate poll tax
collector, never caused a ripple of ex-
citement. (.-.- .,

Tho adulteration of foods and 'drugs
mentioned in Mr. Carter's bill hardly
aroused passing notice, presumably
because the drugs noted in Ih'o meas-
ure wore not calculated to cause
much clamor upon the part of the
average advocate.

It was close to 3 o'clock before Sen-ut- o

Bill No. 42, tho so-call- Dispen-Kar- y

Act, was taken up for Its second
reading.

A hum of expectancy pervaded the
room. Glorgymen and lobbyists nudg-
ed ono nnctnor. In many quarters anx-
ious inquiries wore made as to the
whoroabouts of that mysterious per-
sonage, "CoL Mazumas." Somione
vouched tho tnfoimation that perhaps
the Colonel might be out looking up
a sultablo site for a Dispensary store-
house Others maintained that he was
engaged in figuring up tho alleged
profits that tho government would de-

rive from the luu-Inos- s rouilting lorn
a passage of tl o net. At nny rate the
mythical individual was not discover-
ed about tho promises, so the nt'-l-e

was commenced forthwith.
Tho Dispensary Bill is not dead. At

loast it was not at the adjournment
of tho Senate late yesterday afior-noo-n.

The final round will bo fought
out today In the order of unfinished
business. The debate ran riot and un-
bridled. The ten-minu- rule was
thrown to the 'four winds. At the
commencement C. Brown moved U.o
bill bo read by title for the second
Umo. Dr. Russel wanted tho measure
read In its entirety. A protest against
this performance greatly resembled
the noise made by a teamster keop-In- g

sixteen fractious mules in line.
'Following the reading of tho bill by

tltlo, C Brown secured the floor :iA
offered the following resolution:

"Whereas, Senate Bill Xo. 42. other-
wise known as the Dispensary Act, has
been made tho order of the day for
consideration at this day's session t
the Senate, nnd whereas tho purpose
of tho measure Is rndlcal In the ex-

treme and will if passed require a
largo amount of money to carry out
among other things the measures Jiro-pose- d

by said Act, and '
"Whereas, at the last general elec-

tion no mention was made in the plat-
form of any of the political parties lo
tho electors of the Territory on anv
measure regulating the traffic rf
liquor, nor upon any temperance
measures, nor upon any measure of
like nature, and

"Whoreas. In matters of this im-
portance it is to the Interests of nil
persons that tho opinion of the elev
tors of tho whole Territory should be
expressed and their wishes and de-
sires known through the ballot box,
and.

"Whereas, the question raised by
said Act and also such other questions
incidental and pertinent to this meas-
ure, having never been submitted nor
passed upon by either political party
of the Territory and the opinion of
a majority of all the voters of the
Territory being an unknown quantity
thereon. Now. therefore.

Be it JRosolved, that Senate Bill Xo.
42, otherwise known as the DisDcn-sar- y

Bill, be laid on the table and that
no farther action be taken in the mas-

ter until such time as the clectcrs
of this Territory have had a chance
of expressing their opisloJSB thereon
at the next gcaeral election."

J. Brows seconded the resolution.
Mr. Kanuha sored that the reso

;

lution be laid on the table for the next
two years.

iron, making ail the swiped
they need provided tney use it up
themselves. This measure goes m ana
wipes out a business that nas oeen
conducted for the past hundred years,
and it employed (400,000 or more. He
waa not a temperance man and not
afraid to go into a saloon and take
a drink. Ue didn't hide behind the
door, either. This matter was never
brought up at the election. So pled-
ges to that effect were enacted.

Dr. Russel declared' that Brown re-
lied upon repetition rather than, force
of argument. Hjb insisted the Dis-
pensary Bill was a temperance meas-
ure. He also characterized Mr. Brown's
objections as trifling.

Mr. Baldwin believed the bill was
tin zzost important act before the
present Senate. It was a matter that
3houid be left with the conscience of
the legislator. He was in full accord
with the Dispensary idea. However,
he had read it over and failed to see
where it was a temperance measure.
Even Senator Russel himself had
claimed that the bill was not a tem-
perance measure. Under the provis-
ions of this bill there would be no
limit to the distilling of liquors' in
this country. He declared that under
such exigencies pandemonium would
be turned loose. Under- - present laws,
such distillation and manufacture was
illicit

Mr. Baldwin stated further that the
bill was incorrectly drawn, and could
not hold water or any other liquid for
that matter. The whole measure
should be revised before coming be-
fore the Senate. If changes were
made he could support the measure.
Mr. Baldwin Insisted that the govern-
ment was not a reformatory institu-
tion. Reform must begin at home.
Such radical measures should be
brought before the constituents of the
Senators before being put Into effect

Mr. Carter then followed, stating
his position in regard to the measure,
lie was against trying experiments.
The bill had many features that would
work great harm to the community.
He was in favor of a high license sys-
tem in regulating the liquor traffic.
Ho thought that the government
should not go into the liquor business
any more than it should indulge in
tho occupation of pulling teeth for
revenue only. The people themselves
should be consulted in the matter. He
concluded by saying that adopting
tho.act was too costly an experiment
to be indulged in by the people of tho
Territory.'

Mr. Kalauokalani insisted that the
act was one of the most important
measures instituted up to the present
time. The bill has features that open
the door for a promiscuous manufac-
ture of all kinds of good, bad and in-

different spirits and liquors. He also
insisted that the bill pointed the way
for the people Indirectly to profit by
the dispensing of liquors. He declar-
ed that it would undoubtedly be best
for the people as a whole that action
upon the Dispensary Act bo postponed
for the time being.

On the other hand, Mr. Kalauoka-
lani maintained that if the bill pass-
ed, the people's rights would not be
restricted. It would provide for manu-
facture, also to leave a revenue to go
into the treasury. It would be the
means of meeting many expenses. He
also cited tho fact that the law woula
correct many evils and abuses among
many classes from the overindulgence
in liquor. He stated if money was
more Important than the welfare of
the people, the bill might as well be
killed. He would support the meas-
ure, t

It being almost 4 o'clock when Mr.
Kalauokalani finished, adjournment
was taken.

The day's session outside of the
Dispensary bill was productive of but
small results. v

Mr. Kaohi presented a petition from
parents of North Kohala living at
Honolpu. Puakca and Kakolki, asking
that Mrs. Ptoipo K. Lewis, a former
student at Kawaiahao Seminary, be
made a school teacher for those
places. Referred to the Committee on
Education.

House Bill S2, relating to printing of
bills in book form, went to Printing
Committee.

Senate Bill 67 was read the second
time by title and consideration was
then deferred pending the considera-
tion of the Appropriation MIL

House Bill 59, relative to praclng
electric wires underground, was. defer-
red.

House Bill 19. sale of alcohol, went
to Intoxicants Committee.

Senate Bill 77 ralatictr to tne adul-
teration of foodstuffs, was
to a special committee consisting of
.T?rrs, C. Bitvv.i Arhl and Kalauoka-
lani

Senate Bills 44 and 45, limit of time
in which action may be brought fcr
the recovery of land, came up for sec-
ond reading.

Kalauokalani moved to adopt the
majority report, which fixes the limit
at twenty-fiv- e years. Cecil Brown
supported the minority, fixing the
limit at twenty years.

A discussion of Senate Bills. Nos. 27
and 72, respectively, regulating sale
of merchandise and licensing the sale
of merchandise, consumed an homof
the afternoon session. Cecil Brown
made a lengthy appeal for tha pass-
age of "Bill 72. He cited facts and
figures to back up the license system.
Mr. Brown became so enthusiastic
that Tie entirely overlooked rack
trifling formalities as time, and one
after- - another Inpatient senator at-
tempted to. call him down. The sena-
tor from Oaha. refased to nasi down.
Ms oratorical colors until he had re

ceived word from the chairman. Both
Senators Russel and Kansas derelop--

J ed fears respecting time for consider
ation or tne Dispensary oiii.

Mr. Carter quoted some axioms of
Horace Greeley vintage to the sena-
tors and succeeded in drawing forth
the usual salvos of rippling applause.
Mr. Carter incidentally favored pass
ing Bill 27.

Mr. Kalauokalani settled the mat
ter by moving the previous question.
The rote resulted la Senate Bitl it
being killed, and Senate Bill 27 pass
ing.

IN THE HOUSE.
Immediately after the House con-

vened for business, the messenger re-
ceived from Governor Dole in regard
to the veto of the doc tax bill was
made. The members were silent for
some time after the reading of the
message until Kaniho arose and mov-
ed the message, be tabled to await the
action of "the I father and mother of
the bill,' who was absent

A communication from the Superin-
tendent of Public Works was read in
regard to Quarantine wharf. It stated
that the work had been approved by
the Government but since that time
shifting sands made several repairs
necessary. The letter was referred
to the Committee on Public Expendi-
tures.

Senate BUI ..o. 31, relating Jo the
erection of a High School and Con-
servatory of Music at Hilo, passed
first reading.

The bill providing for an appropria-
tion of $3,500 for a Hawaiian exhibit
at Buffalo, passed first reading.

House Bill No. 42, relating to the
numbering of houses in Honolulu, was
received in a slightly amended form,
and a motion to concur in the Senate
amendment carried.

House dill No. 44, relating to the
establishment of school libraries, came
down from the Senate with an amend-
ment striking out the appropriation
clause. It was referred to the Com-
mittee on Education.

Beckley Introduced the following
concurrent resolution, which was re-

ferred to the Committee on Public
Lands:

Whereas, the Governor has admitted
to a committee of this House, that the
trip of J. F. rown, Commissioner of
Public Lands, to Washington, D. C,
waa authorized and directed by him,
and that among other things, the said
J. F. Brown was instructed by the Gov-
ernor to advocate the repeal or modi-
fication of that clause in Section 55 of
the Organic Act which reads as fol-

lows: "That no corporation domestic
or foreign, Bhall acquire and hold real
estate in Hawaii in excess of one thou-
sand acres; and all real estate acquir-
ed and held by such corporation or
association contrary hereto shall be
forfeited and escheat to the United
States, but existing vested rights in
real estate shall not be impaired."

And whereas, E. P. Dole, Attorney
General of the Territory of Hawaii,
has recently rendered an opinion that
leases of public lands by corporations
in excess of one thousand acres or in
addition to the land held in fee by
such corporation, is not prohibited by
the above mentioned clause, and

Whereas, there is an evident desire,
on the part of public officials of this
Territory, to remove all obstacles and
allow corporations to Increase their,
already too large, holdings and there-
by monopolize all the agricultural
lands to the great loss and detriment
of the citizens of this Territory;

Therefore, be it resolved, by the
House of Representatives, the Senate
concurring:

That we, the representatives of the
people in the Legislature assembled,
do firmly and solemnly protest against
the repeal of said clause in the Organ-
ic Act and most respectfully ask that
the Attorney General of the United
States be directed by the President to
commence suits in the United States
courts for the recovery of all public
lands in Hawaii Illegally and unlawful-
ly disposed of, and If necessary, that
said suits be appealed to the Supreme
Court of the United States in the Inter-
est of the people and for protection
against the inordinate greed of cor-
porations in trying to control, prac-
tically, all the public lands in this
Territory.

That certified copies of these resolu-
tions be forthwith transmitted to the
President, the Attorney General, the
Secretary of the Interior, the Presi-
dent of the' Senate, the Speaker of the
House of Representatives of the Unit-
ed States and to our Delegate to Con-
gress from HawaiL

The 'resolution was referred to the
Public Lands Committee.

Robertson presented the following
resolution, which was adopted:

"Resolved, that the Committee on
Accounts be and It is hereby instruct-
ed to forthwith furnish a report to
this house showing In detail the
amount of every warrant drawn on
the Treasury against the appropriation
for the expenses of this session of the
Legislature, together1 with the name
of the person to whom it was pay-

able and a statement of what the
amount was paid for."

Robertson also presented the fol-
lowing resolution, which was referred
to the Judiciary Committee:

"Whereas, the Legislature assem-
bled in the present session on the
20th day'of February, 1901, and where-
as, this 16th day of April Is the 56th
day since said 20th. day of February,
of which 8 days hare been Sundays,
and

"Whereas, since the beginning of
the session no legal holidays have
intervened, therefore be It

"Resolved, that today Is the 4Sth
day of the session of this Legislature,
and that the clerk so designate H la

Great Interest Being Taken in Practi-

cal Works for the Betterment of

the Condition of Honolulu's Working-P-

eople.

The doubtful condition of the Dis-
pensary Act in the Senate is a source
of a great deal of disappointment to
the workers in the Interests of organ-
ized charity in this city, but the other
measures advocated by the practical
Christians are not going to be allow-
ed to languish on account of the pos-
sible defeat of the temperance act
On the other hand the practical Chris-
tians are taking hold of the various
matters that have been before them for
some time and are exerting every ef-

fort to counteract the bad effect upon
such interests, that the rejection of
the Dispensary Act would have.

The Y. M. C. A. Is in flourishing con-
dition and the Boy's Brigade is mak-
ing strides forward to greater prom-
inence in the local field In regard to
the Boy's Brigade one of the leaders
of the movement in speaking about
the matter last night outlined several
of the projects for the betterment of
the organization. He said:

"The Boy's Brigade is assuming
greater Importance all the time and.
within the next few weeks. I think
that It will be much better known to
the people of this city than it ever
has been before. In the first place
we have partiaUv completed plans to
secure a tract of five acres of ,land al-

most in the heart "of the city which
will be used as an athletic and re-
creation ground. The tract Is so clos
to the center of the cltv that it wou'd
make a fine breathing spot. It I?
'arge enough to accommodate two
imalenr base-ba- ll diamonds and would
be of sufficient size to amnlv care for
one professional game with a .cinder
bicvele track around it A portion
of the land has already been secured
if we can get the remainder.

"Then the Y. M. C. A. has outgrown
ts present quarters and that building

would be jnst the thing for the Bri-
gade, as the gymnashrai Is flrstrate
nnd the building large, fot the youner
organization. Bnt the means wh'ch
will be taken toplace the ooerntion
"f thft Bried before the people of
this citr, wHI be an "AdTertlsInc Tonr-name- nf

which will be giTcn for the
benefit of .the organization, in the
drill-she- d May 25.

"The scheme Is a noveltv in, the
advertising line and from all indica-
tions It will meet with a great rec-n-ti- on

from the business men of the
community for several reasons. Of
coarse the gentlemen who are Inter-
ested In the Bar's Brigade will rrv
to help us along but really the plan

"Those who are not fortunate
enbugh to obtain the right to 'do a
turn' will be compensated in some
other way. Messrs. J. P. Cooke, R. W.
Shingle, J. R. Gait and several others
are looking after thepractlcal work-
ings of the scheme.

"Still another scheme for the bet-
terment of mankind generally and the
workingmen of this city in particular,
Is the plan for the erection of a great
slx-stor- y hotel at the corner of Punch-
bowl and King streets, next to the
jAutomobile works. The site Is held
for the purpose and about half of the
necessary $250,000 to build the hotel
has already been subscribed. The ob
ject of this project is to furnish single
men with cleanly, respectable, com-
fortable lodgings at very reasonable
prices. The plans contemplate accom-
modations for 350 persons and have
been pronounced to be very good. In
connection with the building there
will be a fine culinary department
which will provide good meals at
small cost to the lodgers. One of the
features of the hotel wi.i be the com-
modious plunge-bat- h which will be
constructed for the benefit of the
guests.

Last night's delib-
erations were intended to settle tho
mooted question once and for all
time. As the result now stands the
Republican party of the Territory of
Hawaii will stand or fall upon the
merits of whatever policies it may do
clare.

Delegate Robert Wilcox was the
first speaker. Ho outlined the plan
proposed since his return from Wash-"ngto- n.

The Home Rulers were told
that the Republican party was a pow-
erful factor In the political and busi-
ness world.
