al the Royal School where the aver-
age attendance per night was fully %0
nor of the Kawalahao school where in
one room the average attendance was
between forty and fortyfive per night
Thus it will be seen that the attend-

at each of these schools fully
warranted their continuance. At Aala

warehouse, for Instance, three teach-
ers were employed at a salary of $40
per month each, or 3120 per month.
The average attendance in the three
rooms aggregated 80 pupils per night
eo that the cost of instruction of these
pupils amounted to the anormous sum
of $1.50 par month per pupil.

A teacher in the night schools in
discussing the ruyect with the writer
& few days ago said:

| never enjoyed any work so much
in my lfe as | enjoyed the teaching at
the night school. Oh, yes! most of
the puplis were Japanese and Chinese
but the eagerness with which they
persued their stadies and their grim
determination to learm, so interested
me that | become actually in love with
my work aod longed for evening to
come when [ could be with those boys.
Why you never saw such interest in
school or [n study as those boys took
in theirwork, Of course I am a teach-
er and cannot ialk, but I think the
closing of the night schools was a gry-
ing shame, & gownright wrong.”

This teacher but volced the senti-
ment of every person who has looked
Into the question of the closing of the
night schools. To close them was to
say to the pupils we do not want you
to learn. We would rather you would
become criminals or charges upon the
community than to have you become
intelligent, edugated and useful citl-
wens.  For shame upon & head of &
school department who would take

such a stand!

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THE CLOSING OF IWILEL

— -

There has been a good deal of mis
information and a good deal of mis-
representation coucerning the rise and
fall of the Iwilei stockade. People
hers know who was responsible for its
existence, and to whom belongs tae
eredit of its extirpation, but for the
information of those abroad The Re-
publican will make a statement of the
record facts,

“The Act to Mitigate the Evils and
Diseases Arising (rom Prostitution”
wae passed prior to the revoiution
which resulted in the establishment of
the Republic. That Act did not Ii-
cense the koeping of bawdy houses &t
Iwilel, or elsewhere, and neither un-
der the Kingdom. nor under the Re-
pablic was any such construetion
placed upon it. In May, 1889 qunder
the administration of Governor Dele
a lease was obtained from Jchn Ena of
sbout half an acre of land opposite
Kasmakaplli chapel the Iwilel stack-
ade mnd buildings were erected and
the “business™ of the place begun
The women occupying It were accord-
ed police protection and exempted
from arrest and prosecution. This was
done under the pretext that the Act
to Mitigate operated a= a Jicense (o
maintain & bawdy house, and over two
hundred fallen women availel them-
selves of the opportunity thus offerad
to safely ply thelr vocation.

It is not intended to reiterate here
the oft-repeated tale of the horrors of
the Iwilel slave pen. They were such
as speeadily provoked general com
ment from abroad and incited the =f-
forts at home of leading citizens to
id Honolulu eof her public disgrace.
The matter was brought to the atten-
tlon of a Territorial Grand Jury who
reported: “The conditlon of the
premises and general management.
vhich is conducted undér the super-
i1 n of the Police Department and
'he Board of Health, ls as satisfac-
tory as could be expected, provided
his sham: less vocation must be toler-
ited as a necessary evil.” In Febru-
iry, 1901, Judge Humphreys &gain
‘alled the matter to the attention of &
Territorial Grand Jury, and again it
vas ignored and no indictments found.
n April, 1901, Judge Estee brought
the horrors of Iwilei to the attention
of the United States Grand Jury, and
juggested that the business conducted
there was in violation of three acts of
Congress. But + the United States
Girand Jury -took no action.

These attempts to involve the crim-
Inal process of both Territcrial and
Federal Courts having failed, the as-
sociated clergymen of Honoluly took
the matter in hand. Such members of
the loecal bar as were consulted were
gither the attorneys of those financial-
iy interested in the profits of Iwilef,
o they entertained such relations to-
ward Governor Dole and his appolntees
1% made them unwilling to engage in
A war sgainst the slave pen, and the
ministers received no encouragement
to proceed.

In the meantime the special agent
-f the United States who haa Inves
tigated Iwilel. made sucn a report that
the authorities at Washington deter-
mined to*act. Instructions were sent
here, and Acting Governor Cooper
called a meeting of his “executive
counc’l” at 2 o'clock in the afternoon
and invited the Associated Clergymen
to meet him to devise ways and means
tn close [wilel. But at noon the same
lay Judge Gear granted a temporary
injunction closing Iwilel. The clergy-
men informed Governor Cooper of this
at the moeeting and ft is sald that he
seemed more d'sconcerted than pleas-
od at the information; but at the close
of the conference he instructed the
High Sheriff that the “Act 1o Mitigate”
was unconstitatiopal, that police pro-
tection must be withdrawn from the
women, and that they should be sc
notified.

Before this conld be done however,
the injunction was served, a deputy
had potificd the women—as they came
at the usual afternoon “business”
Qour—that they wege hencefcrth for-
bdden to ply their trade there, and
they -departed, and when the Gover-
nogr's order came to notify the occu
nants thiY police protection was with-
irawn, there was nobody to notify—
for the slave pen was at an end. But
it was the clergymen and their law-
er. and Keaumakapili church, and
Indze Gear that ended it, and not the
Fovern: ¢ or any of his couneil.

The lessees of Iwilei did not sur-
render without a struggle. Both at
‘he hearing of a motion to dissolve the
sreliminarvy injunction, and on the
irial of the case. they made a strong
ight. but were defeated at every point
hv  the attorney for Kaumakapili
church,

During this contest the attitude of
the Advertiser was pecuiiar. It ex-
sressed no opinion editorially. and did
1ot even report the proceedings in
the injunction suit in its news eol-
1mns.

Whether the Japanese lessee Tadeo-
mo Otzuma will appeal from the final
judgment of Judge Gear to the Su-
preme Court remains to be seen.
Probably not for even a reversal of
the judgment would not, under the
present attitnde of the Federal gov-
srnment, restore Iwilei, and Indeed
Mr. Otzuma will be fortunate If he
agcape indictment by the Grand Jury
for perjury. for at the trial of the
Iwilel case he testified with unblush-
Ing assurance that although lessee of
Iwilei, he did not know either personal-
Iy or by common report that Iwllei
was a bawdy house, and that when he
received the rents daily from his agent
e understood that they were the pro-
ceeds of a reputable IGdging house
belonging to him whieh he supposed
was belng conducted there,

EDUCATING APPRENTICES.

A writer in World's Work tells of
the instaliation of a mew apprentice-
“nip scheme by the Baldwin Locomo-
tive’ Works in Philadelphia that will
be watched with interest. The com-
pany divides the apprenmtices into
three classes, the first being composel
of grammar school gradusies whose
term of service will be four years,
their wages being 5, 7. 9 and 11 cents
an hour and a bonus of $125 at the
close of their apprenticeship. The ap-
prentices must attend the night
schools maintained by the company,
and there study geometry, algebia,
drawing, perspective and technical
courses. The second class will be
composed of high school gradustes
whore ferm of service wnill “e thrie
years and the bonus $100. These will
alse have to study the technical
courses during a portion of their term.
The third class will be made ap of
the graduates of colleges and technical
schools, who will serve two rears us
iemployes, not as apprentices, for 13
and 16 cents an hour. The managers
of the Baldwin Works belleve that this
scheme for educating young men will
result in the turning out each year of
1,000 ccmpetent meéchanics who will be
capable of fliling any position in the
locomotive works. or of working in
any shop or factory in the countrv.
This number will be more, of course,
than the Baldwin works cam empluy,
but their reduction will be so thorough
and complete that they will have no
trouble in finding employment eise-
where. Should the experiment piove
successful and be imitated by cther
large manufacturing institutions it
may revolutionize labor. The Ameri-
can laboring man is today the best
educated laborer in the world. and to
that fact he owes in a great part his
success. The American mechanic ani
laborer has a brain as well as brewn,
and when the two are combined ail
Europe cannot produce his equal.

The Advertiser Is doing Judge Hum-
phreys a good turn in publishing his
answer to the charges preferred |
against him by the Thurston gang.
Neither Judge Humphreys nor his
mcst ardent friends could wish for
anything better for the Judge than
the publication of his brief now being
made in the Morning Organ.

In one
short and emphatic Sentence be affirmed
the divine troth and power of the Old
Testament : “The Seripture cannot be
hroken.”

torical truth of these evenis: while in
