Between one and two oclock on
Sunday morning smoke was seen issu-

tion Company lying in her berth at the
foot of lort street Mr James Morgan

hay were tossed out on the wharf and
further drenched Engine No 2 went
away at a quarter to five leaving the
others to pump the vessel out The
Hook Ladder Company was early
on hand its members rendering assist-
ance

deck As usual in such material the
fire proved a tough one and it left the
interior of the hold up to the engine
room bulkhead pretty well charred
Mr Godfrey wharf superintendent for
the company estimates the damage at
about 5000 I he hay which is
totally ruined was shipped by the Ha
waiian Agricultural Company for the
Pahala Plantation

Some of the firemen received severe
bruises from tumbling in the darkness
A more serious accident happend to
Mr Kennedy shipping clerk of the
Pacific Hardware Co and steward of
Pacific Hose Company who fell into
the hold breaking two ribs

It happened that on Saturday a
sugar mill roller of about seven tons
for the Honuapo Mill fell and smashed
the fore hatch Otherwise the hatch
would havi been closed leaving the
fire in all probability undiscovered
until it had gone too far to allow the
saving of the vessel

There is no knowledge of the origin
of the fire It may have been caused
by 3 careless smoker or spontaneous
combustion from the hay having be-

come
