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A Morm-in'- s I'lewnftlie Court of Utah,
Niiw York, Oct. 2. James H.

Hart of New York, ngent of the Utah
Emigrant Society and an elder of the
Mormon Church, said this morning :

"The present action of the courts in
Utah is simply persecution. AH kinds
of means have been devised during the
last fifty years to solve the problem of
what is called ' Mormanism.' This is
only another phase of it. It is acknow-
ledged by the best of lawyers that the
Edmunds Act virtually annuals the
first amendment to the Constitution,
which prohibits Congress from passing
any acts inrcrfering with the free exer-

cise of religion. We believe that this
has been revealed to-- us from God. We
canot obey His law. Bcecher said a
few davs aeo, 'If the Bible was true,
Mormonism was right.' Wc believe in

the Christian Bible. We will contest
the Edmund law in the United States
Courts, as we can be heard there. If
we can get no redress, wc will do the
United States justice. The talk of
force of arms is absurd. We are

Our business is to preach
the Gospel and build tclnples, gather
the saints, and save the living and the
dead. The Mormon people generally
regard this as a religious crusade urged
upon Congress by religious bigots.
Congress, to gratify their religious con-

stituents, has done what it is ashamed
of. Our heaviest persecution has conic
from the Democratic party."

Jtormnn Failure In England.
Wasaington, Oct. 3. Reports

have been received through official

channels of the apparent and utter fail-

ure of the recent Mormon mission sent
to India. The mission consisted of
Elder Willis and Messrs. McCun and
Pratt. Their arrival at Calcutta was

reported by the United States Vice-Cons-

to the Secretary of State. Min
ister Lowell, by direction of Secretary
Erelinghuysen officially called the at-

tention of the British authorities with a
view to checking any shipment of
Mormon recruits to the United States.
The Indian authorities, to whom Mr.

Lowell's communication was referred,
stated that the harm done by the Mor-

mons had been inappreciable, and that
in the opinion of the Government no
special measures were at present nec-

essary, but that in the case of the un
lawful recruiting of men or women, the
provisions of the renal Lode wouiu
be annhed. The Mormons maue no

converts in Calcutta. They sepcrated
and visited other parts of India and
are reported to have converted two or
three persons, but finally became so
much reduced in finances that they were
compelled to seek help, and one or
more of them left India in a state of
destitution.

Salt Lake. Oct. 13 Frederick
Hyt, al'us I7 re J WjIco u, to-di- re-

ceived his death sentence, for the fourth
time, for the murder of young Turner
at I'ark City in 1882. Having the
option of hanging or shooting, he chose
to be shot.
