Rhus  venonnts, tho poléionous spoclos, I
known ia different localitlos undar the sav-
eral names of poison  wsh, polson elder,
polson dogwood and poléon of swamp
sumnach, and s commonly found In damp
ar swatnpy situations, whoro [t usanlly grows
from olght to fiftoon foot in holght. It may
be nulfly dintingnishiod from tho harmiow
spocion,  Its leaf stalk boars but from threo
to wix pairsof loaflate, while shoss of the
other wpucies benr [rom afght to twenty

pairs, and it lenflots, like the poison Ivy,
have smooth edgos, whils those of the othprs
are sorrated or saw-toothed. Its stom s

amookl. !

The main stem and principal branches
are avbien gray in color, though the recent
dhoots and the leaf stems are of a fine erim-
#on or purple bus. The leaves are light

in oolor, with purple veini Tha
owors are of a greonish-white hus, and
thelr clustors much more open than those of
the other spocios named, while the frait is
also of a groonish-white, not rod asin the
caso described. It ocours In olusters of sop-
avated borrios lnstond of in close bunches
Tha plant, as a whole, v mors delicate and
attractive In appenrance than are other
spocies of sumnch,

There is something remarkablo about the
sumach poison. Home persons may kandle
the plant, broaths its fumes whon burning
ar even chow the leaves and Howers with
impunity, while others are affected with
dangerous swolling and inflammation from
the lenst oxpostire to e offluviom. | Bome
beeomn sonsitive after boing onoe polroned,
while others who wore aqually affected when
young may outgrow the suscoptibilivy and
becomie able to handls the plant in safoty,
Parbnps the minority ure wuscoptible, while
those who habitually dwell in the w ods are
non-sansitive to ite dangoerous proporties

Many methods of cure are smployed with
mare or low suooesd, but 1 wish here to mat-
tlon bub ove.  On the Fourth of July last 1
chinniced to be In n plece of rough woodland
in northern New Jersoy, and unoxpoctedly
found mysolt in tho midst of & thick growth
of polson sumach, which I had rubbed
against withoub observing, Knowing my
susoeptibility, I was naturally ala . and
the more so whou the next morning I found
my face wwollan and foveriah, with other
premonitory symptoms of a sevoere case of
polsoning. Having beard of hot water os a
otire, I at once bagan bathing face and hands
in water as hot ws coull be endured. This
traatment, ropeated weveral timas during
the day, proved pemarkably efloaclous
The swelling and the foveriah symptoms
quickly disappeared, and the next day thers
ware only one or two falnt indioatlons of
the blistars, Since then a friend has tried
the snmo remody with tho same effoct.  The
polson sy mptoms ary st once allayoed

My exportonce Isthat whan the eruption
has once appeared no remedy cau cause lts
rapld disappearance. It seoms to run its
course In deflance of antidotes. Yet evon
then the hot water rem:dy allays the iteh-
Ing, which (s its most disnsresable sy mptom.
1 have vory rocontly been nifacted by ivy pol-
soning, and have removed ovary sonsation
of pain by bathing in very hot water,
though the blisters took their own time to
dry up and dis ppear.
