gering tho public peace. Tho public pros-
ecutor heard of the affair, nnd nt once
issued criminal proceedings against all
tho male guests, Including tho three burg--

omastors, for publicly displaying irag-mnn- ts

of tho offendlnc carter.
He basod his proceedings on an ordi-

nance passed by the French provisional
government In tho revolutionary period
of 188, forbidding tho display of emblems
calculated to disturb the public peaco; but
tho Colmar tribunal acquitted tho accused
on tho ground that all tho circumstances
negatived the suggestion that they In-

tended to make a political demonstration
or to Irritate German feeling by display-
ing a French emblom. Much ridicule has
been heaped on tho public prosecutor for
falling back on an obsoleto French ordi-

nance to punish a supposed display of
affection toward France. Boston Tran-
script.
