We very much doubt whether
the venerable SBecretary of State, when
penning the words as contained in his
famous “Nicholson" Jetter, either com-
prehonded its full import, or dreamed
of ita subsequent influence in the torm.
ation of party and partizan creeds —
After the unexampled contest growing
out of tho settlemont of the Missouri
Compromise line, by which it was
solemuly agreed upon, by the politicians

- North and South, that all Territory
north of 36 30, north latitude should
Jorever thoreafier be dedicated! and set
apart for free labor. Comparative peaco,
quiet and good neighboerhood prevailed
between all parts of our Union, for the
space of uear thirty yoars. In the
meantime large, and then unexpected

uisitions of territory had been made
to our alrendy unwicldy domain, bring-
ing with it new complications, and vast
responsibilities. The territories had
strotched from the western limits of
Missouri to the surging shores of the
Pacifle, developing incalculable mines
of gold and silver ore. Within these
complications, avaricious politieal dem-
agogues, espied fertilo fields for their la-
bor, and amidst the excitement of new-
ly fomonted sectional strife, a sureguar-
teo for political organizations, in the
lead of which, loomed up high official
position with its long coveted emolu-
ments.

Gen, Cass, whose love of office is only
surpassed by love for its emoluments,
was the first to move in behalf of the
slave power in this now mighty struggle.
By his “Nicholson™ letter concocted for
Southern support for the Presidency in
1848, the idea of “Popular” Sovereign-
ty, as applicable to territories, was first
promulgated and by which his peculiar
friends South, understood one thing,
and those North another.

mon Union a8 sovereign States. The

~ people, tired of the never ceasing agita-
tion of slavery, yielded a seeming ac.
quiescence, notwithstanding their un-
mistakable detestation of some of its pro-
visions-hoping that by its peace, harmo-
ny and quiet might be restored as be-
tween the North and South.

The boasted consequences of a mis-
taken compromise, had scarcely died
away in the distance, ere another of the
hoard of reckless, desporate, dema-
gogues of the free west was ready to of

Asperagus, (Officinalis)

Mr. Epiror :—"This plant, so general.
Iy known to the public na a great deli.
eacy for culinary purposes; 18 a native
of Weymonth, England, is found abun.
dantly in the crevices of rocks and
among gravel in the island of Anglesa,
In its primitive state, it is not larger
round than a straw and but few inches
high. It is sought after by fishermen
and others on the coast. Cultivation,
certainly, has brought the plant to great
perfection, and established in Earope, if
the expression may be allowed, as an
aristoeratic escalent, and is considered
indispensible to the rich man's table.—
Its cultivation is rather more expensive
than other vegotables. Of late years it
has been so extensively cultivated in
this country, under a free government,
that all are enabled to partake of it
without being considered Jtoo exclusive
for our epicurian propensities. There
are in all about thirty varieties, not all
edible. Its original name is derived
from a, intensive, and sparrassa, to tear,
as some varieties are armed similar to
the cacti tribe. A, officinalis, is the va-
riety so indelibly established as a luxu-
ry for the table. The march of im-
provement, by judicions management
now produces the stalk the enormous
size of a half to one inch thick. Iigh
culture is the only way for amatuers
effect what gardrers have accomplish.
