Port Dodge, Aug. 9.—President John­

ston, of the Iowa State Library Society 
has just issued his regular monthly bul­
letin of library news of Iowa. It fol­
lows: 

The Library Journal, of July, has a 
full account, of the meeting of the 
American Library Association at At­
lanta in May. Johuson Brlgham, state 
librarian, was the only representative 
of the library work from Iowa; he was 
chairman of the state librarians' sec­
tion and read a paper on the "State Li­
brarians' Outlook," in which lie sketch­
ed the work that was being done to 
open up the library treasures gathered 
in the state libraries and make them ac­
cessible to the people of the state at 
large. He took a broad view of what 
might be expected of the library in the 
twentieth century. 

A Ithe library meeting at Atlanta 
Johnson Brig-ham, chairman of the pro­
gram committee of the Iowa Library 
Association, succeeded in getting a 
promise from Melville Dewey, state li­
brarian of the state of New York, and 
secretary of the board of regents of that 
state, to attend the annual meeting of 
the Iowa Library Association to be held 
at Cedar Rapids this full. Because of 
previous engagements of Mr. Dewey 
the time of the meeting will be changed 
from the middle of October to the fore 
part of November (time not yet deti-
llltely lixed). 

The presence of Mr. Dewey and other 
library workers from abroad, whom, 
rhe program committee assure us, will 
be present, ought to make this meeting 
of the association one of the largest and 
must interesting yet held. 

We have received the ninth report of 
the Massachusetts Library Commission, 
a book of 4C5 pages, containing a brief 
history and a short report for lMiS of the 
341 libraries in that state. The follow­
ing brlel extract will show the advance 
made by that state since tile organiza­
tion of the commission: 

"In 18:<0 there were 351 municipalities 
in the commonwealth, of which li-tii had 
established libraries in which the peo­
ple had free privileges. These libraries 
contained L>,4t>8,000 volumes. The 103 
towns without free libraries had only 
131,10L' inhabitants by the census of 
1&S0, a little less than 6 per cent of the 
total population of the state. The year 
1WS closes with but eight towns in the 
slate without free library privileges. 
These have a poulatioii of 12.4'Ja, or less 
than one-half of 1 per cent of the state's 
inhabitants by the census of 1S&5. The 
number of books in the free libraries of 
the commonwealth is 3,7"fl.OOO. The cir­
culation for home use in twelve months 
is 7.666,000, or a little over three volumes 
to each inhabitant. The gifts and be­
quests of money amount to nearly $s,-
UOO.OOO, and since the publication of the 
first- report, January, l*SU,- forty towns 
have come into the possession of build­
ings especially design-;-. for library use, 
costing in the aggregate $1,::SK,000. One 
hundred and forty-eight illustrations ot 
library buildings adorn the report. 

A tew days ago we had the pleasure 
of visiting tlie Mason City library and 
found the entire force, including the 
president of the board of trustees, at 
work under the superintendence of Miss 
Clara A. Drennitig, of the Galena public 
library, making a card catalogue for 
tlie same. Mason City is largely in­
debted to the Ladies' Library Associa­
tion of that place for tlielr library. For 
the past ten years they have main­
tained a free reading room, but they 
charge 5 cents for e;ich book taken 
home to read. The city g'vea them a 1-
mili tax for the support of the library. 
Their last report showed 2.000 volumes 
in tin; library and a circulation of 4.-
094 and 30 ,(K'ij using the reading room. 
Mary A. Hurlburt, who had been the li­
brarian for the past ten years, dl'-d last 
April, and has been succeeded by her 
sister, Mrs. Chapin, as librarian. We 
never had the pleasure of meeting her, 
but in the correspondence had with her 
in securing reports from the library, she 
over showed a keen and intelligent in­
terest In her work and a glance through 
the library would indicate that she had 
a wise and discriminating taste in the 
choice of books. 

We have received a brief report of the 
Kendall Young Library, of Webster 
City, for the iirst twelve months, llv 
this report the Kendall Young library 
takes its place at the head of the list 
of Iowa libraries for the number of 
boons issued In proportion to the num­
ber of inhabitants.

re-assembling of the convention com. 
mlttee on per organization named H. M. 
Rebok, of the Tama County Democrat, 
permanent chairman; L. Burton, J. T, 
Cannon, J. Douglas, secretaries. Chair­
man Rebok entertained the convention 
with sixteen pages of typewritten man­
uscript, showing a morbid bilious vin­
dication spirit Of the reader, buk evi­
dently failed to instill the same spirit 
into the convention, as evidenced by Its 
lack of applause of the extravagant 
utterances of its chairman. 

Chairman Rebok did not outline the 
platform of 3899 except that he was 
"ferninst" imperialism protection. He 
charged the republicans with striking 
down one half of the metallic currency 
in 189G. 

Chairman Rebok, in closing, referred 
to "the immortal W. J. Bryan as the 
one man who stood for and represented 
principles that if enacted into law-
would relieve us as a nation of all the 
Ills imperialism included.

NEW YORK WOMAN MURDERED. 
1'olico llt ' licvi) Her Husband Pid It 

Through PushIou for Another Wo­
rn at) .

Krontnann was found by her husband 
in tlielr home in Eighth avenue early 
this morning unconscious, with two 
five-inch gashes in the back of her 
head. Beside her lay a bloody hatchet.
