One of the raciest cases that was to 
have come before the consideration of 

the district court of the September 
term was the action filed some time ago 
by Fred Schlidt, of State Center, 
against George Kaiser, a well to do 
farmer residing north of Bromley, for 
criminal conversation with the plain­
tiff's wife. Damages to the extent of 
$5,000 were asked by Schlidt and the 
evidence that would have been intro­
duced in court would have been dis­
gusting and repulsive in the extreme. 

The case has been settled out of 
court, however, by the payment by 
Kaiser to Schlidt of J600. The stipula­
tion and settlement papers were filed 
in the district court Thursday and the 
case was stricken from the docket. The 
case has been looked forward to with a 
great deal of interest by the residents 
of State Center and vicinity, owing to 
the prominence of the parties. Both 
are well known and well to do Ger­
mans. It is a fortunate thing for the 
public, however, that the settlement 
was made, as the evidence would hard­
ly have been fit to introduce into any 
court room, .md especially in Iowa.

Thursday evening attached to the Col­
orado special at 5:25 carried about 
twenty-five Red lien, nearly ali tnem-
t»-rs of Chippewa Tribe No, 40, I.  O. R. 
M., of this city, to ISoone, where they 
.were guests at an immense pow wow, 
open council and dog feast, given on the 
hunting grounds of the Oneidas, Tribe 
Xo 2'' 

With the Indians from the Marshall-
town reservation were four pale faces, 
captives—Ed Vitek, John Auld, Louis 
Baumgardner and A. R. McCoy—who 
were tortured beyond extent to the 
music of the warriors' tom-toms. At 
Ames the tribe from this city were re­
inforced by the Onondagas, Tribe No. 
52, twenty-five strong and all togged 
out in fresh war paint and feathers. 

Ali the warriors of the Chippewa tribe 
took a special side degree at Boone, 
known as the "haymakers' degree. It 
is a new side degree with the Re'd Men, 
originating in the Orient and but lately 
brought to the western hemisphere. 
None of the Chippewas had been giver, 
the new degree, not even Sachem Lou 
Jones, who stands a peer among his 
brother warriors, having killed more 
dogs this summer than ail others put 
together. 

Those present at the pow wow of the 
Oneidas from this city were Sachen 
L. 13. Jones, of Chippewa Tribe; Joe 
V'isek, senior sagamore: Kelly James, 
junior sagamore; Stewart Eason, chie 
of records; W. R. Cunningham, keeper 
of wampum; W. G. Wolfgang, C. C. 
Kuhn, J. H. Davis, a member of the 
Lake City reservation, Leroy M. Myers 
W. D. Anderson, R. G. Goodaie, Lot; 
Echternacht, Fred Perry, C. J. Peter­
son, L. L. Tate, C. M. Benson, a Ne­
braska Indian. Clyde Morse, F. N. 
Dinges, Frank Kinsey and P. H. Peter-
Sen, past sachem of the Chippewas. 

TO GO TO FT. DODGE. 

General Agency of the McCormlck 
Company to Be Removed. 

The general agency of ths MeCormick 
Harvesting Macnine Company, which 
has been established in this city for 
over thirty years, will be removed to 
Ft. Dodge on Oct. 1. that city being 
more nearly in the center of what has 
been known as the Marshalltown ter­
ritory. The action is taken after a 
lengthy consideration, and it has taken 
three years to determine upon the best 
thing to do. The company has gen­
eral agencies in Des Moines, Marshall-
town, Davenport, Ottumwa, Sioux Falls, 
S. D., and Albert Lea, Minn. The way 
the territory is divided it brings Mar­
shalltown too close to the Des Moines 
agency and within ten miles of the 
south line of that designated territory. 

General Agent M. J. Rodney, of the 
company, was seen this afternoon re­
garding the removal and saici that he, 
with all other men connected; with this 
agency, Is sorry that the move had 
to be made. "It Is not because Mar­
shalltown is not good enough for us," 
he said, "but because we can operate 
our business to much better advan­
tage by being nearer In the center of 
the field that we are prescribed to fill." 

The lease on the building, which the 
company occupies, does not expire for 
three and a half years, but the material 

handled from this agency will be ship­
ped on or about Oct. I. With the general 
offices will be transforred the force In 
charge here, including Manager Rod' 
ney, Mr. E. M. Williams, bookkeeper 
and cashier; Mr. J. M. McNamara, fore­
man of the warehouse; Mr. Charles 
Morrison and Mr. J. F. Rodney, travel­
ing salesman; Clem L. Bowen, W. H. 
Eames, stenographers, and Charles 
Fisher, an office employe. Dan R. 
Campbell, another salesman, will con­
tinue to reside In this city. 

SUFFERS SUN STROKE. 
Northwestern Employe Overcome 

With. Heat on a Train—Other Ac­
cidents. 
Andrew Grossman, aged 55, a member 

of the Northwestern grading gang, who 
boards at the Quarry camp, was the 
victim of a sunstroke this morning at a 
point about three miles west of the city 
at 6:45 this morning. Grossman was on 
the work train, which was en route to 
L'aMolUe, where a great deal of work 
is being done on the double tracking. 
Grossman was on board one of the flat 
cars when stricken, and expresses his 
sensations as he lapsed into uncon­
sciousness as feeling as if the train 
were leaving the track. Luckily for 
him, however, he did not fall from the 
car. He was brought to this city Short­
ly after being resuscitated and after an 
examination by the company's surgeon 
was sent to the boarding camp. 

Yardmaster J. L. Crow, of the Chi-
bago Great Western, who on June,26 
l'ast suffered an accident whereby two 
fingers on his right hand were mashed, 
had the thumb of the same band 
mashed Thursday afternoon While do­
ing some work on the packing house 
track. He was in the act of closing the 
door of a refrigerator car which had 
caught. The door closed with a jerk, 
however, and his thumb was caught. 
The hand was dressed and Mr. Crow 
expects to be back to work before very 
long. 

James Butler, 22 years of age, and 
employed by the Chicago & Northwest­
ern as a member of the grading force, 
fell off a moving gravel train while at 
work near Tama Thursday afternoon 
and was badly bruised, receiving a bad 
cut under the eye and a lacerated face. 
He was brought here, where his in­
juries were dressed by the company's 
urgeon, after which he was sent to thc-

boarding camp at Quarry. 

LOOKING FOR AN HEIR. 

A Chicago Detective SeekiuE for an 
Heir to a French Fortune. 

Mr. E. D. Frazer, of Chicago, a detec­
tive in the employ of a private agency, 
spent Thursday In the city on Impor­
tant business, being in quest of infor­
mation that will lead him to find an 
heir to a large French fortune. The 
work of finding the whereabouts of the 
different heirs has been going on now 
for about six months, and one, suppos-
dly a Mrs. Cole, is thought to reside in 

the country near Marshalltown. 
The estate being looked up is of a 

family of Cagenets, who flourished in 
France several years ago. A direct heir 
to the estate is known to have moved 
to this country, but is now dead. Her 
daughter is said to have married a man 
named Cole and she is thought to reside 
near Dillon. The share of the supposed 
Mrs. Cole will be about $3,000. Mr. Fraz­
er has returned to Chicago, not having 
had a chance to do more than to secure 
the information of the woman's where­
abouts. Another trip to this city will be 
made, to look up matters more fully.
