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Treasury Receipts Begin to Exceed 
the Expenditures by the Na­

tional Government. 

Washington Offioials Believe There 
Will Soon Be a Steadily 

Growing Surplus. 

Statistics Showing Disbursements in 
Various Depart ments—Shattuo ... 

Hits Atkinson Again.

Washington, Sept. 23.—The treasury 
statement yesterday for the first time 
this fiscal year showed a surplus of re­
ceipts over expenditures. The surplus 
was $060,051, as against a deficit of $2G2,-
752 the day before. The receipts of the 
day were $1,522,804 and the expenditures 
$600,000. An excess for the day of $922,-
804 turned the scale and set a new mark 
for this year. 

It is true that this surplus is due in 
part to the sale of the New York cus­
tom house, but against this are the ex­
traordinary expenses incident to the 
war in the Philippines. 

The advance payment of the October 
interest on bonds may cause a deficit 
again this month, but the revenues of 
the country are increasing so rapidly 
that beginning with October the re­
ceipts of the treasury may show a 
steady and growing surplus over the 
expenditures. This seems to be assured 
by the steady growth at income from 
both customs and internal revenue. 

The customs receipts have increased 
trom $43,6S~,03 last year to $51,646,654 
this year. The internal revenue lias 
grown from $65,843,7tf5 to $70,368,139. 
Here is a gain of approximately $12,-
300.000 for the short period since July 1. 
This is at the rate of considerably more 
than $50,000,000 a year. 

A decrease of war expenses as com­
pared with Inst year is counted on to 
leave the treasury with a surplus for 
the year ending June 30, 1900. The ex­
penditures to date have been as follows;

Men Mistreated by Fi l ipinos.  

Boston, Sept. 23.—A naval officer on 
one of the ships at Cavite says in a pri­
vate letter written to relatives here un­
der date of Aug. 19: 

"I today made a trip to Manila pur-
i post-ly to see and interview a Spaniard 
who claims to have s-cen Lieut. Gilmore 
.?nd his men. The Spaniard arrived in 
Manila on the 12th, coming through the 
outposts at Han Fernando La Pampan-
ga. His name is Felipa Galza, and he is 
a planter by occupation. On the flrst 
of February last he was on his planta­
tion, when he was surrounded byadepu­
tation of natives, who made him a pris­
oner. He was forced to follow the move­
ments made by the so-called Filipino 
republic and tramp through mud and 
water and over mountains in their wan­
derings.

cries of "Hear, hear," by the Britons 
and "Bravo" from the Americans. 
When Dr. Abbott said that the English 
llag always carried Justice with It, but 
justice with a heavy hand, there were 
cries of "Yes, even in South Africa." 

Predictions were made during the day 
by London delegates that within twen­
ty years the American and British 
Hags would float together in front of 
armies sent to open the doors of dark 
countries, peaceably if possible, forci­
bly if necessary. 

Speaking of the American colonial 
policy, Dr. Abbott said: 

"1 see a divine meaning in American 
occupancy of the Philippines, not of 
commercial exploitation, but for the 
administration of law in the world. 
Despotism is-not the only foe to civili­
zation. Anarchy is a greater foe. 

"For at least 4,000 years Africa has 
had all the advantages of that spon­
taneous development which is the hope 
of humanity of a certain modern 
chool, and it is as dark a continent to­

day as when Moses, as an Egyptian 
prince, conducted his Ethiopian cam­
paign. Missionaries have done little 
more to illuminate the continent than 
a score of glowworms might do to il­
luminate a meadow at midnight. 

"When the railroad runs from Cairo 
to the cape, and branches to the east 
and west coasts, then will the redemp­
tion of the dark continent begin. This» 
:annot be without law, nor law/without 
armed force. Whatever baser motives 
may mingle with nobler ones, what­
ever commercial greed, pride of con­
quest. or political ambition may cor­
rupt human aspirations, the divine 
significance of the forward movement 
in Africa is the redemption of- the dark 
continent and its preparation for chris­
tian civilization by the enforcement of 
law enforced by the strong arm of a 
strong nation. 

"This Is also the meaning of the re­
demption of India and the so-called dis­
memberment of China, and I should be 
untrue to myself if I did not add my 
belief that this is the meaning of the 
American occupancy of the Philip­
pines. 

"The responsibility of the Christian 
nations and of all Christians in every 
nation is to guide the progress of hu­
manity toward Christianity, to remove 
obstacles, and to accelerate the process 
A lirst duty of a Christian people is to 
push forward this work of more mater­
ial Improvement which brings all na­
tions more closely together. 

"It is for us in America to advAncu 
such enterprises as the Snteroceanic 
canal, the transcontinental railway 
down the Pacific coast from Oregon to 
Chile, rapid interocean communication 
between our Pacific, coast and the far 
east, equaling in speed that already 
established between our Atlantic coast 
and Europe. 

"It is for England to advance the 
railway from Cairo to the Cape, with 
Its branches to the west and east coasts 
of Africa, to open up with additional 
railways the still unpenetrated regions 
of India. 

"It is for Russia or Germany or Eng­
land or America, or all combined, to 
P'.netrate China with new highways, 
making by their swift communication 
the terrible food famines and the still 
more terrible mind famines of that un­
explored and inorganic empire impos­
sible in the future. 

"Let us have done with the idea that 
material progress is inimical to human 
welfare; that the opening of China and 
of Africa is to be looked on with sus­
picion because Russian, English, Ger­
man and American capitalists are tak­
ing advantage of it to build railroads 
and steamship lines as profitable in­
vestments. 

"These are the beginnings of Inter­
national unity( because these annihil­
ate distance and make every commun­
ity neighbor to every other commun­
ity." 

Dr. Abbott was vigorously applauded 
when he said that civilized nations 
should abolish protective tariffs and 
cast aside national jealousies. What­
ever impeded the free interchange oi 
life among the international brother­
hood obstructed world unity, which, 
was the goal of human history. 

"America and England," he declared, 
"ought to stand together in insisting 
with firmness on what is called the 
open door, on the principle that while 
any nation may close its own ports to 
the rest of the world if It chooses to do 
so, it may not insist on the closure of 
the ports of any other people. All mo­
nopolies are bad, and commercial mo­
nopoly enforced upon one people by the 
cannon of another people ought to be 
deemed intolerable." 

After having deprecated war as an 
evil necessary at present to give force-
compelling obedience to law among 
backward peoples. Dr. Abbott contin­
ued: 

"When the prophet of the future, 
looking back upon the unrolled panor­
ama of the centuries, shall write the 
history of the modern world, he will in­
terpret the victory of reason and con­
science at The Hasrue as greater than 
the victory of Wellington at Waterloo 
or Meade at Gettysburg. 

"The Christian nations must hasten 
the coming of that day, not only by 
promoting material developments, com­
mercial freedom, and international law, 
as interpreted by an international trl-

>.'> . •"n• • - A '' 
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Declares the Fight for an Acquittal 
Will Continue. 

New Yortt, Sept. 23.—-The Journal and 
Avertlser prints a dispatch from Paris 
purporting to give the full text of Efanlle 
Zola's letter to Mme. Dreyfus, aB fol­
lows: 

"Dear Madam: Your husband and 
those who defended him have been ex­
posed to the vilest insults and even to 
bodily injury, For my part, there are 
organs belonging to the 'gutter press' 
and men so tainted with moral dirt 
that I have struck them from my life, 
from my memory. For me they are no 
more. I have driven them completely 
from my thoughts as If I never had al­
ready swallowed them. 

"It is such forgetfulness of artoclous 
insults that I recommend to the Inno­
cent man who has suffered the wrongs. 
He is so much apart, so far above them 
all, that they should not be able to 
reach him. May he come to life again 
under your care and under the clear 
sunshine of universal sympathy shown 
Jiim. 

"Peace be to the martyr who has such 
need of repose, and around him now, In 
retreat, may there be nothing but love 
and caresses. As for us, madam, we 
shall continue the fight. We shall to­
morrow go on with the struggle for Jus­
tice as sternly as we pursued! It yester­
day. We shall exact rehabilitation of 
the innocent man less for the sake of 
him who has already so much glory 
than for France, which would' assuredly 
be killed by this excess of Infamy. 

"Our task will be the regeneration of 
France in the eyes of the universe, 
which will take place when the infa­
mous Judgment has been quashed. A 
great country can not live in mourning 
just as long as the stain of Insult Is 
leveled at the highest jurisdiction and 
the violation of the most primitive 
rights shall remain. 

"The social fabric crumbles when the 
guarantee of law no longer exists, and 
there is In this violation of right such 
an element of insolence and bravado 
so impudent that we can not ignore it. 
We can not bury a body secretly with­
out showing our shame to our neigh­
bors. The whole world has seen and 
heard, and it is before the whole world 
the reparation should take place. To 
desire a France without honor Is crimi­
nal. 

"Without doubt foreigners will come 
to our exhibition. , They will overllow 
Paris, Just as numbers are attracted to 
a fair by the sound of music and liare 
of lamps: but should that satisfy our 
pride? Should we not value esteem as 
highly as tl'ie money of the outside 
world ? We shall exhibit our science, 
our art and our industry. Should we 
dare exhibit our justice one can Imagine 
Devil's Island reconstructed and exhib­
ited, For me the shame of It is Intolera­
ble. I do not understand how the exhi­
bition can be opened unless France 
takes her rank among the nations. 
When honor has been restored formally 
to the condemned man honor will be 
restored to France—not before. 

"Allow me to say In conclusion, mad-
ame, that you may depend upon those 
who have restored to your husband his 
freedom to restore him his honor. Not 
one of us will give up the fight. We 
know well that we tight for justice and 
for our country. The splendid brother 
of the condemned man will again set 
the example of courage, wisdom and 
justice. We have not been able all at 
once to restore your husband to you 
freed from lying accusations. We ask 
yet a little patience, trusting that your 
children will not be much older before 
their name shall be legally purged of all 
blemish."

corporations they must govern their 
conduct by the laws of the countries In 
which such corporations belong. This 
is the gist of a decision rendered in the 
United States district court by Judge 
Amidon here yesterday. 

The London and Northwest American 
Mortgage Limited Company, an Insol­
vent concern, sued Peter J. Geisen and 
William P. Jewett for the face value of 
stock purchased by them. The defend­
ants claimed they had assigned their 
stock, but It developed they had done 
so according to Americanism and not 
to British laws. The decision against 
them was the result. 

The case is of national Importance 
and will be carried up to the United 
States supreme court.
