LOAN AT LOW INTEREST! 
[Ft.  Dodge Messenger.] 

J .  F. Drake of this city made a mort­
gage loan on Monday on a farm In Clay 
township Which, so far as we have 
learned, Is at  the bottom of the market,  
and is worth publication to show how 
cheap and abundant money is when 
the security is absolute. The loan was 
for $4,000, to run for five years,  with op­
tion of paying any time after one year.  
The rate of interest was 4'& per cent,  
net.  One year ago that loan would have 
cost 6 per cent,  two years ago it  would 
have cost 7% per cent,  and it  would 
have been the legal rate prior to that 
time, with nobody especially anxious to 
make the loan. This loan at 4*4 per cent 
to the borrower passes through two 
agencies from the loaner to the borrow­
er,  so that tile loaner,  which Is a Massa­
chusetts estate,  does not net over 3 per 
cent.  

TYPHOID FEVER IN OTTUMWA. 
[Ottumwa Courier.]  

Dr. J. F. Herrick, city physician to 
the board of health, In presenting his 
monthly report to the board last eve­
ning prefaced it  with extended remarks 
on the necessity of guarding against 
contagious and infectious diseases. In 
his . report,  which was published in 
last Friday's issue of the Courier,  there 
were lifteen cases of typhoid fever un­
der the head of communicable dis­
eases, and the doctor stated last eve­
ning that he was quite certain that at 
least three or four cases have developed 
within the last few days. He attribut­
ed this condition to improper sanitation 
and a lack of the observance of hygi­
enic laws. The physicians of the city 
could, in a great measure, prevent the 
spread of this disease by giving advice 
where it  is necessary, and the people 
themselves can prevent It  by observing 
precautions such as cleaning their wells 
or taking every care to purify their 
supply of drinking water.  

SURVEYING A NEW IOWA CEN­
TRAL, CONNECTION. 

[Burlington Hawkeye, 10th.] 
Yesterday morning, bright and early, 

Chief Engineer Willis,  of the Musca­
tine North and South Railway, began 
his survey of the line for tire construc­
tion of the new railroad, the Iowa and 
Mississippi Valley, from Burlington to 
Elrick, the now proposed junction point 
with the Iowa Central.  

Engineer Willis has with him a force 
of eight or ten men and they began 
yesterday with the proposed terminals 
between Front and Main streets,  near 
High, and will  proceed north and 
around the bluff and thence almost due 
north across the bottom. By tomorrow

On the return from California Presi­
dent Stewart,  of the Muscatine South 
and North road, and General Man­
ager Martin, of the Iowa Central,  by 
which time it  is expected that En­
gineer Willis will  have completed his 
survey, i t  is predicted that the actual 
work of construction will  be ordered.

Prepayment of interest In Order to 
Itelieve Monetary Strlnacncy. 

Washington, Oct. 11.—The acflon of 
the treasury department in anticipating 
the November interest and offering to 
discount the Interest for the fiscal year, 
as reported in these dispatches yester­
day was taken to help relieve the mone­
tary atrlhgehcy in the financial centers' 
of the country. The October Interest 
was anticipated for the same reason, 
but the gain to the country was only a 
few days, and it had little perceptible 
effect. 

If the entire $2(1,000,000 could be forced 
out of the treasury and into the chan­
nels of trade it  would tend to make 
money easier,  but treasury officials are 
not sanguine of success. If  the govern­
ment is to make $250,000 by the opera­
tion, i t  follows that the bondholders 
must lose that amount. It  is reasona­
ble to think those holders will  not sub­
mit to a loss unless they see a chance 
of reinvesting their money in such a 
manner as to make a profit  in other di­
rections. Many of the bonds are held 
by private individuals and in trust 
funds. These may not find it  easy to 
reinvest to advantage. 

The national banks, of course, have 
an enormous holding of bonds to secure 
their circulation, and they are likely to 
accept the government's offer,  for many 
of them have loaned practically to the 
legal l imit,  and they can make use of 
more cash. This is particularly true of 
the institutions in the big financial cen­
ters like New York and Chicago. It  is 
probable the banks could take $8,000,COO 
to 410,000,000 out of the treasury through 
the government's proposition with profit  
to themselves and benefit  to all  con-
corned. 

Secretary Vanderlip, in speaking of 
the offer of the treasury department,  
said: 

"The treasury is in a position to un­
dertake very readily the prepayment of 
all  interest due during this fiscal year,  
large ns is that amount. The cash bal­
ance is an extraordinarily large one, be­
ing now nearly $20,000,000. I t  
was larger than this a year 

; ago, but we were then just 
i receiving the payments for the $200,000,-
i 000 war loan. Our cash balance now, 
j however. Is far larger than it  has aver-
j aged for many years,  and if receipts 
j  continue to bear anything like so favor-
I able a relation to expenditures as they 
have recently it  promises to be stil l  
larger instead of being reduced. 

"The total amount of interest due .be­
tween now and July 1 is $25.896.535. If  
the holders of all  the bonds should this 
month take advantage of the ofi 'er for 
the prepayment of interest it  would be 
a saving to the government of $249.47S 

j in the rebate which would be demanded. 
The several classes of United States 

'bonds are now selling in the market on 
'a basis of about 2 4-10 per cent per an­

num. and the rebate which the govern­
ment asks—2-10 of 1 per cent a month— 
is at  that same rate.  If the demand for 
money is as urgent as it  is in some 
quarters represented to bo, i t  would 
seem as if holders ought to be glad to 
anticipate the fiscal year 's interest 
when the discount is so small,  and that 
the situation ought to be to a great ex­
tent relieved by this action. 

"I see no reason why this prepayment 
of interest should not meet with ap­
proval from every quarter.  From the 
the government's point of view it  is cer­
tainly advantageous, in view of the ex­
traordinary cash balance the govern­
ment has lying idle in i ts vaults and of

1 MANY SOLDIER S WERE DROWNED 

Swept Away While Trylnsr to Ford 
Treacherous stream. 

! Manila.  Sept.  4. via San Francisco, 
j Oct.  11.—The army in I,uzon has lost 
|  more men during the past fortnight by 
! drowning than by bullets.  All the lit t le 
!  streams which in dry weather were 
! mere creeks have become swift,  wide 
! r ivers,  with unexpected and treacher-
i oua currents and eddies. Ten colored 
I soldiers of the Twenty-fourth infantry 

w>re drowned at the Lariquina river on 
tile 22d of August in a drift ,  exactly 
duplicating the loss of five soldiers in 
the Pasig river three months ago. Sol­
diers are conveyed across streams on 
bamboo rafts,  whose motive power is a 
rope stretched between the banks. In 
both cases the ropes broke, the rafts 
were overturned and part of the sol­
diers.  weighted down with guns, haver­
sacks and heavy ammunition belts,  
were unable to reach the shore. Pri­
vate J.  K. Poole, of the Twenty-eighth, 
lost his life in attempting to rescue his 
comrades. The last of the bodies of the 
ten soldiers were recovered in the river 
this week, and all  have been buried 
with military honors. 

Four men of the Third infantry sta­
tioned at Quingua were drowned in the 
Bagbag river before daylight on the 
morning of the 17th, when the regimenv 
was starting against the ro. 'ce oI Pilar,  
which was threatening the railroads 
near Malolos. Corp. Peter Larson was 
the hero of this accident.  He was 
drowned in a brave effort to save oth­
ers.  L,leut.  Chauncey B. Humphreys 
rescued several of his men by great ef­
forts and was himself nearly drowned 
during the work. The regiment started 
from Quingua at 3 o'clock In the morn­
ing. and swam the Bagbag river,  car­
rying their guns. 140 rounds of ammu­
nition and haversacks. The river is 
wide and shallow, and most of the dis­
tance was fordable, but the current had 
become so swift that many were car­
ried off their feet.  Seventeen were 
compelled to drop their guns to get 
across. Corp. Larson had reached the 
farther shore when he heard the cries 
of the drowning men, and plunged back 
with his gun stil l  strapped to his back. 
He carried one man of his company to 
safety and turned back a second time. 
He was heard to say: "I don't  think I 
can make it ,  but will  try. '  He reached 
midstream and was struggling to bring 
out another helpless private, when both 
sank and were lost. Most of the men 
took off their shoes before crossing and 
marched and fought all day In their 
socks, a most uncomfortable experience 
In the jungle country.
