Mingo, Oct. 13.—Considerable excite­

ment was caused here about 11 o'clock 
last night, when a young- man by the 
name of.Fred Stier, a disreputable 
character living here, was caught in 
an attempt to rob Elliott's drug store. 

Mr. Elliott had 'closed his store for 
tire night, had gone home and retired. 
He had barely gone to bed when a boy 
aroused him by knocking at his door 
and informing him that some one was 
in the store. Mr. Elliott dressed hastily, 
took from the house a revolver and 
\yent up town immediately, where, he 
found, guarding the store in front, 
Night Operator Marshall, of the Chi­
cago Great Western. Mr. Elliott at once 
unlocked the store door and entered. He 
could recognize Stier in the dim light 
und knew he had a desperate man to 
deal with. He spoke to the thief, but 
got no reply, Stier steadily advancing 
toward the door. Elliott stepped behind 
the end of a counter and Stier passed 
him, making a break for liberty. Once 
outside the store he ran around, the cor­
ner, with Elliott after him. Elliott cried 
to him to halt, threatening to shoot, and 
just at that moment Stier fired at short 
range. The ball struck Mr. Elliott in 
the left cheek, knocking out one tooth 
and lodging in the angle of the cheek 
bone. Mr. Elliott tried to shoot, but for 
some reason or other his revolver failed 
to act. 

By this time considerable of a crowd 
had gathered, and a few were armed. 
The men.followed Stier down the street, 
firing at him. He also returned the tire 
as long as his ammunition lasted, but 
he escaped in the darkness. It is 
thought he made immediately for his 
home, secured a horse and took for the 
country districts. He was followed 
some distance, but in some manner cir­
cled back to town, turned his horse 
loose and went to his home, where he 
hid in a cyclone cave. 

In the meantime Constable Byron 
Beard was aroused and joined in the 
chase, going with a posse to the 
Stier home, to surround the man. 
When the constable stepped in to arrest 
him Stier fired, the ball passing 
through the officer's arm, inflicting a 
painful wound. In the excitement the 
thief escaped and is still at large. The 
sheriff and a posse are in search and 
a reward has been offered for his cap­
ture. He is a young man, well known 
In this community. He is about 5 feet 
10 Inches tall, weighs between 160 and 
170 pounds and 'had on at the time of 
his escape a common suit of light 
clothes. Nothing was taken from the 
store, as the thief was discovered be­
fore he had succeeded in his plans. 
Stier is considered a hard case h^re 
and has been in jail for petty offenses. 
He will be remembered as having been 
in jail at Newton for some time a year 
or so ago for barn burning. Every one 
at the time was satisfied that he was 
guilty, but his guilt could not be proved 

Elliott was taken to Marshalltown, 
where, it is learned, the ball was re 
moved from his jaw. The ball was of 
22 caliber. 

Neither of the injured men is seri 
ously hurt, owing principally to the 
small caliber of Stier's revolver. If he 
had had a weapon of a larger size he 
would have undoubtedly killed Mr. 
Elliott. As it is, it Is thought that the 
main cause for saving him was the 
striking of the tooth, wlhch swerved 
the ball to another course.

Clarion, Oct. 13.—G. C. Jameson, a 
wealthy banker and business man of 
Dows, was indicted by the grand Jury 
for bribery. Mr. Jameson owns a bank 
at Rowan, Iowa township, and accord­
ing to the story of two trustees of that 
township was greatly interested in the 
selection of a treasurer, that the bank 
might handle the funds.

May Increase Itates. 
Des Moines, Oct. 13.—There seems to 

be a feeling among railroad men that 
the prasent interstate freight rates 
ought to be advanced. There has really 
been no advance in freight rates since 
the marked improvement of the,times 
set in. A prominent railroad man said 
to a reporter recently that he was 
satisfied that his line would ad­
vance rates the first of the year. He 
said that there was not a shipper on 
his line but what was getting a much 
larger profit on his goods, through bet­
ter prices, than he did a year or two 
years ago, and that it was no more 
than fair that the railroads should also 
be allowed to get some Increase for 
hauling these goods. 

At a tegular meeting of the Central 
Freight Association this week it is 
probable that an agreement will be 
reached whereby a considerable ad­
vance" in rates on_,all commodities will 
be decided upon to take effect Jan. 1. 
Traffic officials declare that it Is folly 
for the railroads to continue to make 
"hard times" rates, when It is now im­
possible for them to secure enough 
cars to haul all the business that is 
offered to them. It has already been 
decided that the coal roads in he Ohio 
and Pennsylvania- districts will ad­
vance the rates 15 cents a ton on coal 
for Chicago, to take effect No. 1. It is 
probable that the raise in rates by 
western lines will-effect coal and mer­
chandise. - ,

Eagle Grove, Oct. 13.—There have 

been come sensational developments In 
the Hubbard-WUcox child murder case 
during the last thirty-six hours. 

Mrs. Job Wilcox gave a signed state­
ment to Marshal Bert Fisher Tuesday 
stating that her daughter, Ida Hub­
bard, had used drugs before the child 
was born to cause its death. Fisher 
took the statement to Clarion and fold 
ing it so only the name, "Mrs. Job 
Wilcox," could be read, asked Ida Hub­
bard if she knew the writing. The girl 
turned pale and broke down, fearing 
that her mother had tried to put the 
crime on her. She told Fisher that she 
was ready to tell all the truth. She was 
taken before County Attorney Fening 
er, County Clerk Brass and Marshals 
Fisher and Mulligan, of Eagle Grove, 
where she told the following story: 

"When the child was born my hus­
band, Aaron' Hubbard, and my mother, 
Mrs. Job Wilcox, waited upon me and 
were the only ones in the room. They 
spoke of putting it out of the way and 
when the little thins cried I begged 
them to give me my child. My mother 
told me to shut my mouth and pressed 
me down in the bed. My husband then 
seized the infant and threw it into a 
large bucket standing by the bed. The 
child still cried only harder and I 
creamed. My mother told me again to 

shut up or I would raise the neighbors, 
but I continued to scream as loud as I 
could. My husband rushed Into the 
kitchen and returned with a bucket of 
water and poured it on to the still sob­
bing babe, after which he stuffed in an 
old blanket, when the cries ceased and I 
became unconscious. I did not know 
the next day where they had buried it, 
and only found out the day we left the 
house. I was standing in the cellar way 
handing up Jars when my mother said: 
'Ida, take a good look at that northwest 
corner, for it is the grave of your baby.' 
1 hate to tell this about my mother, but 
I am convinced that these officers know 
the whole truth." 

Such Is Ida Hubbard's statement, 
sworn to and perhaps the same as given 
to the grand Jury. The sheriff came to 
Eagle Grove yesterday and took Mrs. 
Wilcox from her sick daughter, who is 
no better and may die any time, and 
now has her in the Clarion jail to an­
swer to the charge of murder along 
with her son-in-la.w, Aaron Hubbard. It 
seems that Hubbard was not arrested a 
moment too soon, for a railroad check 
was found on his" person and no doubt 
a ticket had been bought. Much credit 
is due Marshals Burt Fisher and Pat 
Mulligan for the prompt action taken 
and the skill displayed in forcing a con­
fession -which will no doubt save the 
county much expense and greatly sim­
plify matters when the case comes to 
a trial. 

An account of how the truth was run 
down may be of interest here. About 
a month ago Burt Fisher was watching 
the house o£ Ida Hubbard in order to 
obtain evidence to raid the place. It 
was night and he was standing inside 
of a barn in the alley when two men 
stopped a few feet away and one of 
them said: "She don't want to get fun­
ny with me. for I know where she 
buried her baby." Fisher never forgot 
those words. He knew that the "she" 
spoken of was Ida Hubbard. When the 
raid was made last Friday night and 
Ida Hubbard and Mrs. Lugar were ar­
rested, Harry Lugar, the latter's hus­
band, came to Fisher for sympathy. 
Fisher talked awhile and finally said: 
"Lugar, you know something about Ida 
Hubbard's baby." Lugar told him that 
the child was buried in the northwest 
corner of the cellar of the old house. 
When the bones were dug up Lugar ad­
mitted that his wife had heard the story 
from Mrs. Wilcox. Fisher hurried to 
Clarion and obtained from Mrs. Lugar 
facts which brought'about the arrests 
of the two guilty parties and the con­
fession of Ida Hubbard.

Mr. Bryan Expresses Confluence in 
Democratic Success. 

Des Moines, Oct. 13.—William J. Bry­
an when here Wednesday was inter­
viewed on the political issues, especially 
the Philippine question. After stating 
that his health is improving as fast as 
he could expect since hia ic-cent illness, 
and that he is troubled chiefly by a 
severe hoarseness, Mr. Bryan said: 

"We are planning to make things Just 
as lively in the campaign next year as 
possible, and I think we will succeed 
better than in 1S&G. Former issues have 
changed somewhat, and new ones have 
come in which we will strength­
en our position and will add 
many votes to our column. I 
do not deem it advisable or possible to 
state so far ahead what issues will be 
chief in importance. Conditions and cir­
cumstances may change between now 
and then, so as to make certain issues 
of greater relative importance then than 
now. Our issues of 1896 are just as im­
portant now as then; others liave arisen 
since then, and still more may com­
mand attention." 

As to the withdrawal of the troops 
from the Philippines Mr. Bryan dictated 
this statement: 

"Xo; I do not favor the withdrawal of 
our troops. What I do believe and have 
repeatedly announced is that we should 
at once declare our purpose in un­
equivocal terms so positive that the 
Filipinos can not doubt it. to grant 
them full and complete independence 
the moment they have established a 
stable government. I believe if we 
should make such an announcement 
right now the war would cease in a'vf-ry 
short time, and our troops could with­
draw without laying down their arms 
in the face of an enemy. Furthermore. 
I. believe that if we had come out with 
such an announcement in the begin­
ning the war would never have oc­
curred. I am not unaware that a few 
half-hearted efforts have been made in 
that direction from time to time, but 
they were made in such a way as to 
raise a strong question of their sincer­
ity." 

Mr. Bryan said after a few more days 
in Iowa he will go to Kentucky and 
thence to Ohio to close his campaign.

ELECTION OF NEW OFFICERS. 

Makes an Kloqucnt and Impressive 
Catiipalen Speech. 

Special to Times-Republican. 
Clinton, Oct. 13.—The republican cam­

paign was opened in this city last night 
with a rousing meeting, Hon. A. B. 
Cummins being the speaker. The meet­
ing was held at the Davis opera house, 
which was crowded to the doors, there 
being many ladies in the audience.
