AN IMPORTANT CASE.

Right to Manufacture a Certain
Patent Medicine to Be Tested,
Bpecial to Times-Republican.

Ames, Oct. 14.—The district court at
its next sitting in Nevada will hear a
very important case, in which is in-
volved, possibly, a fortune. The par-
ties to the litigation are D. M. Bos-
worth and Dr. E. B. Cramblitt, both of
“Ames. The former is a pharmacist, the
Jatter a veterinarian, who has achieved
considerable note because of the suc-
cess of a preparation, known as Dr,
Cramblitt's King of Pain.

The charge is brought against the
doctor by ‘Mr. Bosworth, who claims, in
substance, that the former violated ar-
ticles of agreement by manufacturing
the preparation after the right of
manufacture had been sold to him.
Dr. Cramblitt constructed the formula
by which the liniment is made some-

thing over eighteen years ago and
gince that time has made enprmous
gales, the medicine having proved to

be meritorious. In 1895, according to the
contract, Dr. Cramblitt agreed to sur-
render the right of manufacture to
Mr. Bosworth for a consideration. The
charge now brought by Mr. Bosworth is
that the doctor has not kept faith, and
he asks damages to the extent of $500.

The case involves, aside from the
amount of damages claimed, possibly,
the right of manufacture.

Death of Mr. Will R, McAdam.
Mount Pleasant, Oct. 14,.—The shock-
ing intelligence was received here
’I‘hurkdu) that Dr. Will R. McAdam
was dead. No time was given, but it is

likely he died Wednesday night or
Thursday forenoon. His death was
caused by yellow fever, which he

caught while in the line of duty as as-
sistant surgeon in the marine hospital
service at the naval station near Key
West, Fla. The first word of his sick-
ness that came to his people here was
the message from Surgeon General
Wyman, of the marine hospital service,
that he was dead, and stating that it
had been the wish of the deceased to
keep the knowledge of his iliness from
his relatives. The affairc will be a great
gshock to his famlily here, who so recent-
ly passed through such deep sorrow
caused by the =suicide of another
brother, James McAdam, while tempo-
rarily out of his mind. His mother and
sister are away visiting, perhaps in
Chicago, and an attempt was made to
reach them by wire. On account of the
contagious nature of the disease from
which he died the remains will probably
not be brought here fm interment,

Death of an lowa Doctor,

Hot Springs, S. D., Oct. 14.—Dr. J. A.
Sherman, of Cherokee, Towa, a well-
known practitioner of that place, and
district surgeon for the Illinois Central
railroad, died In this city after a short
but very serious illness. He came here
two weeks ago with his health entirely
broken down from overwork, and after
his arrival suffered a stroke of paraly-
gis, and then of apoplexy. From these
he soon revived and it was thought fos
a time that he would recover, but for a
few days past he has rapidly grown
worse and all hope was lost. The re-
mains were taken to his home at Chero-
kee.

~llum:l) urges the establishment of a
spirit of co-operation between cream-
eries and their patrons, for he says that
whatever helps the farmer helps the
creamery man. If the farmer is en-
couraged and taught how to take bet-
ter care of his milk and to produce bet-
ter milk he will be better satisfied with
the creamery operator and will bring
him more milk and better milk. In
some places creamery operators have
held meetings with their patrons dur-
ing the summer with good results. The
importance of every dairyman taking
a good dally paper is emphasized.

Mr. Norton being a practical dairy-
man of twenty years' experience, real-
izes the value of proper feeding of
cows. He says there are two causes for
dissatisfaction and loss in the dairy
business. One is poor quality of cows.
The other is the lack of proper feed-
ing. He gives more attention to this
subject than to any other in his report
and hag prepared a careful article on
the subject of feeding cows to produce
milk, giving detalled directions from his
extended experience.

On the subject of oleomargarine Mr.
Norton declares that the dairy people
have been making a mistake heretofore
in fighting oleomargarine on its merits,
arguing against it as an unhealthful
product.

The
best methods of gravity creaming by
the use of ice leave from gix-tepths to
nine-tenths of 1 per cent of the butter
fat in the milk, that is, from 20 to 30
per cent of all the butter fat in the

It re-
quires no skill to run a separator, but
it requires great skill 1o manufacture
butter that will meet the demands of
the market and to find the best market
for it.
