an attack upon that town. The Fifty 
first did some of its most brilliant work 
here, under the command of its colonel 
John C. Loper, who had recovered from 
his long Illness sufficiently to resume 
his command. Taking out the t\v 
companies left to guard the outposts at 
San Fernando, and the sick, wounded 
dead and discharged men, the regiment 
went into this fight with only 236. men 
They were armed, for the first time in 
an engagement, with Krag-Jorgenson 
rifles, which surprised the Filipinos 
very much, for they did not know until 
day broke and the Fifty-first was de 
ployed in their front as skirmishers, 
that such a force was near to them 
Hard fighting followed In that swamp 
until about 1 p. m.. when the Fifty-first 
led the way into the town, the Filipinos 
fleeing with heavy losses. The Ameri 
can soldiers fought all the forenoon in 
marshes and rice fields, with the water 
more than knee deep. 

At 2 p. m. on Aug. 9 a scouting party 
of fifty men from the regiment, under 
command of Lieut. William C. Ment 
zer. of Company D, and Lieut. F. 
Van Arnam, of Company L, advanced 
about two and a half miles in the di 
rectlon of Angeles, encountering the 
enemy and routing them after a lively 
skirmish. 

Two days later, on Aug. 11, a scout 
ing party of fifty men from the regl 
ment under the command of Lieut 
James O. Ross, of Company 13, and 
Lieut. George W. -Wilson, of Company 
C, made another advance upon 

geles and after a sharp engagement 
with the enemy drove him from the 
town and entered it, afterward re­
turning to Calulut. 

The regiment remained In Calulut, 
camping in alternate rain and> intense 
heat, sending out occasional scouting 
parties and guarding wagon trains, un­
til Aug. 17, when it was removed to 
Sandalan, Companies F and K being 
left in charge of the outposts at San 
Fernando, making daily reconnoisances 
to Mexico.

L. Baker, Company H, 
which was placed under command of 
Lieut. Frank M. Compton, battalion 
adjutant, Aug. 24: First Lieut.

R. H. Ful­
ler, Company X; First Lieut. L. A. 
Mitchell, Company K: and Capt. Will­
iam O. Pryor, Company L. 

The regimental reports show that 
thirteen men were absent without leave 
from two to five days during the last 
days of March. There is no further ex­
planation on the official records nor 

ere these men ever disciplined for 
unning away without leave. The fact 

that these brave fellows "fit with 
Funston." They concluded that their 
eglment was never going to see any 

active service, so when the First Ne­
braska was ordered out and was sure 
of getting into a flsht these boys took 
their guns and slipped away and min­
gled with Funston's men. They had 
several days of good, hard fighting and 
they were never called to account for 
the ihformality of their going Into bat­
tle.

The regiment lost but one man in ac­
tion and he was at the time on de­
tached service. Thi9 was Walter Wag­
ner, private of Company A of Des 
Moines. He came of a good family in 
Des Moines and was an excellent sol­
dier, brave, faithful and popular with 
his fellows. Volunteers were called for 
for this specially hazardous service and 
he was one of the first to offer himself. 
This was on March 6 and he remained 
in this arduous and perilous service un­
til June 13, 1S99, when he was killed on 
the field of battle at Las Finos by a 
Remington bullet. He was 22 years old 
when he enlisted with the Fifty-first 
Iowa in the spring of 1S98. 

Louis Wegener was a private in 
Company L of Council Bltlffs and in 
July, 1899, he was discharged by his 
own request in order that he might re-
enlist in the Thirty-sixth United States 
Volunteer Infantry, where he was 
made a corporal. He was shot through 
the right breast on the morning of 
Aug. 9 near San Antonio and died in 
the ambulance on the way to the hos­
pital. He was In the advance of the 
regiment doing scouting duty at the 
time he was shot, and Capt. C. D. 
Mead, his superior officer, says of him 
that he was cool and steady in times of 
danger and utterly without fear and at 
all times a perfect gentleman. He was 
one of the three sent to represent the 
Fifty-first Iowa as one of its bravest 
and coolest men under fire. 

Only one deserter is reported! from 
the Fifty-first. He is David H. Meyer, 

private in Company C of Glenwood, 
and was dropped from the rolls as a 
deserter on Aug. 1. 

Alfred J. Boudewyns, a private in 
Company H of Des Moines* is reported 
missing. He was a member of a scout­
ing party south of Culu Cull church on 
the Malibl road, near Pasay, on March 
2S. He became separated from his 
companions and when they attempted 
to find him they encountered a force of 
insurgents who had-, as' they subse­
quently learned, taken him prisoner. 
The last information was that he was 
still in the hands of the enemy.
