George W. Pfantz, a farmer residing 

in the western part of the .county, near 
tlie Story county line, and a member of 
one of the best known and wealthiest 
families of that section, suicided Sun­
day morning about 9 o'clock. 

The method employed by Pfantz to 
take his life was horrifying. He secured 

stick of dynamite, went to an up­
stairs room, placed it in his mouth and 
exploded the charge. The force of the 
explosion mutilated the .body and 
wrecked a. portion of the house. 
Pfantz's head was blown to pieces, 
nothing but a small fragment of the 
skull remaining attached to the trunk. 
A deep gash was cut in his breast, and 
his left hand was torn to pieces. Pieces 
of the head .were scattereu all about the 
rooiti, and a portion of the scalp was 
imbedded in the plastering in one Of 
the angles of the wall. From indica­
tions the body was thrown across the 
room, as Pfantz had evidently seated 
himself in a chair before discharging 
the dynamite. 

The terrific force of the explosion 
wrecked the room. A hole was blown 
through the ceiling, nearly all the plas­
tering was broken from the walls, the 
window lights were forced out, the end 
of a commode was splintered, the-door 
was blown out and broken and half of 
the plastering from the room below, on 
the first floor, was knocked from the 
walls. 

Mrs. Pfantz and a hired man, 
Louis Thake, were at home at 
the time. As soon as they 
recovered from their consternation and 
realized what had happened help was 
sent for. Neighbors of the family noti­
fied Coroner Llerle, and with Dr. Jay 
Trotter, of Melbourne, who was in this 
city. Dr. Lierle drove to the Pfantz 
home, which is located about six miles 
northwest of State Center. After an 
investigation of the facts the coroner 
concluded an Inquest ivas not neces­
sary, as the act had undoubtedly been 
premeditated for several days. 

Mr. Pfantz had been subject to severe 
headaches, and of late had been com­
plaining of illness from that source. He 
left a letter, which was somewhat ram­
bling and indicated that the man's 
mir.d was unbalanced. The letter was 
dated Oct. 21, but from appearances 
had been carried in his pockets several 
days, as the sheets of paper were worn. 
The explosion may have caused this 
condition, however. The letter was ad­
dressed "Dear wife and boys/' and in it 
hr> expressed sorrow that he had to 
leave them so soon, but It could not be 
helped' and it was too late. He said 
liquor was to blame, and he urged his 
boys to always leave liquor alone, as 
that is what ruined him. He asked the 
boys to always be good, remain with 
their mother while they could, and not 
forget him. These requests were re­
peated reveral times In the letter, 
which also contained instructions and 
suggestions as to the disposal of his 
property. He asked his wife to get 
Henry Nolta to sell oft the stock, told 
her there was money in the bank and 
for her to secure that, etc. On a sepa­
rate sheet was a note addressed to his 
wife, in which he apologized to her for 
something he had accused'her of, said 
he knew has was wrong and was a 
crazy man when he said it. 

It is presumed that Pfantz obtained 
the stick of dynamite on Saturday, 
when he visited an adjoining farm be­
longing to his father, and on which 
workmen were doing some blasting. 
|  The surprising part of the contents of 

the note Is in refernce to the statement 
that liquor was the cause of the de­
ceased's troubles, as he was not a hard 
drinker and drank only when among a 
crowd of social companions. Since the 
tragedy the eldest son recalls that his 
father Sunday morning askedi him if he 
wanted his watch, and made some re­
mark about his going away. When the 
the boy told his father he had a watch 
Mr. Pfantz remarked that he would 
give it to hl» brother. Mrs. Pfantz says' 
there had been no trouble between the 
members of the family, and she had no 
suspicion that her husband contem­
plated suicide, as he ate his breakfast 
and appeared as usual on Sunday 
morning. 

The suicide is a man who has en­
joyed the acquaintance of a large num­
ber of friends in the county, he having 
livedi in the vicinity of State Center 
during his entire lifetime. He is the 
son of Heniy Pfantz, Sr., who lives in 
the town of State Center, and who is 
considered one of the wealthiest and 
most substantial farmers of the county. 
Besides his parents, the deceased leaves 
a family consisting of a wife and four 
small sons, the oldest of whom is about 
14 years of age. Two brothers also sur­
vive the deceased, Henry Pfantz, Jr., 
and Clem, "both State Center residents, 
and four sisters. Of these Miss: Angle 
Pfantz resides at home, Mrs. Henry 
Nowlan Uve3 three miles west of State 
Center. Miss Mary is a teacher in the 
Chicago schools and another married 
sister lives near Rhodes. The deceased 
was- a man 38 years of age. 

The funeral was held this afternoon 
at 1 o'clock, interment following at the 
French Grove German Lutheran 
churcli cemetery.

The horse that 
fell in last was badly bruised and 
strained and it was some time before 
he could walk. It was necessary to 
place him in charge of a veterinarian, 
and Mr. Gould was compelled to post­
pone his trip home. He says the team 
was the best he has. 

One of the horses was able to travel 
Sunday evening and Mr. Gould ob­
tained another and drove to his home 
that evening. The other hOrse is still 
here in charge of a veterinarian and al­
though somewhat improved it will 
probably be crippled for life.

ENGINEER BROWN HURT.' 

An Iowa Central E n g i n e e r  Injured 
In a Wreck at Kanawha, 

Ed-ward Brown, of this city, one of 
the recent class of new engineers of the 
Central, was brought to the city Satur­
day evening at 6 o'clock from the north 
suffering from Injuries received in a 
wreck at Kanawha, one of the new 
towns on the Algona extension of the 
Belmond branch. Engineer Brown was 
in charge of engine 58, pulling a west­
bound gravel train, which was under 
the control of Conductor Lepcus. An 
east-bound train of the same character 
had pulled in at the station on the 
main line, but had backed* down to al­
low the engine to take water. When 
Engineer Brown pulled' into the yards 
he saw the other gravel train on the 
main line and whistled for brakes, at 
the same time applying the air. The 
train was running only about eight 
miles an hour, but the grade was 
against a quick stop. A slow signal was 
given by the conductor, and the engi­
neer thought the track was lined up so 
as to allow him to pull In on a siding. 
Instead it was. thrown for the main 
line. The result was a collision—a bad­
ly broken engine and eight cars piled 
up and more or less damaged. Engi­
neer Brown stayed by his engine until 
it hit, and luckily for him, as> it after 
ward proved, jumped from the fire­
man's side instead of his own. As it 
was he was picked up in an uncon­
scious condition fifty feet from the en­
gine, and an examination proved that 
he was suffering from a fracture of two 
ribs and other internal injuries, besides 
some bad bruises about the hips and 
abdominal region.

The right side of the cab, which the 
engineer would have ordinarily used to 
escape from, was badly demolished 
and in getting out of the left side the 
engineer narrowly escaped being 
pinned in between the tank and the 
corner of the cab.

COUNTY OBSERVATIONS. 

Sees 

Attorney C. II. K. Koardman Success­
ful In tlie Huiubel Will Case. 

Congratulations are being extended to 
C. H. E. Boardman upon his success in 
the James Hambel will litigation, decid­
ed last Saturday by our supreme court. 
This has been a hard-fought contest, 
extending for a period of some three 
years, over an estate estimated at 
about $40,000. The supreme court decid­
ed the case against Mr. Boardman's cli­
ent, and rendered a lengthy opinion 
which divested Mrs. Hambel of any le­
gal title to the property. But upon oral 
argument by C. H. E. Boardman before 
the supreme court a re-hearing was se­
cured and now the supreme c-ourt de­
cides the case in favor of Mrs. Hambel, 
und gives the widow absolute title to 
the entire estate, thus not only revers­
ing the district court, but absolutely re­
verses itself and makes its first '  pub­
lished opinion no longer the law in 
Iowa. This is a noteworthy exception 
to the usual rule in litigation, and 
makes the case a very important one in 
principal as well as amount. 

The Des Moines Leader of Saturday 
last states: 

The court reversed a decision of the 
Marshall county court, Judge Obed 
Caswell presiding, in a will case, and 
in so doing makes an important rule as 
to the construction of wills. The rule, 
according to the court, has heretofore 
been established in other cases, but the 
judge below, after examining all these 
cases, did not so consider, and in the 
supreme court two judges dissented. 
The opinion above was written by Rob­
inson, and Granger and Given dissent. 

"James W. Hambel died, leaving a 
will whose first provision was: 
" 'I devise and bequeath to my wife, 

Lucelia A. Hambel, all my property, 
both real and personal, of every kind 
and description, that I may own at my 
decease." 

"This seemed an absolute bequest, 
carrying the fee title. Following it, 
however, were provisions for the divis­
ion of the property among the children 
after the death of the wife, and pro­
viding a different and immediate divis­
ion in case the wife should again mar­
ry. The lower court held that this will 
practically gave the widow a life, in­
terest in the estate; It held thut she 
could make sales and transfers, only in 
so far as was necessary to her own 
comfort, pleasure and convenience, or 
for the general benefit of the estate. But 
It did not give her absolute control of 
the estate, to do with as she might 
please. In short, she was held to be a 
trustee for the benefit of the children, 
but holding a life interest. 

"The supreme court reverses this. It 
holds that when an absolute devise, as 
in this case, is made in one section of a 
will, to be later modified by later pro­
visions, then the latter provisions are 
to be accepted, not as limiting the de­
vise, but as merely precatory; that is, 
in the nature of recommendations to 
the legatee, as to the disposition to be 
made at any remainder of the estate 
after the legatee's death. 

"In this case some of the children 
sued to secure an interpretation, and 
the case has twice reached the supreme 
court."

The little town of LoGrand was 
somewhat stirred up Saturday evening 
as the result of a good-sized row, in 
which two former Marshalltown resi­
dents were participants. 

The trouble occurred between George 
Scoggin, a former dryaman of this city, 

and Joe Battle, a LeGrand colored la­
borer. Scoggin and wife, Nellie Scog­
gin, will be remembered as having been 
interested in vario.us ways in the Mar­
shalltown courts, the latest case being 
a divorce that was sought by her, 
which, however, was not granted by 
Judge Caswell. The Saturday night oc­
currence was caused by the alleged in­
timacy between Mrs. Scoggin and Bat­
tles. Scoggin, it seems, knew that his 
wife was keeping company with the col­
ored man, and went to the house where 
she lived for the purpose of seeing her, 
but more particularly for the purpose 
of seeing his child. The colored man 
was there and ordered him to leave the 
premises, whereupon a fight ensued in 
which the white man was badly beaten 
with a stove poker at the hands of Bat­
tles. Scoggin's head was pounded to a 
jelly, severel large abrasions, contu­
sions and cuts being found to exist as a 
result of the beating. Scoggin caused 
the arrest of hi3 assailant upon a 
charge of assault and battery, and be­
fore a LeGrand justice Battle was 
fined. 

ANOTHER LEGRAND CASE. 
A case -of obtaining money by false 

pretenses, coming from LeGrand, was 
heard In Justice Allen's court this af­
ternoon. The parties interested are all 
well known residents of the place and, 
judging from the particulars, the case 
was the outcome of a general misun­
derstanding. James Bartley, a barber 
of the town, was the defendant in the 
action, and Charles Clark, a young 
farmer, the complaining witness. Clark, 
it seems, has owed Bartley a hill 
amounting to $5.25 for some little time, 
but had not been able to effect a set­
tlement. Saturday evening he found a 
check in his barber siiop, drawn by 
Brittain & Co., of this city, in favor of 
Clark. The amount of the check was 
$16.13, in payment for hogs. Bartley 
thought he saw an immediate settle­
ment of the indebtedness and went at 
once to the Clar& home. Mrs. Clark 
was there, but her husband was away. 
Bartley explained his mission and 
threatened to keep the check until the 
bill was paid. Fearing that he would 
be able to get all *1he money, Mrs. 
Clark, woman like, paid him the $5.25 in 
cash and took the check. When Mr. 
Clark heard of the transaction he en­
tered a complaint and caused Bart ley's 
arrest upon the above stated charge. 
Bartley was arrested this morning by 
Constable Leech and was accompanied 
to the city this afternoon by Mr. H. J. 
Bowen, to whom the check had been 
entrusted, and who had lost it in the 
barber shop. The matter was amicably 
settled without trial and the action was 
dismissed by Justice Alien. 

TWO ASSAULT CASES. 
Philip Byrd, a farmer residing north­

east of the city a few miles, was made 
defendant in a case- for assault and 
battery, preferred by Fred Myers, a 
neighbor, who allege 1 that the defend­
ant had beaten and choked his little 
son. The papers were made out in Jus­
tice Burritt 's coCirt and Constable Nich­
olson was given the warrant to serve. 

J. G. Leutenegger, of this city, was 
arrested Saturday evening by Con­
stable Leech upon a charge of assault 
and battery. The complaining witness 
is one of his employes, John Frazier. 
who alleges that Leutenegger beat and 
choked him as the result of a misun­
derstanding over a trivial matter. The 
case was set for this afternoon in Jus­
tice Burritt 's court. 

ARRESTED FOR LARCENY 
. Roy Buck, of this city, was arrested 
this morning by Constable Nicholson 
upon a charge of larceny, he having 
stolen, so David Cnulton, the complain­
ing witness alleges, some solder from 
his plumbing establishment. The hear­
ing is set for 7 o'clock this evening be­
fore Justice Allen.

T.-It. Man Over the County 
Many Things of Interest. 

To me a farmer's mutual telephone 
was a new wrinkle when I- came 
across the country .n my journeying 
through LeGrand1 township. After I 
had seen it working and realized the 
convenience, utility and .sociability of 
the venture I was astonished1 that any 
farming community should do without 
it. Last April a few of the most pro­
gressive farmers living south of Le­
Grand conceived the Idea of a tele­
phone line for their convenience and 
began an agitation which resulted in 
the excellent system which exists there 
at present. For the benefit of others to 
whom the Idea and Information may be 
of service I give the following facts re­
garding the line and1 its cost: 

The Farmers' Central Telephone llna 
was begun in April of the present year. 
It extends from LeGrand' village to C. 
W. Kellogg's residence. The 'phones on 
this line number fifteen. The subscrib­
ing farmers bought their 'phones out­
right, procured hardwood poles from 
adjacent groves and turned out en 
masse to set the same and string the 
wires. The line has been in operation 
since March of this year, with the most 
gratifying results. The west line con­
structed shortly afterward has nine­
teen 'phones and is connected1 with the 
Central line by a switch at Frank Rich­
ards' house. This line taps Montour. 
Another line connects the Montour 
branch with the Garey settlement, a 
distance of five miles, and* it is to be ex­
tended five miles further. 

The system connects LeGrand, Dun­
bar and Montour with the surrounding 
farms and is of untold convenience to 
its patrons or rather its owners. The 
farmer who is ready to thresh his grain 
sits at ease in his own home and ar­
ranges for his help. If a neighbor's cat­
tle stray or break through the fences 
he notifies him at once by 'phone. The 
lone woman and the tramp problem 
reaches its solution from the fact that 
the neighbors are within easy call. 
The little strand of wire stretching 
from hearthstone to hearthstone binds 
the community closer with its tiny 
thread and brings into near acquain­
tance and companionship families 
which otherwise were strangers. The 
telephone is not a luxuary or a conve­
nience in LeGrand any more; it is a 
necessity.

As stated above,  those benefi ted made 
a "bee" of the erection of the l ine and 
each bought his  'phone outright  at  a  
cost  of $14,  making the entire individ­
ual  outlay much less than $25 for a  per­
petual  service.  

I t  is  not  to be wondered at  that  the-e 
farmers are strongly agitat ing rur it '  
mail  delivery and a township eentt  i l  
school system, or that  the Daily T.-i t .  
circulates several  miles from the po( 
office.  i ' i  

Some of the farmers of Taylor low i% 
ship have followed the cue of iIimi i-.e 
Grand friends and will  go them oivfr  
better  in regard to telephones.  A l ine 
is  being buil t  from this ci ty north,  cov- :  
er ing most of the terri tory between thU ; 
c i ty and Albion.  The work has be"ii  j.  
done by the farmers and their  sons,  the 1 
poles are cut  from the native forests  j 
and the instruments will  be .purchased I 
o u t r i g h t .  A l r e a d y  f i v e  o r  s i x  h a v e  a r - j  
ranged to connect  with the service,  and j 
i t  i s  p r o b a b l e  t h a t  t w e l v e  o r  f i f t e e n  u I H j  
do so.  Arrangements have been made 
for connections with the system of the 
Marshall  Telephone Company in this  
ci ty,  and the farmers will  thus have 
the advantage of direct  communication 
with town. A port ion of the l ine will  
be in operation this  week.
