‘White fought a successfui action with
Orange Free State forces today on the
road between Ladysmith and New Cas-
tle and should join Yule this evening.
The last message from Kimberley, Oc-
tober 22, reported all well.”

BOERS STILL AGGRESSIVE,

Confirmation of the Report That
Second Attack Was Made at Glen-
coe.

« London, Oct. 24 —From the scanty
news _ot the day regarding operations In
Natal one thing Is certain and another
may be inferred. The British under
Gen. Yule, Gen. Symons' successor in
command, have fallen back and are
concentrating all avallable strength on
the defense of Glencoe, while It was
practically certain that no second fight
had taken place at Glencoe up to last
evening. The rumor of a second victory,
however, has roused London to a pitch
of enthuziasm unknown in this genera-
tion. Men stop on the street, clasp
hands and slap one another on the
shoulder as they congratulate them-
gselves on the latest alleged news from
the seat of war,

In military circles the announcement
of Gen, Yule's abandonment of his
hardly won position has caused more or
f less apprehension, for Gen., Joubert's
p main column has yet to give an account
: of itself, while the British force has
two points—Glencoe and Ladysmith—
to defend, and is wearied by fighting to
boot. It is agreed that the work of the

In the meantime the cordon is being
steadlly drawn around Kimberley and
news of action in that neighborhood s
dally expected, as I8 also a movement
on the part of the Orange Free Staters
against the British post on the Orange
river.

. closed in doubt and some suspense,
~The anxiety was due to the sudden and
unleoked for sllence from Glencoe, and

commons tended to Increase the un-
easiness. When asked for the latest
news from the front he responded with
a quotation from Lord Wolgeley to the
effect that Gen. Yule, commanding the
force In the Dundee-Glencoe district,
had found a Boer force greatly superior
in numbers advancing on his position
and had thought fit to leave Dundee
and fall back on Glencoe Junction.

The curtness of this pronouncement
was suspicious, but the explanation
was made at a late hour that It was due
to the ambiguous terms of the dispatch
rather than to any positive information
of any decided reverse.

It was evident that Glencoe had been
menaced by a third body of Boer troops
under Joubert, after two columns had
been defeated, and that the war office
was anxious and was holding back
news which would be misunderstood
and might cause needless alarm,

FEAR  FOR GLENCOE,

Gen. Yule, English Commander, Said
to Have Retreated to Hetter Posi-
tion.

London, Oct. 24.—The Dally Tele-
graph published the following dispatch
this morning from its speclal corre-
spondent:

“Ladysmith, Natal, Oct. 22 —The
Boers, who are reported to be 9,000
strong and under the command of Gen.
Joubert and President Kruger in per-
son, are today ‘again attacking Glen-
coe.

“‘Gen. Yule, who is in command of our
troops, has moved his camp b,\ck into a
Jetter defensive position.”

London, Oct, 24,.—The Dailly News has
the following dispatch from Ladyshith
dated Sunday night:

“A large force under Commandant
General Joubert and Commandant Vo-
gan opened fire on Dundee yesterday.
The firing was continued today. The
result s not known here."” :

The Daily Mail says It understands a
message was received in London yes-
terday (Monday) from Cecil Rhodes,
dated at Kimberley, Oct. 19, déciaring
in substance that the inhabitants of
Kimberley desired to draw the atten-
tion of the government to the need of
speedily sending reinforcements there,
as the town was belng surrounded by
increasing numbers of Transvaal and
Free State Boers. The matter, accord-
ing to the Daily Mail, has been submit-
ted to the eabinet.

The parliamentary secretary of the
war office, George Wyndham, made a
statement in the house of comffmons
yesterday, sayving:

“Lord Wolseley sums up the position
in Natal early this morning as follows:

*‘gn the battle of Elandslaagte, Oct.
21, two guns were captured from the
Boers, who iost heavily.

A large column of the enemy ap-
peared advancing from the north and
west on Gen. Yule, who, consequently,
had fallen back from Dundee, and was
concentrating at Glencoe Junction. In
this operation we gather in the
wounded and medical attendants left
at Dundee.

“*‘Gen. White in
Ladysmith, and being
from Pletermaritzburg.

#The enemy appears to be in large
numerical superority.’

A dispatch from Ladysmith, Natal,
dated at 4:15 yesterday afternoon, has
just been received. It is a literal repe-
tition of Cape Town's Glencoe advices
of yesterday, and it is regarded as
comewhat ominous that nothing has
since beéen received respecting the re-
sult, especially when viewed in the
light of Lord Wolseley's statement that
Gen. Yule's force felt It necessary to
vetire fropn Dundee to Glencoe Junc-
tion, X

Gen. Yule evidently is in a tight cor-
ner, as he now has or had to face the
main Boer army under Gen, Joubert.
Gen. Sir George Stewart White, the
British commander-in-chief in Natal,
will undoubtedly dispatch part of the
force which was victorious at Elands-
laagte to his assistance. Such a de-
tachment, however, will leave Lady-
smith poorly proteceed agalnsi the
threatened attack from the west, as
Gen. Hunter on Saturday wired that
the departure of the force to Elands-
lapgte left him with only a couple of
battalions of regulars, a mountain bat-
tery and 500 Natal volunteers to defend
lhv‘: town, which is the British military
base In north Natal. Further news,
therefore, is anxiously awaftted. >

The war office has received the fol-
lowing dispatch from Gen. Sir George
Stewart White, British commander in
Natal, dated at Ladysmith Camp, 4:45
p. m. Monday:

“Gen. Yule telegraphed me yesterday
evening that the wounded at Dundee
were doing well.”

This dispatch partly rellev'vxl the
anxlety regarding Glencoe, ag it was
assumed the British there had not been
attacked up to last evening.

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Board of Control Deoides to Proge-
‘oute Ringleaders in the Riot:
At Mitchelville,

R

About Twenty of the Girls to Be
Tried Under the Criminal
Laws.

Further Particulars of the Uprising
and Its Results—Much Dam-
age Done.

Special to Times-Republican.

Des Molnes, Oct. 24,—A  conference
was held this morning between Lar-
rabee and Cownie, of the board of con-
trol, and Attorney General Remley and
County Attorney John McLennan. It
was decided to prosecute about twenty
of the ring leaders of the Mitchellville
reform school riot under sections 2712
and 5035 of the code.

"

“Whoever unlawfully aids or as-
gistg any inmate lawfully submit-
ted to the Industrial school in escap-
ing or attempting to éscape there-
from, or knowingly conceals such
inmate after escape, shall be pun-
ished by a fine not exe «ling $1,000,
or imprisonment in the penitentiary
not exceeding five years.'

Prescibing penalty for riotous con-
duct:

*“If any person or persons unlaw-
fully or riotously assembled pull
down, injure or destroy or begin to
pull down, injure or destroy any
dwelling house or other building or
destroy, attempt to injure or de-
Stroy any boat or vessel, or perpe-
trate any premeditated injury on
the person of another, not being a
felony, he shall be imprisoned in the
penitentiary not more than five
years, or be fined not exceeding $500
and be Iimprisoned in,the county jail
not more than one year, and shall
also be answerable to any person in-
Jured to the full amount of the dam-
ages by him sustained.”

These will be sent to the penitentiary,
as they are all from 16 to 20 years old,
mostly 18 or over. Some others will be
returned to the counties. An investi-
gation will be held shortly to determine
who are the most gullty. The damage
to the institution, it is claimed by the
board of control, Is not over $300 at the
outside figure. Close investigation
shows the cause of the outbreak was
that an entire “family” of forty girls
were locked up Sunday for the misbe-
havior of five or six In the chapel and
in violation of the board of control
rules, were deprived of supper. All is
quiet at Mitchellville today.

Des Moines, Oct. 24, —Chairman Lar-
rabee and John Cownie, of the board of
control, went to Mitchellville as soon as
possible after they were informed of
the riot. They found the establishment
in a sadly demoralized condition,
{though State Architect Liebbe, who ac-
{companied them, said the property loss
was not 8o large as had been estimated.
Most of the windaw panes in the five
institution buildings had been broken.
i The walks around the structures were
strewn with broken glass and crock-
ery; Inside the corridors and rooms
were piled with wreckage: doors were
smashed, many of the window frames
were  wrecked, commodes smashed,
pictures torn down. In fact, there
seemed to be only one article of furni-
ture which was sacred against the at-

tacks of the infuriated girls. They
proved that despite their viciousness
and recklessness they "were still women,
by sparing every mirror on the
grounds. Not one was to be found in-
jured.

The employes and subordinate

(officers of the institution are unanimous
in the belief that the abolition of cor-
| poral punishment was a mistake. These
! people, who certainly ought to under-
stand the character of their wards, de-
¢lare that it is useless to try to conquer
them by kindness; they will only take
advantage of any lenity manifested.
The method of administering corporal
| punishment was to take a good solid
strap or thong of leather and apply a
certain number of good smart blows to
the palm of the offender’s hand. There
are stories, too, that some of the em-
I ployes have scen fit to apply the lash at
{times to the naked backs of the girls.
The employes all deny this, and it is
probably untrue.

In the opinion of the citizens of
Mitchellville, who have known the in-
stitution from its beginning, and of the
employes, corporal punishment should
be restored and a lock-up should be
provided upon the grounds. At present
there is no plate in which offenders
may be locked. The need of such a
place was well proved during the riot.

The leaders of the riotous element
among the girls include Lenora Allen,
of Des Moineg, a sister of the cele-
brated Jeanette Allen, woman of the
town, now of Skaguay, Alaska, who has
a penitentiary record in Iowa; Amanda
Johnson, of Ottumwa; Maude Jeffries,
of Des Moines, whose parents live on
Pennsylvania avenue; Lena Leonard, of
Lake Mills, and Lizzie Randolph. They
are all utterly incorrigible. The only
person in the official corps of the in-
stitution who has been able to manage
them is Miss Rose Mintier, who has
been there six years. Miss Mintier is a
firm believer in the efficacy of corporal
punishment, and likewise Is adept at
fadministering it, She Is about § feet 5
inches tall, weighs about 180 and so
{ powerful that it is.sald no girl has ever
{been confined in the institution who
dared to oppose her. Miss Mintier is
not much on moral suasion, but when
she Jooks hard at an offender it means
that trouble is ahead; she. can jerk a
160-pound girl Into the middle of next
week so suddenly that the girl never
realizes how much time she has missed.

Sherift Stout and Capt. Hayes de-
voted a good share of their time to the
effort to discover how the girls were
supplied with liquor. It is now known
beyond question that a large amount
of It has been supplied to the girls.
They say it was brought to the grounds
Saturday and Sunday nighta by some

young fellows from Mitchellville and
Colfax; that beer was brought by the
case, whigky by the quart and cigars
and cigarettes in proportionate supply.
Many of the girls were thoroughly in-
toxicated. The officers and the board
of control are thoroughly determined
to locate the offenders and are confi-
dent they will soon be able to make ar-
rests, It Is proposed to make a horrible
example of every one caught., The
girls, almost without exception, were
clamoring for liquor from the beginning
to the end of the riot. Young men
came with buggies to the outskirts of
the grounds, and taking the girls in
their rigs, drove away. They were well
suppliea with liquor and cigarettes, and
the girls, on their return, would invari-
ably boast of their exploits,

While the girls were in possession of
the main dormitory building and hold-

ing out against all assaults, they
raised a fearful uproar. There were
two planos in the building and these
were pounded vigorously, while can-

cans and hoochle-coochies were done by
a score of girls at a time, In the big
school ;lssemﬁ]y room the girls smashed
chairs, piled up the remaing of broken

bibles, hymn books, international les-
son leaves and a small edition of the
“*Moody's Anecdotes.”” It seems that,
In addition to the uszual religious train-

several hundred paper bound copies of
the “Anecdotes,” the board of control
considering them ideal reading for this
class of offenders. The girls evidently
didn't agree with the board's view, for
they took especial =atisfaction in tear-
ing up the bibles and books of anecc-
dotes. A great heup of these books
were piled in the middis of the room,
nearly all of them torn to shreds,

Another of the delicate attentions of
the management which the girls didn't
seem to appreciate was a motto
painted on the wall of the main cor-
ridor under the stairway from which
the rioters hurled soap dishes, tureens
and Kkitchen knives at invaders. The
motto reads, in big red and blue lotters,
“Be What You Seem to Be,” The girls
had daubed it with ink, thrown pieces
of crockery at it and torn a good share
of the plaster off that particular wall.
“We thought we'd take the advice for
Just once,” explained one of them after-
ward.

The girls spent the night in the base-
ment of the chapel. The doars and win-
dows of this room were guarded by
men with stout clubs, but the girls did
not try to escape. It was after 3 o'clock
before the last one had been  singled
out and placed in the bagement room.
It was believed that the ringleaders of
{the rioters and the worst of the par-
ticipants were confined, and while soms
of the sheriffs beat the bushes, s0 to
speak, about the town's suburbs the
rtest maintained guard at the windows
of the basement.
