TRUSTS AND COMBINES.

What political party (8 best equipped
to deal with the great economic prob-
lem of combinations, called trusta? Al-
though the attempt I8 made, this prob-
lem can no more legitimately be made a
political Issue than can cyclones or
corns and bunions, both the leading po-
litical parties having expressed them-
selves against all harmful combina-
tions. The democratic party tried the
experiment In 1893 of destroying all in-
dustries and at the same time practi-
cally all employment of labor. Perhaps
the country would like to try that terri-
hle experiment again. The same plan
is proposed by the democracy now, and
in addition thereto, in order to make
destruction complete, they heartily pro-
pose the free colnage of silver at the
ratio of 16 to 1. Nobody who lived
through the lagt democratic adminis-
tration entertains the slightest doubt as
to their destructive abilities. The only
question {8 whether the people are will-
ing to pull down the house in order to
kill a few ratg: whether or not we can
afford to go barefooted all our lives in
order to avoid corns and buniong,
whether or not we can afford to let Mr.,
Bryan of Nebraska and Jerry Simpson
of Medicine Lodge and Mr. Tillman ot
South Carolina and Mr. White of Towa
bungle all the business of the country
and split its dollar and its honor in two
in order to bankrupt a few capitalists
and stock companies.

The fact is that upon investigation
we find all countries are confronted
with the problem of industrial combi-
nations or trusts; and it 8o happens
that the very country cited as the free
trade country, Great Britain, has far
more trusts than any other,

SUDDEN CHANGE OF ISSUES

I have sometimes thought it was a
great pity that President McKinley
could not have had the test of the next
election made on the simple issue of the
industrial question. Suppose there had
been no war—would any one have
thought of making a campaign agalnst
the great industrial success and mone-
tary situation that has characterized
the present administration?

It just so happened that in the very
midst of the greatest success that ever
accompanied any administration of af-
fairs, our country was involved in war.
Just at the crucial test of a great eco-
nomic issue that had commanded the
attention of statesmen for a century,
the public thought was diverted by the
greatest sensation and the most spec-
tacular performances ever enacled in
the world's history. It so0 happened
that the same geniugs that was bent
upon the solution of economic and in-
dustrial questions was called to the
solution of internal difliculties—and 1
dare say, if the truth were known, that
there was hardly a man, woman or|
child in America who, when the vluud\

of war burst upon the country, did not |

inwardly rejoice that the party of |
Abraham Lincoln was at the helm. ‘

It is upon the solution of the difficul-
ties and results of the war that the
principal political issues seem now to
be based. Let us consider those igsues
—let us go fully into that great subject,
Let us begin at the beginning.

Just when the wheels were beginning
to spin, just when rellef was coming to
the anxious and the idle, just when the
dove was returning to the storm-tossed
ark bearing the leaf of promise that
told of a continent of thrift and beauty
and confldence and employment—just
then, the cloud of war, which had been
threatening, burst upon the country.

THE PHILIPPINE QUESTION.

Congressman Cousins then told of the
events leading up to the declaration of
war with Spain, of the responsibilities
forced upon the president but brave-
ly assumed, of Dewey's wonderful
achlevement, and said that as Dewey
had not yet been advised by Mr. Atkin-
son or by any of the democratic reso-
lutions cominittees in America that he
was a crimal aggressor. He presumed
in all innocence that he was doing
the duty of a patriot in upholding the
flag and maintaining the position of his
country and in protecting the lives and
property of citizens of Manila. Mr.
Cousins gave a thrilling *word picture
of the success of the American arms
within ninety days, the whole country
applauding the accomplishments. After
the signing of the peace protocol the
democratic party commenced to find
fault. Of their unpatriotic position to-
day Congressman Cousins said:

After endorsing unreservedly, in
whole and in detail, the late Chicago
platform with all its revolutionary and
cheap money propositions, and declar-
ing that W. J. Bryan is the exponent
of thelr principles and that they favor
his nomination in 1900, they proceed to
rejolce in the “successful termination”
of the war with Spain and to condemn
in the bitterest terms the military op-
erations which are now being carried
on by their own country in the Philip-
pines.

The “termination’” of the war with
Spain, which the democratic conven-
tion characterized as ‘‘successful,” and
In which they expressly ‘rejoiced,” was
accomplished by a treaty which was
ratified by the senate of the United
States and by the government of Spain.
That treaty was ratified in the United
States senate by the votes of senators
from every state in the union except
four. It was ratified by the votes of
genators representing every political
party in the United States. Its ratifi-
cation was advocated by Willlam Jen-
nings Bryan, whom the democratic
convention expressly designates as the
exponent of thelir principles, and it {8
