Superintendent B. J. Miles, who Is 
considered one of the best reform school 
men apd authorities in the nation, has 
been deprived of tlu* excellent services 
of his wife as matron as the board have 
formuluted a rule prohibiting officers' 
wives serving as matrons or other of­
fices. Had the wife of ex-Supt. A. 
H. Leonard, of the Mitchellvllle school 
been allowed to hold her position as 
matron, Mr. Leonard would not have 
resigned, and the Insurrection of a few 
days ago would not have happened. Mr. 
Leonard for years was assistant super­
intendent and his wife assistant matron 
of the school here and their work is 
well known all over the west. Citizens 
of Eldora, who have watched the work­
ings of the institution here since it 
started and have approved of the plans
