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FEATURES OF THE IOWA VOTE. 
According to the unofficial figures 

only fifteen of the ninety-nine Iowa 
counties gave democratic majorities on 
the vote for the governorship, and only 
two of thesa majorities exceeded 1,000, 
those of Lee (in which Keokuk and 
Fort Madison are situated) and Du­
buque. The number In 1S97 exceeded 
twenty. Governor Shaw received over 
13,000 more votes than in 1S97 and Fred 
White about 12,600 less than in 1S97. 
Shaw 's plurality as stated by the Reg­
ister is 55,704. The ordinary and con­
servative estimates before flection 
placed the figures at 40,000. Only two 
counties exceeded Marshall 's 1.790 ma­
jority, those of I 'olk. the capital coun­
ty, 'which rolled up i.SSfl, and Story with 
2,027. 

It  will bo noticed that outside com­
ment places stress on tho vote of Iowa 
as a vindication of the administration's 
view of our relations, with the Philip­
pines, that it is a strong endorsement 
of President McKinley and his policy. 
This is true, as Iowa issues were not 
considered, the republican record being 
unassailable. The democrats made 
their chief plea against "imperialism" 
and expansion and the republicans ac­
cepted the gage of battle and won an 
overwhelming victory.

"But today we want to overlook even 
the president of the State University, 
who is the guest of the city, to pay the 
tribute which is due Charles Aldrich, 
the curator of the state historical de­
partment of Iowa. Just why he should 
be called the curator is not known, for 
as a matter of fact he is the whole 
state historical department. He is the 
beginner and the builder of the monu­
mental work to which the state of Iowa 
through its legislature has finally as­
signed a separate building in the capi­
tal city. 

"Many years ago Mr. Aldrich while 
a newspaper editor in Webster City 
began to take an interest in auto­
graphs and in historical manuscripts. 
Finally the state recognized his efforts 
to the extent of permitting him to place 
a cabinet with drawers filled with auto­
graphs in the state library. In time 
there were several cases and a separate 
room had to be assigned to the collec­
tion. But the collection outgrew the 
rooms in the state house and a building 
had to be provided. 

"Charles AKlrich is more than a mere 
collector of personal and historical 
data. He has directly and indirectly 
been a moulder of thought in Iowa and 
what is better of taste in literature. 
His life work is one of the most consid­
erable that has been contributed to the 
history of the state. No man has 
wrought more from such small begin­
nings. lie has founded a department of 
the state's life and it is a department 
to which the people will point with in­
creasing pride for historical data like

Aldrich is the father of the historical 
library work in Iowa and we honor him 
as such." 

OHIO'S NEW GOVERNOR. 
Judge George Iv. Nash, who has just 

been elected governor of Ohio by an un­
expectedly large plurality, is a gradu­
ate of Oberlin, and served in the array 
with credit in the civil war. He was 
twice elected attorney general of Ohio 
and was subsequently appointed judge 
of the supreme court by Governor Fos­
ter. He is held in high esteem by all 
his fellow citizens and is a stanch sup­
porter of the gold standard. He made 
his position plain or» the monetary 
question during the recent campaign. 
In speaking of the present period of 
prosperity and the depression which 
preceded it,  he said: "In March, 1897, 
we were at the lowest ebb in financial, 
industrial and commercial ruin. Now 
we are ort the top wave of a prosperity 
never before equaled. Much of this 
great gain to our country is attributa­
ble to the restoration of a tariff law so 
fashioned as to be beneficial to Ameri­
can interests alone. But much more 
credit is due to the determination of the 

'-American people to maintain inviolate 
and forever a sound and honest finan­
cial policy in this land." 

His great plurality may in large part 
be credited to his sound financial views.

1897 Governor Bushneil 's plurality was 
only 28,165.

|  Days ip Russia. 

[Special Correspondence Times-Repub­
lican.] 

My first night in Russia was my 
worst. I came Into St. Petersburg at 10 
o'clock on a railway train, without a 
map of the city, a. guide-book or the 
knowledge of a word of Russian. The 
chief porter, whose business It is to 
ascertain the desired destination o: 
strangers and summon a cab for them, 
was surrounded by a throng of people 
and not waiting for his direction T left 
the station to find a hotel. This I had 
a theory would be possible in any city 
of Europe. I did not then have my 
present knowledge of the czar's capital 
city. I spent two hours upon the 
streets, making some interesting ob­
servations meanwhile, but finding no 
place to stop. Why? First, because the 
streets were dark, lighted only at cor­
ners with a flickering gas flame. Be­
cause signs were all in Russian, which 
I could not read, and again becaust 
there was no man to give me direction. 
Store keepers, porters at the gates of 
houses, policemen, cabmen, all were 
unable to understand the word hotel 
and the fact that 1 wanted to reach 
one. There are 5.000 Germans in St. 
Petersburg and on any other day that 
language would carry me where I 
would go. My limping French saved 
me on other days, for French Is the 
fashionable speech and is spoken by 
the educated class. This night every 
man I approached was one of the 30 per 
cent who can neither read, write nor 
understand. On the stroke of 12, the 
hour when all street doors must be 
closed and locked, I entered a bar room 
closed and locked, I entered a restau­
rant and bar-room as the two score of 
drunken loungers were being: driven 
out, and more by signs than by words 
made the red faced proprietor under­
stand that I would be a patron of his 
hotel department. After giving him 
possession of my passport I was shown 
to a room and locked myself in. I am 
ready to take an oath that some Rus­
sians sleep dressed and in their boots. 
It may be a custom, for the bed in this 
room had not enough covering to keep 
an Esquimo warm. The night was 
piercing cold and my blood is thin. 
The room, moreover, was dirty and the 
company not desirable. I stayed until 
daylight, because I could not get away. 
But there are good hotels in St. Peters­
burg and on the second flight 1 had 
nothing to wish for. 

When l'et"r "the Great founded the 
city which bears his name he said he 
would have "a window looking out into 
Europe." It is built on the two banks 
of the river Neva and on low ground. 
Great stone buildings have their foun­
dations resting on piles twenty feet be­
low the surface. When the wind blows 
in from the Baltic the Neva rises until 
within a few hours it is at the level of 
the streets and should a strong wind 
continue for more than a day the senti-

In Russia I 
found people generally willing to be of 
service. Two instances illustrate this. 
Wishing to see the cottage of Peter the 
Great I asked guidance of a soldier 
In uniform. He not only gave the di­
rection, but insisted on going with me to 
the place, as it was somewhat out of 
the way. It was a half hour's distance, 
as they say in these countries, and I 
was sorry to cause him the trouble. He 
chatted cordially and the cottage at 
hand, excused himself and was gone al­
most before I knew it. Another time I 
received information from an officer of 
the navy, who also went out of his way 
to guide me. Every Russian naval of­
ficer is required to have a knowledge of 
English! The authorities of govern­
ment propose to know who enters and 
who leaves the territory, and the feg-
ulatlons concerning the passport is one 
of the vexatious, time consuming things 
which tries the patience of the traveler 
and makes him vow that Russia once 
left behind will be again unvisited. At 
least so I felt when spending precious 
time in running here and there to ob­
tain possession of my credentials when­
ever I happened to have need of Identi­
fication. First the passport must be 
"vised" by a Russian minister outside 
the empire, who charges for his "see­
ing" and making the record a dollar. 
But he refuses to take cognizance of It 
unless it has been signed by an Ameri­
can minister. Accordingly he must be 
visited and paid for his signature. Then 
It must be examined and stamped at 
the 'border. The first request at the 
hotel Is for the passport and it is taken 
possession of by the hotel clerk, who 
turns It over to the police. Before leav­
ing for the border I was obliged to visit 
police headquarters and signify my in­
tention, receiving stamped permission 
on the back of the passport. From the 
hotel it must go to another official and 
then before the border Is crossed a final 
examination is made and the departure 
from the country noted. Two Germans 
on the train had evidently missed some 
step of the process, for the guard came 
to them and said: "You can go no far­
ther." There was no explanation. That 
was the decision and it was authorita­
tive. The Germans return the compli­
ment by requiring all Russians enter­
ing their territory to be provided with 
passports. I have had a warmer feel­
ing for Deutscheland since the day I 
came in from Russia. The crowd was 
in great confusion, searching for pa­
pers, looking after baggage, pushing 
every way at once, and passing through 
the gate but slowly. Coming to the 
guard I said "I am an American." He 
passed the word on, the gate was 
opened and I went through with no 
questions concerning passport or bag­
gage. I saw a carload o'f Russian 
emigrants bound for the United States. 
They herded on the stone floor of the 
depot like sheep; baggage in bags, 
boxes and tied in ehawls and handker­
chiefs. They were started through 
Germany in a box car, the side of 
which bore a placard, "Russich Ans-
wanders," a warning to passengers to 
leave that car to itself. How many 
thousands of such herds can America 
in safety and justice receive?

passed through has been low, with 
much swamp land. Is partly cultivated, 
In part overgrown with dwarfed pine 
and white birch. The houses of the 
peasants are grouped together in small 
villages, the one-roomed houses are of 
rough, uppainted lumber or logs turf 
roof, many of them miserable huts af­
fording nut fit shelter for a horse or 
cow. 

The boxes, wicker trunks, sacks ami 
hags, carried by the Russian traveller, 
are a great number. The length of the 
journey bears no relation to number. 
The wonder is, the poorer the traveller, 
the more the luggage. The first class 
traveller knows how to go unburdened 
but th- fourth class traveller is loaded 
and tied down with a wonderful array 
of baggage. My private opinion is that 
he takes his little world of possessions 
with him on the shortest journey with 
the certain knowledge that if he does 
not do so he will be without property 
on his return. This is not without a 
basis. A new copy of Murray fof 
which I had paid ten rubles three days 
before and a package of writing ma­
terials, valueless except to myself, were 
missing on the return from a moment 
on the platform at a way station. 
These and my neighbor of the adjoin­
ing seat I never expectj to see more. 
During the same night I saw a man 
pass rapidly along the aisle of the 
candle-lighted coach, on the way taking 
a ladles' watch. Her attendant who 
had been very demonstrative in his 
show of devotion now became service­
able in a practical sort of way, re­
gained possession of the watch and sent 
the thief off with an aching jaw. A 
customary sentence should have been 
added, the police arrived on the scene 
too late to be of any service. The In­
cident was not enough out of the ordin­
ary to create any stir of Interest among 
the passengers.
