The Sioux City Tribune of Wednes­
day evening, in giving the news of the 
death of the once prominent Iowan.says: 
"Maj. Henry O'Connor was for many 
years a conspicuous figure in Iowa Poli­
tics. He was for eight or ten years 
previous to his going to the Iowa Sol­
diers' Home, two years ago, a resident 
of Sioux-€ity. Altho not as well known 
here as elsewhere in the state he had 
many friends in -the city. 

"Maj. O'Connor was originally from 
Muscatine county. After the war, in 
which he served as a major In an Iowa 
regiment, he took up the practice of 
law and soon became conspicuous as a 
republican orator. He was a gifted 
man, and in his day was accounted one 
of the best speakers in the state. He 
was appointed by Gov. Stone as attor­
ney general of Iowa June 20, 1867, and 
in October of that year was duly elected 
to the office. He was re-elected in 
November, 1869, and in October, 1870. 
He resigned in February, 1872. It wae 
that year that he was a. prominent can­
didate for the nomination for governor 
In the republican convention and nar­
rowly missed the prize, which went to 
C. C. Carpenter. 

"The next position held by Maj. 
O'Connor was in the legal department 
of the United States treasury. He af­
terwards returned to Iowa and lived in 
Muscatine and Des Moines before mov­
ing to Sioux City. , 
° "On the occasion of the golden anni­
versary of the wedding of Maj. O'Connor 
and his wife a purse amounting to 
nearly $1,000 was presented him by the 
bar of Iowa, the movement having been 
started by the late Judge Wright, of 
Des Moines. The purse was formally 
presented by a committee of attorneys, 
members of the G. A. R. and other citi­
zens of Sioux City. 

"Mrs. O'Connor died a few years ago 
and Maj. O'Connor went to the home 
for old soldiers at Marshalltown. He 
was much broken in health before com­
ing to Sioux City to live and his death 
is no surprise."
