After
another long period® of quiescence it
again burst forth in terrific eruption in
1888 and part of 1883. By this time its
crater had become enlarged to 250 by
{00 feet, caused by the violence of its
+Xplosions.

After a long period of inactivity it has
again demonstrated {ts power. The
mass of water thrown out when the last
eruption occurred in February swelled
the Firehole river, into which it flows,
out of its banks, and the extreme heat
of the water killed all the fish within a
distance of two miles of the geysar,

When Excelsior was at work |n 1888
its eruptions came 4t intervals averag-
ing fgrom one to two hours, and masses
of water shot upward to 200 or 250 feet.
This is not as high as the new geyser
plays, but the quantity of water is vast-
ky greater. The two geysers are appar-
ently quise unlile in charaeter, The 'in-
