A notable convention has closed; a 
grand ticket been nominate^ and & 
great political party stands ready 
to roll up an unprecedented ma­
jority. The victory, for cle'aii 
politics was made complete. When 
the gauntlet was thrown down by 
an attempt to steal two delegations It 
was accepted by the Cvimmlns jnen an(J 
then and there it was .dfctded'by them 
to name the entire ticket themselves: 
Had high handed robbery not been at­
tempted some of the minor candidates 
might have been saved. The vote on 
the seating of Jackson and Carroll coun­
ty delegations was not considered on the 
merits of the contests at all. No word 
of explanation was uttered before the 
convention, the delegates, knew what 
was coming, they knew the purpose of 
it and the moment fighting Tom Healy 
presented his minority report-they were 
ready to vote on. the proposition. It was 
a dastardly piece of politics and: It re­
mains to .the credit of Pete Hepburn 
that when he learned what was expect­
ed of him as the Eighth district of the 
committee on credentials . he- withdrew 
and positively refused to be a party to 
It. 

Never did a set of men go Into a con­
vention so absorbed with one purpose. 
The contest had been fought out in the 
precinct and township, and wherever 
there was a Cummins delegate no local 
claim, congressional pressure or com­
bination could move him. When Major 
Lacey was offered the support of all the 
antis under a promise that both Harrl-
man and Trewln would withdraw If he 
could line up the Sixth district the Cum 
mins men in line that district stood firm 
and said no. The feeler for Shaw sent 
out In the Tenth met a' quick rebuff. 
The Cummins men simply smiled and 
looked pleasant while the steering com­
mittee of the opposition labored and 
sweated In vain. The cnaracter of the 
Cummins men was well demonstrated 
by contrast in, the Marshall county del­
egation. Divided from the start, but 
offering hopes that it could get together 
since the majority and the best citizen­
ship stood for Cummins the Cummins 
men labored for hours and hours that 
Its delegation might compromise so 
as to go Into the convention with a solid 
front but to no avail. Likewise'the men 
in southern Iowa and other counties 
who were opposed to Cummins Would 
not waver. There were no deals and no 
selling out. They were opposed to 
Cummins and Judge Towner's interests, 
Judge Dewey's Interests or Col Mow­
ry's interests could not move them. The 
contest was Cummins and antl-Cum-
mlns and every man stood by his guns, 
willing, however, to accept defeat like a 
soldier and eager to put on the Cum­
mins button when It was all over. 

John Herriott was accused of having 
stooped to a deal for second place in re­
turn for getting out of Mr. Cummins' 
way, but those on the ground and ac­
quainted with the situation know, that 
he did not. To the last; he did all that 
he could In an honorable way to win the 
nomination for governor and positively 
refused all deals and all prizes for with­
drawal until fifty-six'Cummins men In 
his congressional district caucused anu 
decided that they would support .Mr. 
Cummins on the first ballot. Then there 
was nothing left for Mr. Herriott to do. 
but pull out. However, he would not en­
tertain the proposition- of being made 
lieutenant governor, simply walking 
away with the statement that "as'a can­
didate I am out." The fact that Herri­
ott and Cummins stood for the same 
principles In that contest was responsi­
ble for his being placed on the ticket. 
Cummins men all wanted to vote for 
both CummlnB and Herriott and they 
did. Mr. Herriott should not blame the 
men in his own district who Insisted 
that he withdraw from the governor­
ship because he had no chance of'suc­
cess. The bait held out by the .qpposi-
llon was bait only and^not flsh. .It Is 

'now Mr. Herriott willfpresid^ ov'er-the 
State senate, name the Important com­
mittees and direct legislation on the 
subjects in which he is interested more 
effectively than had he been named for 
governor. 

David Brant's defeat was, of course, 
due to the fact that Herriott .was pre-r 
ferred by the Cummins delegates and is 
no reflection upon Mr. Brant, but the 
Clinton county candidate, destroyed his 
chances, or his county did for him, when 
Clinton cast thirteen votes, agajnst the 
seating of the Jackson ,county> regulars. 
No delegates In the convention knew 
better than did the Clinton county men 
that the attempt to unseat tAat delega­
tion was nothing less than an outrage 
and their action received merited rebuke 
when Jackson's sixteeii,' 8co^s thirty-
three and Muscatine's twerttyi,one votes 
were cast against thel# candidate. 

Judge Weaver earned hjs.victory. His 
county was loyal to hint! an^ -;Weaver 
was loyal to his friendly jit is'itrue that 
none other than a Cunitnins man could 
have been nominated, wit under differ­
ent circumstances Judge Weaver could 
probably have won anyway.. 

The defeat of Welcoqie MQwry for re-
r.omlnation for railway* commissioner 
was the direct result ot- £he Cummins 
and anti-Cummins ' alignment. Mr.

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Assistant Dairy Commissioner 
Makes Report of Investiga* 

tion in Tama County. 

Samples of Nilk Examined Are 
Found Under Legal, 

Per Cent. 

Arrest of a Number of the Offend' 
;; ers and Heavy Fines 

•v'V.-" Imposed. 

Des Moines, Aug. 8.—The 'first report 
of Assistant Dairy Commissioner F. W. 
Bouska on the campaign which has been 
instituted against farmers who adulter­
ate their milk was received yesterday. 
It is the result of investigation and tests 
made by Mr. Bouska in Tama county 
and, it is given out, as simply a sample 
of what is to follow unless the farmers 
reform. Mr. Bouska went into Tama 
county several weeks ago and secured 
samples of milk being furnished to sev­
eral creameries there. He taok two sam­
ples — one from the patrons of the 
creameries themselves, and one from 
the samples taken by the buttermakers 
of the creameries. It has been alleged 
by the farmers that the tests made by 
the creameries have been unfair. The 
custom has been to pay for what the 
creameries' analysis showed, the mini­
mum amount of butter fat allowed be­
ing 3 per cent. 

The creamery managers have con­
tended they gave the patrons 1 fair test, 
but there has been much grumbling, and 
finally the state commissioner was ap­
pealed to. The investigation and tests 
in Tama county resulted In the arrests 
of a number of farmers on the charge of 
milk adulteration. The report of Mr. 
Bouska shows who was arrested, the 
percentage of butter fat found and th« 
amount of the fines and costs charged 
against and paid by each person found 
guilty. The cases were pushed by Rich­
ard Kapler, the county attorney ot 
Tama county. They were tried before 
Justice W. C. Gotthold, of Elberon.
