BOGUS BUTTER BILL.
[Montzeuma Republican.]

When we spoke of the probable pas-
sage of the oleomargarine bill last
week because of the sentiment back of
it the Register thinks that we are in-
consistent in our discussion of the mat-
ter. The point we attemtped to make
was that the Butter Makers' Union was
using the farmer in an effort to work
up a sentiment that would lead to the
passage of the bill and at the same
time this combination has no more use
for the butter made on the farm than it
has for oleomargarine. We already
have a law compelling the proper la-
beling of imitations of butter. Why
tax these products out of existence
by making them pay a tax of ten cents
a pound? That Is what the Grout bill
now before congress proposes to do.
We Insist that the whole echeme Is in
the interest of the Butter Makers' Un-
jon and takes no cognizance whatever
of the interests of the farmer or any
other interest except that which bene-
fits the trust. How much importaunce is
given the pure, wholesome butter made
by the wives of farmers of Iowa in
market quotations? None whatever. In
the Register's market report of Satur-
day butter made by the ‘‘Union" Is
quoted at tep cents a pound higher in
Des Molnes than choice country rolis!
The trust has already placed the butter
of the housewife on a level with but-
terine and other substances of that
character and now the combination is
trylng to use the farmer to help kill off
the manufacturers of the imitation in
order that the product of the farm
may be still more at the mercy of the
Unlon,

NO NEED OF REDISTRICTING.
[Council Bluffs Nonpareil.]

Most of the talk about redistricting
the state appears to emanate from
those who have some personal or politi-|
cal motives rather than from any de-
mand of the people at large. There are|
some inequalities in the congressional|
districts as now organized, eome having|
a larger population than others, but it/

Injustices existing as bring hardship on|
the masses, and the masees are not de-|
manding any change. Such differ-
ences in the populations of the various
dgistricts will always exist. There can,
be no exact division so as to have in|
cach district just as many, no more and
10 less, as in every other district. The
mathematical plea based on the census
is largely put forth to arouse a senti-
ment among the people in support of the|
purpose of those who desire to have the|
boundaries of the districts changed so!
as to better thelr personal or political;
purposes.

To redistrict the state {s a perplexing|
and at the best an unsatisfactory task.
Several plans have already been out-|
lined and no two agree. There will be
still more plans and still wider variance
iZ the legislature decides to undertake
the work of changing the
lines. There will be much contention
and confusion and nothing really to be;
gained of practical benefit to the public|
Buch a redistricting should
only be undertaken when it becomes a|
recessity. The last census showed that|
Jowa came vary near being entitled to
another congressman. Probably the next
census will show it clearly entitled to
one and perhaps to two more. In that
case there will be but four more con-|
gressional elections before the state
would be compelled to redistrict. It|
might as well wait until necessity re-!
quires this arduous undertaking, so long
as no rank injustice is being done to the
people of any district, There is no use
of throwing the state into a commotion
without cause,
