The Herald has been greatly aston 
Ished at learning th&t the practice of 
carrying revolvers is quite common 
among boys and young men in Clarln­
da and that, too, in a class who should 
know better and from whom better 
is expected. There is no reason or ex­
cuse for such action*. There are no dan-
serous animals or dangerous people 
running at large here (the gun carriers 
excepted), and no peaceful citizen go­
ing about on a legitimate errand, either 
night or day, has any occasion to "pack 
a guru" To do so is an evidence of a 
disordered mind. The man or boy who 
habitually carries a revolver in a com­
munity like this is a coward who only 
by a miracle will escape becoming a 
criminal. For instance, only a few 
nights ago a couple of young men— 
quite young—were taking their girls 
home from a party. They saw pome one 
whom they thought was following them 
and imagining all sorts of things about 
to happen jerked out their guns and be­
gan shooting at him. Luckily, they 
were so frightened that their aim was 
poor and their shota went wild, other­
wise it Is quite possible that another 
murder case would be docketed for the 
next term of court. Next time, how­
ever, they may not be so scared^ or the 
goddess who looks after fools and mer­
cifully protects them from the conse­
quence of their folly may be attending 
to some other of her numerous tribe, 
and the results will be serious. The 
boys owe it to their good name to stop a 
practice, that is a distinguishing trait 
of the criminal classes, and Is In direct 
violation of law. The Herald will say 
no more at present and hopes it may 
not have no occasion to refer to it ,n 
the future. «

A DBS MOINES SCHEME. 
[Keokuk Gate City.] 

Mention has been made in these col­
umns at different times of late of a pro­
position brought forward andi urged by 
the Commercial Exchange of Des 
Moines that there be created "a depart­
ment of commerce of Iowa," intended 
especially to foster and'encourage man­
ufacturing ini the state. Within the 
past day or two a committee of the ex­
change waited upon Governor-elect 
Cummins and urged him to embody in 
his Inaugural address a recommenda­
tion to the general assembly looking to 
the immediate establishment of such 
a department. 

If the Dubuque Globe-Journal is 
properly Informed as to Its data and 
correct in its conclusons the whole 
thing is simply a scheme to "develop 
the manufacturing interests of Iowa." 
by making Des Moines a basing point. 
The Dubuque paper claimB that "the 
Commercial Exchange exists principal­
ly for the purpose of procuring this 
concession and speakers aj. its meeting 
declared this should be the-objectlve of 
the proposed department of commerce." 
It says further that no loyal citizen 
of Des Moines can see the slightest im­
propriety in asking the legislature to 
tax the jobbers and manufacturers of 
Dubuque, Clinton, Davenport, Burling­
ton, Sioux City and Council Blurts to 
maintain a department having for Its 
aim advantage for Des Moines at the 
expense of the river towns. 

The Globe-Journal tells the Commer­
cial Excange that is In1 error as to the 
whole matter; that If Des Moines were 
made a basing point industrial devel­
opment would not be guaranteed1 that 
town. The gist of Its argument Is con­
tained In the following paragraph: 

"It is not the lack of equitable freight 
rates that has prevented industrial de­
velopment in the interior of an agricul­
tural state. The policy of railway com­
panies is to encourage industrial devel­
opment along their lines and from mo­
tives of self-Interest tney are common­
ly prepared to make fair rates on any 
commodity produced in large quan­
tities at any points along their lines. 
Cedar Rapids. Fort Dodge, Ottumwa 
and other Interior toAvns have satisfac­
tory rates on their Important products. 
If these towns were made basing points 
the effect would be merely to improve 
their position in competition for the 
jobbing trade of the state, rsot one of 
them could be made a basing point 
without disturbing the rate situation 
from St. Louis to St. Paul and from 
Chicago to the Missouri river. A de­
partment of commerce could do nothing 
for them nor for Des Moines." 

Jt strikes us that the Dubuque paper 
is wholly correct in its statements as to 
the Impracticability of making basing 
points of interior towns. Such a change 
would disturb existing conditions and 
work inconvenience and hardship with­
out benefitting in any way the indus­
trial interests of the state.

EVANGELIST GOES CRAZY. 

Held Successful Meeting in Malcom in 
December. 

Burlington, Jan. 14.—The strange 
case of Rev. W. H. Iliff, of Hamilton, 
111., reported to be In a hospital at 
Washington, suffering from nervous 
prostration, has an lmoprtant connect­
ing link In Burlington. Dr. Iliff is one 
of the best known Methodist evangel­
ists in the Mississippi valley. He has 
preached and exhorted in hundreds of 
towns and cities in Iowa, Illinois and 
Missouri, and always sustained a 
character above reproach. Late in 
December he concluded a series of 
meeting in Malcom. Iowa, with great 
success. His departure from this 
place marked the beginning of a men­
tal blank, which only partially passed 
away upon his coming to conscious­
ness in the hospital at Washington, 
as related In the dispatches of Sunday. 
But Burlington people and many of 
the evangelist's friends In this vi­
cinity have reason to vividly know of 
his doings between the time of his last 
sermon and his discovery In Wash­
ington. On Dec. 23 Mr. Iliff was ar­
rested in Burlington for defacing Bur­
lington railway coaches by cutting and 
scratching their varnished sides with 
4i pocketknlfe. His guilt was proven 
by the fact that he had cut his name 
in large letters along the side of one 
of the coaches. He was held in jail 
here for several days, until the mat 
ter was satisfactorily settled with the 
railroad company. A half empty flask 
of whiskey was found in his valise# 
but he denied any knowledge of it or 
of the deed with which ho was charg­
ed. He was released and went to his 
home in Hamilton, and then suddenly 
disappeared, since when he has been 
traced to Keokuk, Quincy and other 
nedr-by cities. All track of him was 
then lost until Monday, when news 
from Washington located him. His 
wife Is wealthy, and Mr. Iliff himself 
has accumulated a good Income by his 
coxeful methods. The only explana 
tlon of Mr. Illff's strange actions 
which have so amazed his friends Is 
that he has been mentally wrecked by 
his excessive religious work.

Fourth Annual Meeting at Des Moines 
February 18-20. 

Ottumwa, Jan. 14.—The program for 
the fourth annual meeting of the Iowa 
Retail Hardware Dealers' Associa­
tion has been completed by President 
W. A. Mclntire and Secretary W. H. 
Keating, both of this city. The meet­
ing will be held In Des Moines, the 
dates being announced as February 18, 
19 and 20. The program contains the 
names of mnny prominent retail hard­
ware dealers of the state, and Presi­
dent Mclntire has the assurance that 
there will be one of the largest gath­
erings ever recorded in the history of 
the state. He expects to go to Des 
Moines several days In advance of the 
opening of the convention in order to 
prepare the preliminary work and 
have all the details ready for the open­
ing of the convention.

RECRUITING FOR THE ARMY. 
[By Telegraph to the Tribune.! 

Washington, Jan. 8.—Some figures on 
jutant General Corbln's desk, giving the 
results of recruiting for the army In 
November last, effectually dispose of 
the oft-repeated fiction, ever recurring 
In appeals for discharges that men get 
drunk and enlist, and inferentially re­
gret their action when they become so­
ber. In November the seventy recriut-
ing officers of the adjutant goneral 
office, distributed among fifty-five sta­
tions in various sections of the United 
States ajn) the island possessions, ex-, 
amlned 8,730 applicants for enlistment, 
rejecting 6,073 and admitting 2,657. 

This passing of barely one-fourth at 
those presenting themselves for en­
trance Into the service Is about the av­
erage for the last three years, the rejec­
tions for the year 1901 aggregating 93,000 
men. The enlistments for December are 
expected to number 2,900 when? the re­
turns are all in from distant stations, 
and in 1902 the recruiting service must 
secure about 3,000 men a month to main­
tain am army of about 100,000 men, as 
enlistments are for a term of three 
years only. Ini the November recruitr 
Ing 2,252 men were taken from the cities 
and towns andi 405 from the garrison 
post9. Of the cities, New York supplied 
800; Boston, 240; Minneapolis, 221; Chi­
cago, 175, and Philadelphia, 125, no Qther 
locality reaching 100. AJI were white, 
except seventeen? colored, three In­
dians, six Porto Ricans and five Fili­
pinos. 

The large proportion of rejections was 
due to the rigid investigation of the 
moral and physical characteristics of 
the applicants, it being asserted that 
the standard of recruiting in the Unit­
ed States is much higher then in any 
other army in the world. This asser­
tion was pretty well established In, the 
campaign; of the international forces 
in China. !

Roosevelt and Kaiser. 
[Minneapolis Journal.] 

"Place a crown upon the head of 
Theodore Roosevelt and you have Billy 
Hohenzollern. Points of contact be­
tween the two men are wonderful." 

That statement was ma<De this morn­
ing by Poultney Bigelo-w, war corres­
pondent, historian and student, Mr. 
Blgelow arrived Jn Minneapolis this 
morning, and will lecture tonight 
at the university. He is a close per­
sonal friend both of the president and 
Emperor Wilhelm, and he has a strong 
admiration for both men> Of much the 
same temperament and disposition^ Mr. 
Blgelow roys that even tfre personal 
characteristics of the two men are very 
similar. Moreover, In commenting upon 
the similarity, he added that he knew 
of no government in Europe todlay 
marked by such strong centralization 
as now exists at Washington. In other 
words, Mr. Blgelow believes that Presi­
dent Roosevelt has more real power, 
that he is more of the government, than 
even the emperor of Germany himself, 
who has come to be known as one of 
the most autocratic rulers of civilisa­
tion. 

Speaking of the Sampson-Schley con-
t^versy, Mr. Blgelow said that it was 
t7 result of back-stairs intrigue; and 
that the women of official Washington 
had been responsible for It. Said he: 

"I have no opinion regarding the mer­
its of the case. That Is not my busi­
ness. My business Is to write history; 
and looking at the matter from the his­
torian's standpoint of a hundred years 
hence. I cannot but regret the fact that 
the two heroes of the Spanish-American 
war are in disgrace. Schley and Dewey; 
both are in disgrace, while the men who 
were responsible for the blunders and 
the mistakes of that war are still in po­
sitions of importance. 

"Whatever may be said of Sampson's 
cot./age and Sampson's bravery, they 
cannot tell me that Schley was a cow­
ard. His record at Annapolis, during 
the civil war, speaks for Itself. In com­
mon parlance, he 'delivered/ the goods'; 
and what happened to him? Every one 
knows the answer to that. 

"Dewey came home from the Phil­
ippines and an ovation was given to 
him by his countrymen. Then he was 
ordered to Washington and has been 
kept there ever since as a figurehead'. 
He should have been in command of 
China, but the place was not given to 
him. His position must be very dis­
tasteful to a,.man of his spirit And 
what become of Coghlan and Hobson? 
Both have been sent to the out-of-way 
parts of the world and you never hear 
anything about them. I cannot con­
ceive of a more courageous deed, than 
Hobson's; and yet look at his reward. 

"Politics have no choice either in the 
army or the navy, but tney are there 
and their influence is felt every day." 

Strange Run on Bank. 
Sympathy for three girl strikers at 

the Reynoldsvllle, Pa., silk mills caused 
run on the First National Bank of 

that town. The bank was compelled to 
borrow $30,000 from a Brookvlile bank 
to meet the emergency. 

President Mitchell, of the bank, is also 
Justice of the peace. Three of the girl 
strikers—Jennie Smith, Myrtle Jon^s 
and Edith Williams—were brought be­
fore him, charged with interfering with 
girls engaged to take their places. 
Justice Mitchell sentenced the girht to 
six days In Jail. * 
The people of Reynoldsvllle resented 

the sentence and began to draw their 
money from Mitchell's bank. The girls' 
sentence expired recently, and the event 
was celebrated by a run on the bank.
