He pointed out, that as
labor had been ground down by op-
pression then, so it had continued thru
centuries untll the French peasunts,
no longer willing to withstand the tyr-
anny of the noblemen and the church,
had risea up with the result that the
French revolution followed, when they
beheaded their King and slaughtered
their noplemen. Thru ignorance and
intemperance, after these same people
had galned control, affairs were even
worse than before. He thought there
were two tnings of essential impor-
tance to labor. The first was, “What
ought labor to do?” and the second,
“What ought labor not to do?" He
believed labor ought to organize, but
the organization should be on a fair,
equal and Intelligent basis. He pointed
cut the trouble by saying, that while
they organized with the best Interests
in mind, they failed to be loyal to
themselves or their cause, when cast-
ing their ballot. ¥or this reason, he
thought, capital was able many times
to control the elections. In reference
to the public school system of the city
he poinied out that the actual cost
per year for each student in the schools
was $31. Taxes, he said, might seem
high, but in reality they were not so
high as they appeared when there were
taken Into consideration the free text
books and supplies furnished the pu-

pils, which, if the system was done
away with, would come out of the

pocket of the laboring man. He plead
for the laboring man to be true to his
best interests and those of his children
and to vote loyally. He asked the aid
of the laboring classes in maintaining
the present high standard of the city's
schools, that their children might re-
ceive the benefits, During his address
he was frequently interrupted by ap-
plause.

Mr. C. H. E. Boardman spoke for a
few minutes along general lines of in-
terest to the laboring classes.

CRANE TALKED OF

Name of Superintendent W. I. Crane
Among Those Mentioned As a Pos-
sible Successor to President Beard-
shear, of lowa State College.

At a meeting of the trustees of the
lowa State College, of Ames, held in
that city Thursday, among the names
brought up by the special committee
which had been appointed to canvass
the field for a successor to the late
President Beardshear that Superin-
tendent W. L. Crane was mentioned. Na
action was taken at that meeting as the
committee was given more time to in-
vestigate the matter. This morning
(. L. Gabrielson, trustee from the
Fourth district, and W. R, Moninger,
from the Fifth district, were In confer-
ence with Superintendent Crane re-
garding the matter. Whether or not
the offer will be extended to Mr. Crane
will not be known until some later
date.

When seen Mr. Crane said that he
was in no wise a candidate for the
position, and was not aware that his
name had been mentioned. He said
he wanted to remain in Marshalltown,
at the head of the schools here, even
tho It might be at a sacrifice to him,
in order that he might carry out the
objects he had in view when he chose
this city, above a number of others, in
which to build up the school sys-
tem. s .

The fact that Mr. Crane’'s name Was
mentioned as a possible candidate for
the presidency of the state institution
is indeed complimentary to him and to
Marshalltown, and shows that his abll-
ity as an educator is recognized by the
trustees of the college.

He was conscious almost to the
last, and his death occurred at 6:20.

Benjamin Franklin Warfel was born
in Wayne county, Ohio, Aug. 31, 1837.
He came to lowa in 1855, and located
on a farm in Washington county, near
the town of Washington, where he lived
until 1877, when he was elected re-
corder of the county, serving two terms,
or four years. He later engaged I
business in Washington and for two
yvears served as deputy county treas-
urer. A vacancy occurring in the coun-
ty auditorship he was appointed by the
board of supervisors, and for two years
acted as auditor of Washington coun-
Ly,

Mr. Warfel had a very excellent re-
cord as a soldier, having served thru-
out the war in the Twenty-fifth Iowa.
He enlisted in 1861 in Company A, of
the Twenty-fifth, when the company
was organized, €< a private, and when
discharged, in 1865, was sergeant major
of the regiment, then under command
of Col. D. J. Palmer, of Washington,
at present a member of the board of
railway commissioners of Iowa.

Eight years ago Mr. Warfel was ap-
pointed adjutant of the Home by Com-
mandant J. R. Ratekin, the appoint-
ment being made largely thru the in-

fluence of the late C. L. Davidson, of!
member |

Sioux City, who was then a
of the board of trustees of the Soldiers’
Home. Mr. Davidson and Mr. Warfel
had been very close friends. Mr. War-
fel has served continuously as adju-
tant and his competency for the posi-
tion may best be judged from the fact
that he was the only one of the under
officials to remain during the succeed-
ing administration.

Mr. Warfel was married soon after
the war to Miss Eliza Vincent, of
Washington county. She died in 1878,
and three years later he was married
to Mrs. Susannah Stewart, who sur-
vives him. Two sons, the result of the
first union, survive their father—G. W.
Warfel, of Oakland, Cal, and R. S.
Warfel, of Washington. The latter was
here at the time of his father's death,
as was also Ell Warfel, of Washington,
the only surviving brother of the de-
ceased. Two sisters, Mrs, Mary Nels-
wanger and Mrs. Nancy Stahl, reside
at Washington.

The remains left at 2:04 this after-
noon, via Cedar Rapids and Columbus
Junction, for Washington, where the
funeral will be held Sunday.
