Webster City, Nov. 20.—The board of 

supervisors of Hamilton county spent 
two days this week in hearing both 
sides of the proposed drainage of the 
old Mud lake bed. The drain as es­
timated by the county surveyor will 
cost about $60,000. In the remonstrance 
filed against the proceeding, however, 
it is stated that the work would cost 
fully $300,000. The hearing has been 
concluded and the board will announce 
their decision within a few days.' 

There are about 3,400 acres In this 
lake bed. In the drainage district, which 
It is propose.1 to create for the purpose 
of draining it, there are 43.000 acres. 
Professor D. A. Kenr, formerly of the 
Ames, college faculty, and the other 
owners of the lake are asking that the 
drainage district be created, while the 
other farm residents of the proposed 
district are bitterly opposed to it. In 
the hearing before the board thf own 
ers of the lake bed were represented by 
two attorneys, while the remonstrants 
has three. The feeling between the 
two parties is so intense that the farm 
owners in the proposed district deem 
as inequitous the proceedings of the 
lake owners to extort money from them 
to aid In the drainage of this big lake 
bed. At a mass meeting of farmers 
held a short tim^ ago in Kamrar to de­
cide on a line of action, In remonstrat­
ing with the board : of supervisors, 
against the creation of a drainage dis­
trict of Mud lake, feeling ran so high 
that Professor Kent, and several other 
speakers who are desiroiis of: getting 
the lake drained, were hissed from the 
floor and not allowed to speak. The 
farmers fear that a creation of a drain­
age district of the lake and the sur-
routyling watershed will be of such an 
enormous cost to them that they will 
have to mortgage their farms in ord­
er to pay for the big drain which it is 
proposed to build. The owners of the 
lake bed on the other hand assert that 
they cannot drain the lake bed other­
wise as they cannot purchase an out­
let for a ditch should they attempt to 
make a private drain. 

When Hamilton county was surveyed 
Home fifty years ago, Mud lake was 
meandered "as a lake, and generally 
covered with water, until, the advent of 
Mr. Kent In 1834. The lake was the 
receptacle for the surface water of the 
M£u lajce-baslp as Boone river Is the 
outlet for the. surface water of the 
Boone river valley. In September, 1894, 
Mr. Kent appeared before the board of 
supervisors and proposed to give the 
county $4,000 for a* quit claim deed to 
tbe lake bed, and as a further consid­
eration agreed to properly drain the 
lake, dedicate and grade for travel, 
highways ac^>ss the lake bed and erect 
bridges where necessary, all to be com­
pleted within two years, falling to 
do this he was to forfeit all his rights 
under his deed. This proposition was 
accepted and a deed executed In Octo­
ber, 1894, for the bed of the lake em­
bracing about 1,400 acres. Mr. Kent 
soon ascertained that his deed from the 
county conveyed no title, as no sur­
vey of the lake bed had ever been 
made. He thereupon proceeded to 
secure a survey, and the necessary 
documents *to vest the title in Hamil­
ton county. In January, 1896, be again 
appeared before the board of super­
visors, asking for anotner deed in lieu 
of the former one and alBo asking that 
the forfeiture clause be left out of the 
deed and that in place thereof a bond 
be accepted conditioned to secure the 
performance of the agreements to 
properly drain the lake. Some time 
the board, upon representation that the 
lake had been properly, released the 
bond. Last aumtner In tlife In­
terest of the present claimants of the 
bed of the Ibke, Mr. Kent circulated a 
petition asking the board of supervis­
ors to take action to secure the drain­
age of Mud lake, under the law to re­
claim land by ditching. Mr. Fox was 
appointed as engineer to report upon 
the matter and has reported in favor 
of the' proposed drainage of the lake 
at an estimated cost of $56,700, and has 
reported a drainage to be assessed for 
the drainage proposed, extending a dis­
tance of more than ten miles north of 
the lake. It is this latter that has 
aroused the farmers all over the pro­
posed drainage district. They feel that 
they will be made to pay for a drain 
which Mr. Kent was obligated to pay 
for when he secured the lake bed from 
the county. They look with indignation 
upon what stems to them to be a most 
inequitous scheme to extort from them 
money for the benefit of the lake bed 
owners, who desire to change It from 
a lake to fertile fields, largely at the 
expense of the people. The owners, on 
the other hand claim that no one will 
be charged for more than the benefit 
he himself derives from the proposed 
Improvement. 

In company with Dr. Chappel he vis­
ited the sections of the Des Moines 
which were affected by the flood of 
last sprlig yc-sterdny, anrl the situ­
ation was explained to hlin. "All that 
the bureau has to do with floods, ha 
said, "is to warn the people of their 
coming. This we can do If we are 
given thj equipment. In the case of 
the rivers which meet in Des Moines, 
the thin? that is seeded is a method 
of conveying warnings to the city or 
cities along these water courses or be­
low Des llolnes which are affected by 
floods. 

"An effort will be made to induce 
the congress this winter to appropri­
ate the funds for the proper adminis­
tration af this seivice. The required 
stations up the 'Coon and Des Moines 
will be Included in the list recommend­
ed. I  have little loubt of our ability 
to secure the neeied funds." 

NORTHWESTERN IS SAVING. 

Worn Out Article;! Will Be Worked 
Over in Shops.

economy spirit norhlng is too small for 
the Chicago & Northwestern Railway 
company to save. It is picking up 
every possible odd and end for the sake 
of utilizing it for some purpose or other 
orelse getting something for it  In the 
scrap pile. 

Recently the Northwestern sent In­
spectors out to all stations to gather 
In all the disabled articles and tools 
thnt were scattered around. There were 
lantehns, switch lights, wheelbarrows, 
shovels of various kinds, trucks and 
tools a:id appliances of nil sorts which 
men used around stations and working 
on the tracks. It was surprising to see 
what a. lot of such articles had ac­
cumulated in a series of years. These 
could be made as good as new, most of 
them, ,»nd they were loaded up an.l 
sent to the company's shops for repair 
and overhauling.

Plans By Whioh People Along Rivers 
May Be Warned of Floods,

The 
coming legislature will be remarkable 
for the fact that a great majority of 
members of both houses have lived in 
Iowa a good many yeara. With the list 
not quite complete it is found that six 
members of the senate litive lived in 
Iowa more than fifty yeais. These are

Sixteen of the senate members have 
lived in Iowa over forty years, fifteen 
over thirty years and not forty, six be­
tween twenty and thirty, and one only 
nineteen years in Iowa. In the house 
the great majority have lived In Iowa 
between thirty and fifty years. Forty 
have lived In Iowa over forty years and 
less than fifty, thirty-five have lived 
over thirty and under forty, seven have 
lived in Iowa between twenty and thir­
ty years and three have lived between 
ten and twenty. No member of the 
house has lived in Iowa less than ten 
years. Nina members have lived in 
Iowa over fifty years, as follows; J. T. 
Prevo sixty-five, William Cobb flfty-
elght, E. J. Sankey fifty-four, George 
W. Hanna fifty-three. Abraham Jacob-
son fifty-three, Henry Ritter fifty-one, 
Scott Skinner fifty-one. M. A. Dashlell 
fifty and A. E. MeDole fifty. There are 
eighteen native Iowans in tbe senate 
and thirty-one In the house. The for­
eign-born persons In the legislature are 
scarce. There are two natives of 
Sweden In the senate, one native of 
Scotland and one born In Canada. In 
the house there are four born In Ger­
many, three in Ireland, three In Can­
ada, two in England, two In Norway, 
one in Switzerland and one In Den­
mark. In the senate there are four who 
report themselves Single and two wid­
owers. The single men are Dowell, 
Jackson, Newberry and Winne. In the 
house there are six single and three 
widowers. The single men are Chassetl, 
Chrlstlanson. Kennedy,Langan, Spring­
er and Teter.

Board of Supervisors Refused to Allow 
Claims of Smallpox Physician.

Allison, Nov. 20.—Probably greater 

Interests centers around the case 
of M. St. Peter vs. Butler county, 
more than any other case which will 
be taken up at the next term of dis­
trict court here. Dr. M. St. Peter Is a 
respectable physician, w^o for a num­
ber of years has practiced his profes­
sion at Dumont, a small town In this 
county.

He calms in his pe­
tition that It was agreed at the time 
that he should receive $6 per visit, and 
attached to his petition is an Itemized 
account In which twenty-one visits are 
listed, for which he claims $126. It 
appears that a bill for Dr. St. Peter's 
services were made out and together 
with a certificate from the trustees of 
Madison township, was presented to the 
board of supervisors. This body, how­
ever, refused to allow but $50 of the 
claim, which amount was refused by 
Dr. St. Peter, and the plaintiff now de­
mands a judgment against Butler coun­
ty for the full amount of his claim 
and costs.
