, FARM LABOR* STATISTICS. 7 
/' The scarcity of farm labor which 

kas for the past three or four seasons 
seriously embarrassed farming oper­
ations especially in the middle west 
gives additional Interest to a study of 
wages paid to farm labor in the Uni­
ted States which has been prepared 
by the department of agriculture. The 

.comlo cartoonists have found a fer­
tile field in the eagerness of farmers to 
secure help, the paragraphers had 
their fun with the situation and press 
dispatches have told of extraordinary 
wages paid by the western wheal 
growers to harvesters. The official re­
port referred to is an epitome of're­
turns from more than 28,000 corre­
spondents and deals only with definite 
facts and in comparisons made of per­
manent employment in the farming 
districts. 

The total "number of farm laborers 
Is placed at 4,410,910, of whom more 
than half are actual farmers and mem­
bers of their faqailies. The remain­

ing  2,044,761 come proper ly  under  th?  

head of  fa rm laborers ,  and  the  s ta ­

t i s t ics  of  wages  ( lea l  wi th  t l ie ln  a lone .  

Of  t i l l s  number  there  a re  inc luded

'Much that Is of Interest Is brougnt 
out in some of the tables Incidental 
to this subject. The percentage of 
farms deriving their principal Income 
from hay and grain are shown in com­
parison with those depending on live­
stock, cotton or dairy products. Thus, 
while North Dakota derives SS.4 per 
cent of its Income from hay and grain 
and only 2.7 from dairy products, Ver­
mont claims 60.5 per cent from Its 
dairies and only 7.6 per cent from hay 
and grain. Mississippi is most depen­
dent upon cotton, with 73.9 per cent, 
and Wyoming shows the highest per­
centage of livestock at 62.2 per cent 
Nationality of farm laborers is alas 
discussed in some detail, the Germans-
and Scandinavians showing up strong­
ly us foreign home makers on th.-
farms, while to some extent Italians 
and French Canadians are farming 
accessions, the latter coming over th 
border into New England. The ratio 
of negro to white labor is shown in 
detail for the southern states, and the 
high altitudes are not occupied by ne 
groes, even in that section. Thus, in 
Texas as a whole the proportion is one-
negro to 3.9 white, but in Comanche 
county there are 23,009 whites and no 
negroes. In many northern states the 
ratio is 1 to 1,000. . , *

BUSINESS AT LEADING POINTS. 
At Chicago trade has run somewhat 

unevenly. There is improvement in 
manufacturing, but returns indicate 
some failing off in railroad traffic and 
retail distribution has been affected 
by unfavorable weather. Eastbound 
shipments of food stuffs ^isclose a 
sharp falling off. Wholesale business, 
however, is steadily advancing, house 
dealings being good, and orders come in 
freely from road salesmen. Buying Is 
better in most branches of seasonable 
dry goods and footwear, and the de­
mand for clothing, cloaks and suits has 
strengthened. Country merchants show 
a readier disposition to take hold of 
most lines of spring goods. Other lines, 
such as groceries, canned goods, drugs 
and paints are In fair request. Mer­
cantile collections are fairly good local­
ly and satisfactory'In the interloi 

Minneapolis grocery jobbers report a 
satisfactory volume of orders at fair 
prices, but collections are still slow. 
Iron and hardware sales about equal a 
year ago. Dry goods and woolens are 
slow. Lumber in all lines is seasonably 
quiet. Receipts for the week have been 
2,640,000 feet; shipments 3,936,000 feet. 

Atlanta reports good trade In dry 
goods, shoes, hats, notions and grocer­
ies. Lumber Is active, with good de­
mand, except In hard wood, which has 
been quiet for thirty days. Manufac­
turers of furniture report good trade 
and factories are running on full time. 
Considerable building Is in progress and 
material men report a satisfactory 
trade. Collections generally are only 
fair. 

At Louisville business Is very active 
with manufacturers of plows, spring 
ti-ade being unusually good. Spring or­
ders with manufacturers of clothing 
show an Improvement of about 15 per 
cent in volume over the same period 
last year. The demand Is stronger for 
this season than before for the better 
grades of clothing, with little or no de­
mand for the cheaper grades, except 
In outlying districts. Payments are 
satisfactory. 

Cleveland reports of retail business 
^ire good, and up to that of the corre­
sponding period of last year. Building 
material ,is in good demand, manu­
facturers are busy and prospects {op 
spring trade are favorable. Collections 
are satisfactory. 

Philadelphia manufacturers of in­
grain carpets are well employed and re­
port orders as very satisfactory and 
are receiving many duplicates. Manu­
facturers' and upholsterers' plants are 
only partially employed. Manufactur­
ers of cotton goods generally 
have restricted their output in 
consequence of the sharp advance 
In cotton. The dry goods market is 
quiet and wholesale and commission 
houses report buyers very conservative, 
and purchases cover immediate needs 
only. The men's clothing trade #for 
the spring has run considerably be­
hind a year ago. Retailers are clean­
ing up heavy-.wefght stocks, and are 
buying spring goods carefully. Sales 
to date will average not more than 75 
per cent of those oI a year ago. ,

!  i l l ' s ,  i ' n i le r  a  Jus t  appl ica t ion  of th is  
pol icy  the  minimum tar i f f ,  whi le  h igh  
enough to  protec t  any domest ic  indus­
t ry  adapted  to  the  resources  of  the  
country ,  i s  low enough to  prot  '  t  the  
domest ic  consumer  f rom extor t ion ,  
whi le  the  maximum duty  serves  to  
protec t  the  American  expor ter  agains t  
d iscr iminat ion  in  fore ign  markets .  

I f  we bad th is  sys tem now the  coun­
t r ies  wi th  which  Governor  Cummins  
desh-fs  t rea t ies  of  rec iproci ty  would  
not  d iscr iminate  agains t  our  products ,  
as  most  of  them do a t  present .  Ger­
many,  Franc* and Canada ,  des i r ing  to  
preserve  and extend the i r  markets ,  
in  the  I 'n l ted  Sta tes ,  and therefore  to  
escape  our  maximum tar i f f ,  would  ad­
mit  American  products  a t  minimum 
ra tes  and Great  Br i ta in ,  having a  s im­
i lar  purpose ,  would  forbear  to  impose  
dut ies  on  breads tuf f ' s  d iscr iminat ing  
agains t  the  I ' t i i ted  S ta tes  and in  favor  
of  Canada  and the  Br i t i sh  colonies  
genera l ly .

Jan. 25.—In Minnesota a 
case will soon be tried to test the 1903 
law requiring hotels to provide safety 
appliances for their guest* In case of 
Are. The law provides that a hotel 
keeper falling to comply with the 
safety requirements shall be debarred 
from legal action to collect for either 
board or lodging. Under this provision 
any person who can find a violation of 
the Are protection law In a hotel need 
not pay his bill. Thlij Is putting a 
weapon Into the hands of unprincipled 
persons, that will not commend Itself 
to lown legislators, at least during the 
present session. But patience will 
soon cease to be a virtue, unless city 
and town governments do something to 
enforce the laws regarding Are es­
capes already on the Iowa statute 
books cnJ In many cases among our 
city c.-C.'nances, three-quarters of 
which are dead letters today, and al­
ways have been.

In this connection traveling men 
are noticing with commendation the 
action of the city o. Grinnell in the 
matter of Are escapes, on their hotels 
and theater. One hotel there now Is 
well ilxed In this respect, the other 
soon will be. and It requires no seer to 
foresee that the expense of these fire 
escapes to the hotel proprietors will 
soon come back to them a hundred 
times in increased ^patronage. 

Speaking of flres, the reports sent 
to dally papers outside of Iowa and 
published with good scare heads were 
Interesting to Iowa readers.

Paul and Minneapolis papers were 
• wav off." One announced the de­
struction of the capitol. loss *4,000,000, 
a million more than the original cost. 
\nother told Its readers that no ses­
sion of the legislature would be held. 
\nd •till another, uot to b« behind In 
enterprise, plainly told the people that 
the capital of Iowa would be changed 
to Iowa City. And this sample of Iowa 
new* was only a little more exaggerat­
ed than the general run of their lovva 
specials. ^ ^ ( ( . 

Two vears ago there was quite a 
selling out of Iowa land, by the older 
fanners who were well enough fixed to 
move to town and join the army of

They claim, 
that is some of them do, that such a 
bunching up of trade will , kill the 
town; all of which only illustrates how 
differently we all look at matters 'and 
things in general. One thing is sure, 
the Farmers' Co-operative Company of 
Rockwell, one of the most successful 
concerns of the kind. In the world, (and 
the Dougherty company Is patterned 
after it), has not "killed" Rockwell. 
On the contrary it is onei of the biggest 
little towns in Iowa, and any day after 
dinner the traveling man Is lucky If he 
can get a merchant of Rockwell to 
listen to his honeyed voice.

For some unknown reason, railroad 
travel In Iowa since the holidays, has 
been remarkably light. The oldest 
conductor never remembers it "so dull 
at this time of the year." He says: 
"The falling off is not as noticeable in 
thru passengers as the local trade, and 
he wouldn't be surprised, unless it 
picked up soon, If more passenger 
trains will be taken off."
