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Two Hundred Participate In
Seventh Annual Picnic at
Coitage Grove

SOME EARLY HISTORY TOLD

Thaddeus Binford Delivers Principal
Address, Telling of Early Life in
Native County—Benjamin F. Nichols
Re-elected President of the Associa-
tion—The Program.

The seventh annual reunion and pic-
nic of the Columbiana County Asso-
clation was held Tuesday afternoon
at Cottage Grove Park, Soldiers’ Home
and at the affernoon session 200 par-
ticipated, despite the unpleasant
weather for an out-of-door gathering.
One hundred more were at the park
during the forenoon and took dinner.
Officers were elected, Benjamin F.
Nichols being again chosen as presi-
dent; E. C. MMillan, vice president;
William Battin elected treasurer and
Miss Eva Harableton, secretary.

The program, as previously an-
nounced, was observed with but few
changes. Rev. Josiah Paxson, of Mon-
tour, delivered the invocation, followed
by ‘a piano solo, “Norwegian Pastoral,”
by Miss Majorie Nichols. Miss Edna
Kirby, of Hartland, gave a vocal num-
ber, and responded to an encore, after
which Mr. Thaddeus Binford delivered
the principal sddress of the afternoon.
Mr. Binford’s address was along the
line of facts taat dealt with the early
history of Columbiana county. He
spoke as follows:

“Friends and Neighbors: A little
more than a century 8go, so far as the
white man is concerned, the history of
the county seitled by our forefathers
was commenced. Columbiana county,
Ohlo, a century ago, was one vast wils
derness, heavily wooded, hilly, thin
soll, its surface almost covered with
gtone. I dare say that if Columbiana
county was tolay as it was one huns
dred years sgo, the children ana
grandchildren of the pioneers of that
county would go a long way and try
every other ficld before they could be
induced to go among those hills to
make farms, build railroads and make
cities.

‘“Who of us today can appreciate the
work and sacrifice that our farthers
endured to mike out of that county
profitable farms? Think for a mo-
ment, no prairies, no cleared land. A
new settler must of necessity live in
the covered ‘wagon at least long
enough to cut down the trees and clear
a place large enough to erect a log
cabin. The years it took after that to
put the land {n condition to farm, I
will not ‘undertake to tell. The kina
of people who undertook this work and
enduced its hardships we will hereaf-
ter refer to. The interest of most
counties to @ large extent center
around the county seat.

“Just when ‘he first settlement was
made In this county and who were the
persons who first dared to presume
that they could make those “hills
blossom as the rose,” we cannot prove
from history.

‘“The county seat d¢f Columbiana
county was founded by one Lewls
Kinney, February 16, 1803, who gave
it the name of New Lisbon, During
that year the owner of the county seat
bullt a court house and county jal
and sold both the bulldings, together
with the lots upon which they weTre
located, to the county, for the munifi-
cent sum of $150. One of these build-
ings was used by the county for a court
house from 1803 to 1816. A new jah

+ was bulilt in 1808, and today stands as
one of the lan¢marks of the early set-
tlement.

‘“The first battalion of Columbiana
county militia was mustered in 1806
with John Arter, a resident of New
Iisbon, as its mayor. In 1808 was
erected in this country the first iron
tprnace in that state, and during the
same year th2 figst newspaper was
pt}blbhed in that county by William
L. Leepper, known as ‘The Ohio Pa-
triot” This village grew steadily, and
in 1809 contained more than sixty
houses. The population consisted al-
most of people from states of Virginia,
Maryland and Pennsylvania. It is sald
this village continued to {Increase in
Population to sich an extent that most
oﬁ its citizens Delleved it was destined

, 80 become one¢ of Important inlana
cities of the nation, and when, in Jan-
uary, 1826. ‘Tha Sandy and Beaver
VS;?RI Company’ 1was incorporated,

ons of commercial greatness in the
near future loomed up before the peo-
ple. This cenal was commenced
but not completed until 1846, To us this
seems a long time, but if we go back
and consider the means they had to
work with, the only wonder is that it
:’z\;lg be bullt at all under such condi-

“The arrival of the first boat on this
cg.nal was celejrated with approprlat;
ceremonies at a meeting held in g
building ownedl by the father of the
late lamented Marcus A. Hanna
known as ‘Hanna’s Warehouse! The
first rallroad was built thru the coun-
ty in 1852, but New Lisbon had no
railroad connections until after the
close of the civil war.

“The old county possessed more hid-
den wealth than the most sanguine of
the earlier settlers dreamed of. The
great and almcst Inexhaustible quan-
tity of bituminous coal; with abund-
ant and valuable quantity of fire clay;
with unlimited amount of cement and
limestone easily accessible, with a
wealth of the finest building stone and
plenty of waler for manufacturing
purposes, has made of this county one
of the wealthiost In the state. Not
until 1895 did the resldents of that vil-
jage, then almost 100 years old, realize
that the county seat of old Columbiana
county was nov’ new. In that year, by
a proper proceiding, there was enter-
ed a decree in the common pleas court
by which the word ‘new’ was stricken
from its name. It is now and since
1805 has been known by the name of
Lisbon.

“Few countles in the state have fig-
ured In the history of the nation more
prominently than ‘Old Columbiana.’ In

the war of 1812, among the first volun-
teer companies to tender their services
was raised by Capt. Rowland, in this
county. The muster roll in this com-
pany is lost, so the names cannot be
given. Among the names of other vol-
unteer companies in 1812 we find many
names the same as are on the roll of
this association.

“As we follow the history of this
county we find that the Coppock boys,
who accompanied John Brown to Har-
per's Ferry, received their early educa-
tion, and with it their love of liberty
for the whites and blacks alike, in the
district schools of Columbiana county.
Those boys were schoolmates of some
of the members of this association; a
few men like John Brown and the
Coppock boys can make a great deal
of history. To men who cannot see
clearly, their actions might have been
classed as fanatical—but God's ways
are past comprehending by finite man.
The result of an act is not always cir-
cumseribed by the motlve whien in-
duced {t.

“The greatest excitement of that or
any other county, I presume, occurred
at the time of the pursuit and capture
of the famous rebel raider, Gen. John
Morgan, and his band of guerillas. In
the month »f July, 1863, Gen. Morgan
and his band, consisting of artillery
and cavalrv, crossed the Ohio river
from Kentucky into Indiana, from In-
diana he came into Ohio. On his way
north, in the southern part of this
county, he encountered Gen. Shackle-
ford’'s cavalry, but Morgan escaped,
and it was not until he was met by
Capt. John Burdeck, with a company
of volunteer citizens of Columbiana

he surrenderved.
“¥istory recites that

presented a novel sight. Here was a
short man with an old squirrel rifle
twice his length, beside him a six-
footer with an old blunderbuss that
would scarcely measure two feel in
length, bevond themm a fat one with an
old cavalry saber dragging on the
ground, next a stalwart fellow with a
double bitted axe upon his shoulder,
ad so on with increased variety, if that
be possible.

“Phe funny and ridiculous things
done on this occasion by the people of
this county, when they were looking
for Morgan, and imagined every cow,
or horse they saw coming over the
hill to be the advance guard of Mor-
gan's band, will be told the voung boys
in Ohio for generations to come. I
cannot add to your knowledge of the
history of Clement L. Vallandinzham,
except that he was born in this county
and remained a citizen until 1847. He
wns a man of great brain power and
possessed wonderful personal magne-
tism. His father was the first Pres-
byterian preacher in New Lisbon, anl
occupied the same pulpit for a quarter
of a century.

“Was it he who was banished from
the northern states by President Lin-
coln?

“Phen we can claim all the fighting
McCooks who were known during the
rabellion, not only thruout the United
States, but in all foreign countries. All
Columbiana. ecounty people are proud of
the name of this family, who did their
part to emblazon the pages of Ameri-
can history with glorious illustrations
of valor, and the true courage of Amer-
jcan manhood, and thus shed an unfad-
ing luster upon the place honored by
their birth or residence.

“We can almost claim Columbiana
county as the home of the late lament-
ed President William McKinley. His
gradparents were married in New Lis-
bon, in the old Vallandingham home-
stead. His grandfather, as early as
1816, was prominently connected in the
iron manufacturing interests. The
home of Nancy Allison, the mother of
the late presldent, is to this day one
of the historical places in Lisbon.

«phen we have to our credit at last,
but not least, the birth place of that
one, more than president, the late la-
mented Marcus A. Hanna. He was
born and spent his boyhood days in
Columbiana county. Words of eu-
logy are but empty sounds concerning
him whom we all knew so well. How
often have I wished that he had known
his worth while he was with us, so that
he could have been compensated in
part, for the work he did for this na-
tion, by knowing that what he did was
appreciated by those he benefitted. The
love and sacrifice he made for his
friend, President McKinley, was sel-
dom, if ever, equaled by man. The
friendship existing between President
McKinley and Marcus A. Hanna was
scarcely exceeded by the friendship of
Damon and Pythias.

«We should not forget that grand,
grand old man, David Anderson, who
for almost half a century served the
people of this county as a teacher of
youth. The name recalls to many of
us present that it was from him we
obtained our first certificate certifying
that we had sufficient qualifications to
teach in the district schools of Colum-
biana county. He had a reputation of
being severe, and he looked it, but I
am sure no one was ever refused a
certificate that was qualified to teach.

“Among other early eminent teachers
and superintendents of schools in that
county, we find the names of William
Travis, Reuken McMillan, I. P. Hole,
Henry McCook and R. W. Taylor.

“1f you should return to Lisbon to
visit your old friends, and should be
shown the historical places of old Col-
umblana, they will point out to you
the oldest house in the village, built in
1805, the home of Nancy Allison, moth-
er of President McKinley, the McKin-
ley home being that of President Mc-
Kinley's grandfather; the Vallanding-
ham home and the home in which Mar-
cus A. Hanna was born.

“To be born and grow to manhood in
such a county should be an inspiration
in itself sufficient to make us all en-
deavor to emulate the virtues of our
forefathers. I believe to a large extent
our llves are determined by our en-
vironments and our associations. The
influence starts with the babe by its
association with the mother. Who of
us cannot krnow and appreciate what
qualities we received from our mother
and what from our father?

“The mother's influence over the
child is, and by right should be, the
strongest and most lasting. Then fol-
lows the benefits of the family associa-
tion. That to a large extent deter-
mines for good or bad the life of ev-
ery man and woman,

“The responsibility of the mother is
appreciated by her alone; she never
stops to count the costs to her. Her
life is frequently too =oon spent in the
care and anxiety for her child. Her
work Is never dorie until she lays down
her life. Some are fully paid by the
fact that her work and sufferings are
appreciated by the boy or girl, who
grows Into manhood or womanhood
fully equipped for the battle with the
world,

“When we leave the family assocla-
tion we must still accomplish many|
difficult tasks, 1f at all, thru associa-
tions.”

“Daniel Webster said in 1833:
‘There are many objects of great val-
ue to man, which cannot be attained
by unconnected individuals, but must
be attained, if attained at all, by as-
sociation.

“Let the object and aim of this as-
sociation be to make of each of its
members better men and women, and
better citizens than we would be with-
out its intluence. I am old fashioned
enough to still believe that our fore-
fathers of Columbiana county were
honest and upright men, who, a8 near-
ly as possible, lived up to the golden
rule. They were loyal to themselves,
their neighbors and their country. |

“Our forefathers, it is true, did not
belong to so many clubs, did not dm\m:

their family to attend public gather-
ings, {» witness the game of hase ball|
on Sur lay. They belonged to no eard|
parties-that required them to spend
one afternoon each week at their
neighbor's playing eards, and did not
spend many days of the week playving
golf or tennis and feeding their chil-|
dren on a grass plot. They read the
literature of their day and prayed God|
that they might have the wisdom and|
strength to bring their children up to|
be honest, brave and worthy citizens. |
Their homes were sacred places fnr:
their boys and girls. Among those|
boys we find the McCooks, McKinley,
Hanna and TLincoln. If, by reason of
this association, we are enabled to
emulate to a higher degree the virtue
of our forefathers, these meetings will
not be in vain.”

DeButts, of Hartland, gave a plano
solo, *“Variations of Sweet Bye and
Bye,” after which Miss Eva Hamble-
ton, of Albion, read a paper, “Spruce
Vale,”” Miss Martha McMillan sang,
and responded to an encore, after
which general remarks were made by
several present.

Expressions of thanks were tendered
by the assoclation for the use of the
grounds by the management of the
Home.
