SMALLPOX SPREADS IN DEKALB. 
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•National Professional Reform League 
is Started in Russia. 

St. Petersburg, April 13.—The form­
ation of a national professional re­
form league, to unite the activities 
of the lawyers, doctors, teachers, en­
gineers and other professional asso­
ciations of Russia to begin the demo­
cratization of the government, and the 
institution of a representative parlia­
ment and a responsible ministry, is th-3 
ambitious project set on foot by the 
national congress of lawyers, which 
finished its work here Tuesday night. 
The plan proposed is the formation of 
national associations of the various 
professional classes, each of whom shall 
elect delegates to a central bureau, 
which is to direct and co-ordinate the 
efforts of the "intellectuals" in the di­
rection of reforms. 

OtJjer classes which have ' openly 
manifested liberal tendencies on many 
occasions, and notably the doctors at 
the recent congress in Moscow, are apt 
to accept the invitation, and unless in­
terfered with a powerful organization 
is likely to spring into being soon. 

The deliberation of the lawyers, 
which was carried to a conclusion in 
direct disregard of police or.lers, and 
was participated in by 173 delegates, 
representing every judicial district in 
Russia, resulted in the organization 
of th€; national league association and 
the election of a central committee of 
thirteen, which is empowered to select 
legal representatives for a proposed 
central committee, to draft preliminary 
plans for the organization of that body. 

The authors of the movement de­
clare that their plana do not contem­
plate assault on the monarchical form

Declares His Movements on the Day

New York, April 13. — J. Morgan 
Smith and his wife who were brought 
here from Cincinnati Tuesday on a 
charge of conspiracy with Nan Pat­
terson to obtain money from CacAar 
Young will not plead to the indict­
ment until next Friday. They were 
araigned In the court of general ses­
sions yesterday, hut upon request of 
their attorney the case was continued. 

The continuance was aslced by the 
Smiths thru their attorney to per­
mit them an opportunity to examine 
the minutes of the grand jury which 
Indicted them on the conspiracy 
charge.

BIG STRIDES ON CANAL. 

Chief Engineer Wallace Reports 5,000 
Men at Work In Excavations. 

Washington, April 12.*-<Whlle ex­
haustive investigation Is helrig carried 
on at the Isthmus of Panama for the 
purpose of determining which type of 
canal shall be constructed, the actual 
work of digging the ditch is progress­
ing rapidly. Chief Engineer Wallace 
today reported that 5,000 men are en­
gaged under hla direction on the 
engineering and construction work. 

The work o-f Installing the plant and 
the organization of the force at Cule-
bra. Is advancing rapidly, and each 
mouth the output of material Is In­
creasing. During March It was three 
limes what It was In December, and 
five times the amount excavated last 
July- * "v.r^ 

Six Shovels at Work.-''~<^'-;V'' 
The work of Insta-lllng an American 

plant at Culebra is going forward as 
fast as the machinery and supplies ean 
he secured on the isthmus, and when 
Mr, Wallace left there were six Ameri­
can steam shoves at work In the Cule­
bra excavation, and arrangements 
have been made to Install additional 
machines at the rate of two a month. 

During the last ninety days Laborers 
have been coming In freely from Costa 
Rlc.% Jamaica and the Barbadoes. The 
Investigations being conducted In­
clude diamond drill work along the en­
tire line of the canal, the chaiacter of 
the formation 'being revealed in this 
manner to a depth of forty feet below 
the surface. These borings vill give 
absolute Information as to the charac­
ter of the material to ibe encountered. 
In addition, shafts are toeing sunk at 
certain points to reveal more lully the 
character of the formation. 

Mr. Wallace says every additional 
month he is permitted to continue in­
vestigation and experimental v."ork the 
more reliable will be the data avail­
able for use In deciding on a plan for 
the canal. He also emphasised the 
statement that thus far he has not 
committed himself to any definite 
plan toeyond his official recommenda­
tions to the former Isthmian canal 
commission. He takes the ground 
that no plan should be adopted which 
would prevent the ultimate and eco­
nomical construction of a sea level 
canal. 

Tide Lock Open Quest! in. 
As to the necesslLy of a tidal lock in 

a sea level canal, Mr. Wallat e said It 
was an undetermined question as to 
the real effect of tidal action in the 
operation of the ditch, and one diffi­
cult to establish theoretically In any 
case, one only would toe req ilred—on 
the Panama side, several mlh;8 inland. 

Joseph L. Bristow has reached 
Washington after an Investigation of 
the traffic affairs of the Panama Rail­
road Company. He has collected a 
great mass of Information and made 
numerous trips across the Isthmus and 
visited all the principal ports of Cen­
tral America, Mexico and the Pacific 
coast of the United States. This data 
will toe submitted to the secretary of 
war for the guidance of the govern­
ment in revising the rates of the Pan­
ama Railroad. Mr. Bristow will make 
a preliminary report to the directors 
of the Panama Railroad Company at 
their meeting in New York April 17, 
and will make a verbal report to Presi­
dent iShonts of the canal commission.
