BET8 ARE HELD UP. 

Amounta Wagered Will Not be Paid 
Until Eleotion Contest ia Settled. 
New York, Nov. 8.—In the commer­

cial district practically all bets madt 
on McClellan will be held up, pending 
developments. Conservative estimates 
make the amount wagered or. McClel­
lan not less than 3200,000, whll; prob­
ably half that, much was bet on Jer­
ome. A few bets were cashed this 
morning, but the stakeholders have 
decided not to pay the bulk of the Jer­
ome money until the official count Is In. 
Bets on McClellan may be held up un­
til the courts decide the contest. 

CROWD8 UNUSUALLY SMALL. 

Little Enthuaiaam Shown Despite In-
tenaa Interest. 

New York, Nov. 8.—In spite of the 
absorbing interest itaken from the 
opening to the close of a remarkable 
campaign, replete with sensational 
featurea, the announcement of the re­
sults on the various bulletin boards 
last night was received with compar­
atively little enthusiasm, the crowd be­
ing considerably smaller than on pre­
vious occasions. 
. On Park Row, usually the center of 
Intereat on eleotion night, the gather­
ing in front of the newspaper offices, 
which ordinarily throngs Clity Hall 
park, barely sufficed ,to form a deep 
fringe along the side facing -the row. 
Here the crowd had hardly reached 
Its maximum at 7:30 o'clock, when the 
returns began to Indicate the election 
of McClellan, which was soon. After­
wards confirmed on one bulletin after 
another. Th» was hailed with'loud 
cheering and a mighty salute of horns, 
rattles and -other din producing de­
vices. tout thereafter the Interest sub­
sided, the only other feature of #t-
ractlon being the question of the elec­
tion of Jerome, whose defeat was soon 
afterwards made apparent. 

This was the signal for a gradual 
dispersion of the crowd, which broke 
up in parties and streamed away up 
and down Broadway, across the .bridge 
and to the various elevated and sub­
way stations and the ferries.

PENROSE MACHINE WRECKED. 

Tha Situation Amounta to a Political 

Revolution in That 8tata—Penrose'a 

Own Precinct Against Him—Mayor 
Weaver and the Raform Party Gote 

Tremendous Endorsement. 

Philadelphia, Nov. J.—1The political 
revolution In this city and .state yes­
terday was the greatest that has oc­
curred In Pennsylvania In nearly a 
generation. This Is the first time In 
years that every office for which there 
was any semblance of contest has been 
lost to the regular , republicans. It is 
also-the first time In. a quarter of a 
century that the regOlar republicans 
have been defeated for control of the 
state treasury. It Is • worthy of note 
that yesterday's election was the fii'st 
that has been held slrtce the death of 
former Senator Quay$ The plurality 
of WllHam H. Barryt nominated by 
democrats, Independent party, Lincoln 
party and prohibitionists for state 
treasurer, will be nearly 100,000. 

Plum-mer, republican candidate, ran 
far behind hla ticket in nearly every 
county,, the remainder of the republic­
an ticket toeing elected by Its repub­
lican pluralities. Roosevelt's plurality 
last year was more than half a mil­
lion. The victory, of the city purty re­
form organisation over the regular 
republicans in Philadelphia was com­
plete and toeyond the expectations of 
the reform leaders. 

Complete returns from the city gave 
the city party 148,679, retfdbllcan can­
didates 106,3461 plurality for the city 
party 43,333. Berry, fusion candidate 
for state treasurer, earthed the olty 
by 36,037 plurality. /

ciuf party claims Inasmuch as'51.000 
alleged fraudulent names were stricken 
from the voting list sihee the fight 
aigalnst the republican organization 
began last May. the vote oast yester­
day was the highest ever polled in the 
city.

INSURANCE AGAIN 

With the Election Out of the Way the 
Insurance Investigation Comes to 
the Front Again—MoClintoek on the 
Star;d to Testify as to Dividends. 

New York, Nov. 8.—-After two weeks 
of interruption because of the cam­
paign, the .legislative committee today 
resumed its Investigation of the meth­
ods of the life Insurance companies. 
The first witness was Emory Mc-
Clintock, actuary of the Mutual Life-
insurance Company, who has been un­
der examination several days before. 
McCllntock submitted today a state­
ment of the earnings and dividends of 
the company for five years, which 
showed that In 1904 the realized earn­
ings of the company were 16,624,677. 
This, the witness said, was exclusive 
of any loss or gain by dcct'euse or In­
crease in the market value of the se­
curities. Total dividends for this year 
were $2,714,549, of whocl* 1538,504 w«*ie 
annual dividends. McCllntock was 
asked as to the method of arriving at 
the amount of dividend to be appor­
tioned each year and said apportion­
ment of the dividends for 1904 was 
estimated n 1 made up in November, 
1903, before it was known what the 
earnings would be. The earnings of 
1903 were 35,563,861 and witness said 
there was no assumed amount of in­
crease taken Into account when the 
dividends wpre made up. It was arriv­
ed at by taking Into consideration the 
general run of business. 

"But why not give more dividends 
If the company can afford it?" 

"We fix the rate with due regard to 
the circumstances of the company," 
said the witness. "If we can afford it, 
we gave more; if not, then we give 
loss."

Soldiers' Preference Law May Be Re­

sponsible for Getting tha Governor 
and State Legislature Into Conaid-

erable Difficulty Next Winter—In­

QUIETING IN RUSSIA 

Revolutionary Wave la Subaidlng, but 
the Storiea of the. Excesaes Commit­
ted During Pa,at Few Weeks Grow 
Mora Revolting. 

St. Petersburg, Nov. 8.—The revo­
lutionary wave continues to subside, 
except In the Caucasus. As the de­
tails of what happened thruout Euro­
pean Russia during the upheaval ar­
rive the story grows more revolting. 
In the Baltic provinces revolt and In­
cendiarism prevailed, in Poland even 
the clergy, Catholic and Protestsant 
participated In the ^manifestations In 
favor of autonomy of ancient kingdom. 
In Southwestern Russia hardly a city 
or town escaped Jewish massacres. At 
Tomsk, Siberia, the whole population 
of 40,000 and the military stood by 
while 600 men, women and children 
were burned In a theatre. 

The courthouse and mayor's resi­
dence where students and revolution­
ists took refuge from the mob were 
burned and those who tried to fly were 
killed in the streets. In Moscow socl il 
revolutionists and black hundred and 
Cossacks and police fought hloody bat­
tles. Descent of the butchers of Mos­
cow with their knives and axes upon 
the students was one of the most hor­
rible chapters, but not as pitiful, how­
ever, as the attack of the black hun­
dred on a procession of school chil­
dren carrying red flags. When the 
children sought to escape a cordon of 
police barred the way and the youth­
ful martyrs were beaten Into Insensi­
bility and in some oases actually torn 
to pieces. In Alexander Garden, at 
Moscow, Cossacks lay In ambush in 
shrubbery and set upon'their victims 
with whips, litany were beaten to 
death and others were hardly able. to 
crawl away. Reports from Caucasus, 
show there Is no immedJate prospect 
of suppressing the present state of 
anarchy. The battles between tartars 
and Armenians continue and destruc­
tion of railroads and lack of M>ops 
make It Impossible for the authorities 
to cope with the situation.

possible tha t the greatest amount of 
fun in the old soldiers preference law 
will come out at the session of the leg­
islature this winter when the governor 
re-a.ppotnts Custodian McCurdy and 
sends the appointment to the senate 
for confirmation. There are threats 
as /there were ait his last appointment 
not to confirm the appointment. Gov. 
Cummins acting under the old soldier's 
law It is claimed will have either tov re­
appoint Mc(7urdy or else give him a 
hearing on charges of incompetency. It 
he re-appoi nts him and sends the re­
commendation to the aenate for con­
firmation It will be up to the senate to 
decide whether or not to confirm the 
appointment or disregard its own law 
Undpr'the soldiers preference law Mc­
Curdy may be forced to retain Thomas 
Graham as night watch at the capltol 
building. ' Yet when It comes to T. J, 
McCurdy custodian of the capltol 
building the same law may fail to work. 
There are fifty members In the senate 
and two thirds are necessary to con­
firm an appointment by the governor. 
If seventeen vote against McCurdy his 
1-e-appointinent will fall. There ,are 
claims that In the matter of re-appohit-
ments the rule does not hold good. The 
argument to that there can be no dis­
crimination between old soldiers and 
that at'the expiration of McCurdy's 
term the office will be vacant and Mc-
C(iM«r will have to take his chances 
with other oM soldiers for tho posi­
tion. But iJiere are others who argue 
with equal persistency that the law was 
designed to keep an old soldier in one 
steady Job as long as he was compe­
tent to hold it, and thait.it will there­
fore be operative In McCurdy's case.the. 
same as .In Graham's. But tha senate to 
a body that Is a law unto Itself, 'the 
courts can have no authority to force 
the senate to obey Its own Jaw and 
hence the l>ody that enacted a law to 
keep an old soldier in a Job may dis­
regard It and put an old soldier out. 

There wili be an Investigation' by tho 
state railroad commission of the' wreck 
at Casey on the Rock Island. There 
has been a change In thi» laws respect­
ing the railroad commission. In 1897 
when the laws were codified, sections 
giving the commission authority In the 

;case of wrecks were left out and the 
new code does not contain that au­
thority. The commission regrets it and 
a great many othera regret It. The com­
mission In the matter of wrecks has 
little authority beyond Investigating 
and reporting. While It to recognize! 
that the railroads would not relish a 
report that would show a wreck to have 
been caused by poor management on 
the part of the road, and that the power 
to Investigate and report Is not an au­
thority to be despised, yet It Is. believ­
ed that authority to order a road to 
make Improvements would be a wise 
matter of legislation. The commission, 
however, will go ahead and make the 
Investigation Just as though It had all 
Its former authority. The hearing will 
be open and witnesses will be called. 
The date has not been set and will not 
be till the Rock Island Is thru making 
Its own Investigation of the matter as 
there js no deslra to conflict with the 
road's' investigation or to in any way 
embarrass the road. The commission 
simply realizes that wrecks are a 
matter on which the public is very 
touchy. The public desires to know in 
each Instance who Is to blame and do 
not care to be traveling on a line that 
Is liable to throw a train Into a ditch 
most any time. For this reason the 
commission Is determined to go to the 
bottom of every .wreck and give the 
public all the information it has as to 
who is responsible. The large number 
of wrecks are having their effect on 
the public mind for the commission has 
received petitions to Investigate the 
line of the Iowa Central between New 
Sharon and Newton, a line thirty-two 
miles long. Patrons along the line at 
the different stations have addressed 
petitions to the- commission claiming 
that they believe the road unsafe for 
traffic. The commission has not form­
ally taken the matter .up yet but will 
as soon as possible. The members of 
the commission will likely ride over the 
line and make a persona! Inspection 
and will then set a date when evidence 
and arguments will be listened to.

The next: session of the legislature Is
