Nichols’ Admissions.

*John A. Nichols, former quarantine
commlssioner of the port of Now
York, who wrote lettexs to Senator
Depew in behalf of his ‘“frlend who
usually getg around at this time of the
vear,, was a witness before the Insure
gnce [nvestigating comymittee today.
Much, interest was aroused by reading
Nichols' latters to Depew on Friday. as
the senator was not able to remember
who Nichols' friends = were, Nichols
gald he had been employed by  the
Bquitable Soclety for about twenty-
five years under an annual retainer of
$1,000. One ofi the matters Intrusted
to him was that of W. S. Manning, of
Albary. Witness sald Manning, who
had been an actuary, =as employed
by certain people tr?" ring charges
against the Equitable Soclety that the
reserve was not so large as It ought
to be. Manning was paid $460, Nich-
ols sald, ‘so that he would be favor-
able to the company.” Witness sald
this was pald to keep Manning from
being employed agalnst the company,
Several vouchers signed by Nichols
were produced, but ho was unable to
explain them. The letters of witness
to Senator Depew, he sald, referred to
Manning. He wrote to Senator De-
pew because the senintor was on the
finance «committee of the Equitable
and sald thathe expected the senator to
turn ‘the letters over to the executive
officers. ' Witness thought Manning
was connected with the Investigation
of Insurance convpanies in 1877, but
‘did not know in what capacity. . He
couldn't recollect whether Manning
was pald money to prevent him pub-
lishing the results of this iInvestiga-
tion, which would seriously affect the
Bquitable. ;

Manning's Crooked Work.

The names of Plerson, Brooker, Bal-
derson and numerous others on vouch-
ers on which payments were made,
Nichols sald were false names, uacd to
protect: Manning and keap his name
out of the matter. During this same
period, the withess was employed by
the Mutual Life  In’“looking aften
Manning,” \as Hughos ‘tenmed it, and
pald Manning for the Mutual sums
like ‘those patld for the Rquitable .The
same system .of using false names to
edt ' Mamming 'was followed In' his
dealing with the Mutual. The witness
said that he received $1,000 annually.
For a time he recivel $1,000 also from
the New York Life, but they discon-
tinued it about 1899, Witness sald that
Manning wanted “to follow up the
New York L#e,” but quleted him
without the use of addiflonal money.”

Nichols sald hé does not know where
Manning {8 now. Thomas Comans,
formerly president of the board of al-
‘dermen, and acting mayor upon Mayor
Hoffman's eléction taq the governor=
ship, was next called. Hughes asked
it he was the {intermediary between
the city departments and the Equilt-
able Soclety, and witness replied,
“Whenever théy roquired anything."”
Comans said he was a member of
Tammany Hall. He sald he looked
after getting the tix assessments of
officers of the Idquitable reduced.
Among thes, he sald, were Henry B.
Hyde, James H. Hyde and Gage B,
Tarbell. He had never recelved mon-
ey for political purposes.

Gage E. Tarbell, second vice presi-
dent' of the Equitable, was on the
stand when recess was taken.

Washington, Nov. 21.—Postmaster
General Cortelyou recently completed
and forwarded to the secretary of the
treasury estimates for the postoftice
department for the filscal year ending
June 30, 1907, They show a reduction
of expenses wherever it 1a believed
it will not,Impair the service, but Rro=
vide for development of postal facllities
to meet the growing needs of all sec-
tions of the country. Hstimates for
postal service at large and field service
aggregute $198,000,000, an Intrease over
last year's appropriation of about $12,~
000,000. The principal items in the In-
crease are rural delivery service, rail-
way mall servige, compensation ‘o
postmasters, their clerks, and letter
carriers. For malintenance of the rur-
al dellvery service and its proper ex-
tention over $29,000,000 will be required.
This is an increase of $3,600,000 over
the appropriation for the current year,

CHARGE CIVIL S8ERVICE FEE

Chief Examiner Kiggine Recommends
Applicants Be Required to Pay.
Washington, Nov., 21,—A fee from

applicants for examination by the civ-
i1 service commission will be charged
in the future, if the recommendations
of Chief, Examiner Kiggins,  of the
commission, are adopted. The  sug-
géstion was made in Kiggins' annual
report which was submitted to the
commission today. Examinations are
now given by the commirsion without
cost 10 applicants, ‘but the chief exam-
iner calls attention to the great ex-
pense in preparation and rating of pa-
pers, correspondence, recording, print-
ing, photolithographing, ‘etc, and rec-
ommends each applicant be required to
pay for the privilege.

MUST LIVE ON 3 CENTS PER DAY.

Oil Wagon Drivers In Chicago Make
8trong Showing In Demand For
More Pay.

Chicago, Nov. 21.—Can a man buy
clothing for himself and famlly,
sohool books for the children and pay
dootor’s bills on 8 cents a day? The
Chicago representative of the Standard
Oil Company, the richest and most
powerful monopoly in the world, sald
yesterday that was a problem for the
3-cent-a-day man to work out for him-
gelf,

The views of the Standard O]l rep-
resentative came to light when a com-
mitfee acting for seventy teamsters
stood before him and pleaded for an
increase In wages which would enable
them to’ meet the necessities of life.
The rule of supply and demand stood
in thelr way and they were turned
away, with a resort to a strike as the
only hope of obtaining a single con-
cesslon.

Shows the Conditions.

The committee was sent by the OIll
Wagon Drivers’ Union, and the em-
ployer was the Standard Oil Company.
Holding in his hand a table showing
the dally cost of lNving for an oil
wagon driver and his family, James
Duffy, business agent for the union
and spokesman of the committee, ex-
plained to Manager Hurd of the com-
pany and his assistant, J. C. Cleverton,
who gave them a hearing, and after
the bare means of existence are' paid
for there remained but 3 cents a day
for shoes, clothing and other neces-

| sities for a family,

“Our drivers are only getting $2 a
Insufticient,”
said Duffy. “We are asking.for a
minimum scale of $756 a month, and I
am sure we are entitled to it.”

Rush to Buy Followed Giving Out of
the Ginners Report.

New York, Nov. 21-<There wdas a
wild bull movement In cotton, follow-
Ing the glving out of the ginners' re-
port. May advanced 87 points, or al-
most a cent a pound in a few minutes,
Bstimates as to the showing of tha re-
port had averaged close to eight mil-
lion bales, and when the actual figures
were published, showing 7,498,000
bales ginned to November 14, a rush
to buy followel.

Federation of Labor Endorses Stand
Taken by Printers and Orders As-
sessment of 4 Cents Per Member,
Which Will Yield $80,000 Aid

Pittsburg, Nov. 21,—At today's ses-
sion of the American Federation of
Labor the matter of an eight-hour day
for union printers wes endorsed anl
the executive councll In giving the
printers moral ald and financial sup-
port was commended. The council
was Instructed to continue their ald
to the printers if it is necessary, after
January i, 1006, The committee re-
ported the eight-hour day for printers
is In force in 268 citles and towns in
this county and Canada. An assess-
ment of 4 cents & member was order-
ed by the federation to aid the print-
ers in the contest. This assessment is
expected to yileld about $80,000. The
50 cent assessment made by the Inter-
national  Typographical 'Union has
been indorsed by that body a vote of
25,948 to 6,334. Delegate Johannsen,
of Chicago, made a Severe attack on
the Industrial Workers of the Warld,
characterizing them a8 enemies of free
speech and free goyerpmeént.

AMERICAN INTET-IESTS MENACED.

By the Present Boycott on ‘American
Goods in China.

Berkeley, Cal, Nov. 21 —Horace Da-
vis, former president of the State Uni-
versity, and prominently connected
with the Pacific coast trade with the
orient, declared In a lecture on that
subject before the college of commerce,
that the boycott on American goods in
China is a menace to American inter-
ests in the orient, creating a situation
so serious that the Chinese govern-
ment finds itself powerless to control
it. This untoward condition he at-
tributed to the harsh administration
of the American exclusfon law.

TOOK BOLD ACTION

Novoe Vrema Compositors Covered
With Revolvers by Editors, of Of-
ficial Qrgan of Workingmen's Coun-
cil, and Compelled to Set up Their
Paper—30,000 copies Run .off by
Pressmen.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 21.—Last night
three editors of the official organ of the
workingmen’s council, entered ‘the

"composing room of the Novoe Vrema,

with revolvers in their hands and com-
pelled the compositors to set up their
paper, making prisoners of such per-
sons as entered the room. Later des-
cending to the press room the visitors
compelled the pressmen' to run oft
thirty thousand coples of the Work-
men’s Gazette.

INVESTIGATE ELECTION FRAUDS
Brother of Tammany Hall Leader, and
an Alderman Subpoenaed Today.
New York, Nov. 21.—The grand ju-
ry which is investigating the election
frauds, today subpoenaed John J.

Murphy is a
partner in a New York contracting
company, and the wife of Gaffney s
sald to be a partner.in the same com-

State Money by Publishing
Only Important Portions

REPORTS ARE TOO VOLUMINOUS

Room for a Vast-Amount of Economy
In the Matter of Printing Publio
Reports—Legislature Somewhat to
Blame for Large Expenditures in the
Public Printing,

Speclal to Ttmes-Repunlican.

Des Molnes, Nov. 21.—Gov. A. B,
Cummins is exercising his discretion as
to the publication of the blennial re-
ports of state officlals and some ‘of the
reports have thils year been cut in half,
A number have gone to the state print-
er with from one to several chapters
bodily _eliminuled by the governor. The
governor Interprets the law that the
reports must be made to him but that
he is at libeyty to have such portions
only as he deems proper printed. The
law i quite specific In saying that in
gome Instances that certain things
shall be reported to the governor and
usually winds up by giving the com-
misgloner or state officlal authority to
report “such other things as he shail
deem expedient.”” Under this provis-
lon state officials have been in the hab-
it of making thelr reports look as {m-
posing as possible. Speeches and (uo-
tations und.chupt.eu from the reports
of, departments in other states haye
been embodied in the report. It is un-
derstood that for the most part there
Is no censure attached to reporting
such things to the governor for many
of the officials feel that the progress
being made in the entire field of their
department in their own and other
states should be reported to the gov-
ernor. though they themselves do not
claim it should all be printed. They re-
port such matters belleving. that the
governor and the legislature if it da-

sires should ino:v .what is being done.

-There Ls a bellef on the. part of some

of the state officials that tWére is room

for a vast amount of economy in the
matter of printing the public reports.
The legislature has been as much to
blame as anyone for it has in some in-
stances made laws to make the reports
longer, In the auhhorp office the pub-
lication of the Insurance report forms-
erly according to law the statements of
the various Insurance companies was
tabulated thus giving all the informa-
tion but In a condensed form. This
law the legislature repealed and pass-
ed a law requiring the auditor to set
out such information in detail. No
more information is given the public by
one form than by the other but in de~
tail the Information concerning the in-
surance companies of the state takes
up over 200 pages and in tabular form
it would take up but a few pages. It
{s not improbable but that the atten-
tion of the legislature will be called to
the fact that economy can be employed
in the pubHcation of the state reports
and the plan be adopted of issuing one
volume which will contain the official
register and information from eich of
the departments of the state such as
will be of interest and value to the
public.
"o

There 18 an interesting situation in
Cass county over the election of rep-
resentative. Representative DsaLano,
whose death caused a vacancy in the
office in that county was a
democrat. The county, however,
is republican. There are three
republicans out now as candidates
for the republican nominaticn the
primaries for which will be ‘held De-
comber 8. C. L. Campbell, chairman
of the Cass county republican central
commiftee, is one of the candidates
and is the standpat candidate having
the support of the Atlantlc Telegraph
and tne standpatters of the county. C.
A. Meredith, law partner of the late
Representative DeLano, and a warm
supporter of the primary election law
and anti-pass law, is another candi-
date. W. A. Dowell i3 also a candl-
date. The democrats have held a meet-
ing at which they adjourned till the
day after the republican primaries af-
ter first passing resolutions that it
was the sense of the meeting that if

the republicans put up a satiafactory
candidate the democrats would not
nominate a candidate. A satisfactory
candidate in this instance means one
in favor of railroad rate legislation,
the anti-pass law and the primary
election. It is understood that Mr.
Meredith is satisfactory to that ele-
ment of the republican party which
favors such policies and 1s satisfac-
tory also to the democrats, because of
his support for these measures. The
resolutions at the democratic meeting
thank the republicans for making the
sacrifice necessary to the election of
the late L. L. Delano and promises on
the part of the democrats to do the
same thing when ever necessary.
