William Steward Secures Over Forty 
Bushels Per Acre—Big Barley Crop. 
•William Steward, whose extensive 

farm is located just north of the city, 
has completed threshing operations, 
and has the record of Mr. Merritt 
Greene for a large yield of winter 
wheat beaten by a big margin. Mr. 
Steward was not anticipating an ex­
traordinary yield from his wheat field 
until after he threshed the grain. He 
then measured the field and found that 
it haa grown a fraction over forty 
bushels of excellent wheat per acre. 
'The seed was sown on rich land and 
was drilled in, "but the soil was pre­
pared in the customary manner. About 
one acre of the land was too rich and 
the v.'heat went down before cutting, 
otherwise the showing would have 
been even better. 

Mr. Steward's oats and barley crops 
were also extraordinarily large. A 

'field of thirty-five acres of barley 
threshed out fifty-six bushels .per 
acre and weighed out sixty bushels. 
His oats threshed out fifty-six bush­
els and weighed; out close to sixty 
bushels. « 

Mr. 'Steward says, there are only 
two things to prevent one of the 
largest crops of corn ever brown in 
the state. Orte danger is from wind 
storms, which would break the stalks 
because of their height and fullness 
of sap, and the other is an early frost.
