When asked
for a statement as to what in his
opinion }vould be the plurality for
the various nominees on the ‘republl-
can state ticket, he replied:

“The whole ticket will of course be
elcetea and the leglslature will be“te-
publican in both branches. I am not
given to predicting figures but the
plurality of the whole ticket will sure-
ly be 50,000 at least.”

Governor Cummins expressed pleas-

, ure that he will have an opportunity

to meet Sioux City people en the occa-
sion of his address here next Tues-
day evening.

The governor’s attention was called
to a letter signed by one H. C. Evans,
a democratic lawyer of Des Moines,
in which Mr. Evans asserted that the
governor had, in the course of a con-
versation last summer expressed the
hope that the democrats would put up
strong men to defeat Lacey and Hep-
burn for congress and a weak man

| suits for 3_6.000 have been filed in the
 district court against Henry Loucks

and Richard Loucks, druggists at
Danbury, by Joseph Rheimer, father
and natural guardian of Lizzle Rhei-
mer, whose skull was fractured, coliar
bone broken and limbs and body lac-
erated and bruised in an accident for
which defendants are alleged to be
responsible. The first pctition states
that the defendants, contrary to the
municipal ordinances of the town, built
a balcony over the sldewalk upon
which the front of their drug store

| faced, and that they built the balcony

with stairs leading to it from the walk
below and used the stairs as a public
and private convenience.

It is alleged the plaintiff's minor
daughter was walking on the walk in
front of the defendant’s store July 4,
1906, and while so walking the balcony
above her, crowded with people,

i watching a parade, fell, crushing the
i girl and inflicting injuries which de-

manded medical care and careful
nursing.

The second suit is in the plaintiff’s
name and he asks that he be given a
judgment against the defendants for
$1,000 damages for the loss of his
daughter’'s help.

HOLD POSSE AT BAY
Supposed Convicts' Captured Near
Bedford After Desperate Fight.

In the meantime the sheriff here had
been notified and with a posse started
for the scene. The convicts were seen
going thru a cornfield, and this was Im-
mediately surrounded and the batt'o
was on. Many shots were exchanged,
but no one was injured. :

After the men were captured they
were marched into Gravity at the head
of the posse. It is believed they may
be implicated in the Cambria bank rob-
bery a few days ago, as nearly $200,
mostly in silver, was found on their
clothes.

DRY DUSK CAUSES FIRE.

Loss of $5000, Insured, Suffered by
Ottumwa Packing Plant.
Snacial to Times-tepublican.

Ottumwa, Oct. 26.—A dry dust ex-
plosion, igniting from a drying fur-
nace, caused a $5,000 fire here in the
fertilizer department of the John Mor-
rell & Company, Ltd.,, packing plant.
The damage is fully covered by in-~
surance. Both the packing house and
the city fire departments were called,
but the fire had gained considerable
headway, and it took sirenuous ef-
forts on the part of the firemen to get
the blaze under control and keep it
from the othet buildings of the plant.
In the latter effort they were greatly
aided by the position of the fertilizer
department, which stands at some dis-
tance from the other buildings. The
roof of .the building was burned oftf
and much damage done to the machin-
ery inside.

In the manufacture of the fertilizer
at the plant, a fine dust arises. from
the product and pervades the atmos-
phere thruout the building. Furnaces
are used for the dryipg process and
it was while the door of one of the
furnaces was open, that the flames
from it ignited the dust, which ex-
ploded. L
