| crime which has grown peculiar to the

i wright a foundation of fact on which 
! to elaborate sucti portions of the 
j "Clansman" as are particularly of-
' fensive to the negro race. Much there 
| is m the story that 'brings back a 
| touch of the old vindictiveness that 

existed after the civil war between the 
whites of the sections that fought out 
and settled the question of slavery. 
It is a firebrand, even as "Uncle 
Tom's Cabin" was a firebrand in its 
time and an incentive to sectionalism 
today. ' 

However, It Is not morally subversive 
of common decency like "Mrs. War­
ren's Profession," and certain other 
plays that have been properly sup­
pressed on account of-bad character. 
It crucifies the negro race for the 
crimes of its baser element. There are 
other plays, however, which attack 
race and national frailties and faults. 
Granted that "The 'Clansman" might 
better never have been written and 
staged, this admission fails to justify 
mob censorship of theaters or afford 
excuse for a negro mob threatening a 
playhouse in One of the greatest nor­
thern cities. As an expedient to pre-

i serve the peace, perhaps the suppres­
sion of the play may be excused. It 
:i true, nevertheless, that a success­
ful ' mob is the spawn of infinite dis­
order and the promise of future trou­
ble.

There are better ways for negroes to

character of the race than by senseless

ples and races and nationalities that

Should be most careful of the law. 
'Mobs and threats are the negroes' 
greatest danger as lack of character is 
their greatest weakness. The hope of 
the race is not in riotous self-assertion 
but in law-abiding Industry.
