A LIFE SAVING EXPERIMENT.

Students of vital statistics will be in-
terested in the results of an experiment
at Huddersﬂ‘eld. England, two years
ago, the annual mortality among in-
fants, in that town, according to 2
in the thou-
sand. This had been the average death
rate for ten years. When Alderman
Broadbent, a humanitarian and scien-

adopted an unusual plan to reduce the
mortality among the little ones. He of-
fered a prize of $5 to parents living in
a certaih quarter of the city for eaca
child born during the mayor's twelva
months in office and living to be a year
old. '

This experiment has been watched
with Intérest by many distinguished
peréons, including the royal family in
England and our own president. The
births of the babies were duly register-
ed by a committee appointed for that
purpose. At the end of the prescribed
period it was found that the infant
mortéllty in the experiment area had
fallen from 122 to 44 in the thousand.
During the period of the test there
swere severe epidemics {n Huddersfleld |
of measles and whooping cough, while
the summer of 1906 was one of the
deallest on record. 3 :

Platforms accessible from each story
shall be erected with g drop or counter-
balance stairway from the second story
to the ground, or a stationary stalrway
may be carried down within five feet
of the ground.
