EASTER TRADE LARGE,

All Expectations Have Been Surpassed,
According to Dun,

New York, March 30.—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review of the trade today |
says:

Baster retail trade surpasses e€x-
pectations, favorable weather bringing
out a very large volume of business
during the last week, while activity

tended to all seasonable lines of staple
merchandise. Wholesale and jobbing
houses received many supplementary
orders, especially for dry goods and
millinery, and further improvement in
collections was reported.

Announcement by some rallways that
retrenchment must curtail plans for
extensions, had no perceptible influence
on the jron and steel market, owing to
the scarcity of stock.

More quiet condlitions prevall in the
primary miarkets for cotton goods, but
prices are well maintained,
having large contracts on hand./
only changes of the week were
ward and the attitude of sellers

characterized operations thus far this
year. Sales at second hand deviate
little from the general level. Develop-
lment is slow in the woolen goods. Buy-
ers of men's wear have not yel ascer-
tained the trend of demand,| but the
dress goods division is better estab-
lished.

New England shoe manufacturers
have about concluded work on large
spring contracts and have commenced
cutting fall footwear on orders from
Wwestern wholesalers,

The degline in leather and hides
aroused hopes of cheaper finished prod-
ucts, but thus far no concessions can
be secured from manufacturers, and in
another week liberal fall buying by
ecastern wholesalers is anticipated. A
better demand for leather has appeared
but transactions are not large, because
buyers do not make satisfactory bids.

Tanners have curtailed production in
order to maintain values and depress
hides. As stocks of the latter accu-
mulate in the hands of the packers and
dealers, the tone is notably easier,
owing to the season. Native cow hides
are weak, the packers' stocks being
estimated at 300,000. Another fradtion-
al decline is reported in foreign dry
hides.

At the leading commodity exchange
prices ruled fairly steady and option
trading was restricted by the unsettled
securitigs market.

Brudnrut'n Review.

New York, March 30.—Bradstreet's
today says:

Bright, warm, almost summer weath-
er, has been stimulating allke to retall
trade and crop progress. A cessation
of liquidation in securities and an eas-
ing of strain in the money markets, so
far as the April 1 period is concerned,
are the notably favorable features in
an encouraging week. Reports as to
Easter demand at large in fact show a
record trade, thus crowning a three
months' period which, except in a few
sections, has exceeded any preceding
yvear, and the only drawback in which
hds been the getting of goods in suf-
ficlent volume to supply demand. Less
pessimism also is shown as to the crop
outlook.

Money is still high in price, a long
period of this condition Is apparently
in sight and there is a disposition to
awalt a clearer view of the future, and
especially the matter of crop prospects,
before extensive commitments are
made as to the distant futures. This
is perhaps best illustrated by the hold-
ing off by buyers of pig iron for the
trade quarter and by the quieting in
demand for fine cotton fabrics for later
delivery. There is less flrmness in
the prices of some metals, copper prin=
cipally, but iron prices are held firmly
by the deadlock between buyers and
sellers as to distant months. Sales
of foundry pig iron for last half de-
livery are light, but more inquiries
seem to me cropping up and the market
ig firmer in sympathy with the strength
in Bessemer pig.

Dry goods jobbing at the east is ac-
tive, the only complaint being slow
deliveries of goods by first hands and
mills, In woolen goods there is more
doing in men's wear for fall.

CENSUS BUREAU MAKES GUESS,

Compiles Figures to Show lowa’s Pop-
ulation is Decreasing.

Washington, March 29.-—Iowa's pop-
ulation is declining in numbers, ac=
cording to an estimate of the census
pureau. ' The bureau has prepared esti-
mates of population for the different
stateg and leading cities for 1906. The
Jowa estimate
census of 1905 and compared with that
of 1905, also with the federal census
estimate for 1904 and the federal cen-
sus of 1900. The census bereau gives
the state in 1906, 2,205,690 population,
against 2,210,050 in 1905 and an esti-
mated population of 2,214,411 in 1904,
The census of 1900 gave the state 2,-
931,853. Since then there has been a
decrease of 21,803 in population, ac-
cording 1o the census estimate, Since
1905 the decrease is 4,360.

The estimate for Des Moines Is 78,-
323, against 75,626 in 1905 and 62.135
in 1900. The iricrease over last year is

STRIKE MAY CAUSE PANIC

Situation in Railway Circles Viewed as
Critical in Washington — President

Orders Election in Philippines —

Preparations for Lumber Trust In-
vestigation,

Washington, March 30.—President
Roosevelt {s seriously contemplating
the acceptance of the invitation of the
1llinois Manufacturers' Association to
address their convention at Springfield
within the next ten days and outline
his policy regarding the rallroads. He
is being urged by Secretary Root and
Secretary Cortelyou to go to Illinois
for this purpose.

The president is strongly inclined to
accept the invitation to go to Spring-
field, but he will not decide for a day
or suo. He wishes to have more time
to digest his plan, and he would rather
walt until April 26 to make some an-
nouncement of his position. At that
time he will visit the Jamestown expo-
sitlon to be present at the opening ex-
But Secretary Root and Sec-
retary Cortelyou take the ground that
April 26 is wo long to walil as there
is continued agitation of the railroad
question and the feeling of unrest is
becoming stronger Some=
thing should be done at onca,

Frantic appeals have been made to
the president by the railrovod officiuls
to make some utterances, which will
restore confidence in railroad securi-
ties and stop the agitation, which is
threatening w cause disturbunce in the
industrial world. Mr., ©Roosevelt is
urged to embrace the opporiunity giv-
en him to visit Springteld, especially
in view of the threatened strike of em-
ployes on the railroads centering at
Chicago.

A strike of. large proportions, at a
time when the railroad officials are in
trouble with the state legislatures and
are unable to raise funds with which
to increase their transportation facil-
itlies, and the unsettled condition of the
stock market, it is feared, may precip-
itate an industrial panic. These are
the arguments being used to induce
the president to make an address which
will have the effect of quieting the
flurry in financial and railroad circles.

President Roosevelt nas declared re-
peatedly that he is willing to do all in
his power to prevent a panic. By his
direction, Secretary Cortelyou has gone
to the relief of Wall street and other
assistance will be given Iff needed.

Marvin Hughitt, president of the
Chicago & Northwestern road, took
luncheon with the psesicdent yester-
day and they had a brief discussion
of the railroad gquestion. It is under-
stood Mr. Hughitt submitted a plan
which the president will consider with
those submitted by other nllroad pres-
idents.

The president last evening signed
the executive order requir ng'thc Phil-
ippine commission to issue the call re-
quired by the law for a zeneral elec-
tion of delegates to the first Philippine
assembly. The order recites the fact
that peace has been prectically re-
stored to all of the Christian sections
of the islands. Altho no dale fpr the
election is named in the president's
order the Philippine commission has
already fixed upon July 30 next for
that date.

The executive order was authorized
by an act of congress approved July
1, 1902, which stipulates that when-
ever the president shali be satisfied
that conditions of general and com-
plete peace have been established,
which fact shall be certified to the
president by the Philippine commis-
sion, he shall direct tha: a census of
the population be taken. Two years
after the completion of tais census the
president is to issue the election order,
which is to apply to al' the territory
of the islands not inhabited by Moros
or other non-Christian tribes. The
election is to be for the choice of
delegates to a popular body to be
known as the Philippine assembly.
When chosen and organized, the as-
sembly is to be vested with all the
legislative powers now held and ex-
