Owen Ball, Charged With Having 

Property in His Possession Which 

Was Stolen From E. L. Hoag Home, 
Held to the Grand Jury — Mrs. Ball 

Released. 

Owen Ball was held to await the ac­
tion of the grand jury by Justice I. S. 
Millard late this afternoon, on the 
charge of having in his possession 
property stolen from E. L. Hoag home 
last July. His bond was fixed at $500. 
The preliminary hearing ended late 
Tuesday night, the justice reserving 
his decision until he had had time to 
review the evidence. 

Mrs. Ball, the mother of the young 
man, was discharged from the custody 
of Sheriff Hutson by Judge Bradshaw 
in the district court Tuesday afternoon. 
She was ordered arrested and com­
mitted to jail by Justice Millard be­
cause she refused to answer questions 
asked her by County Attorney Eger-
mayer as to where the goods that were 
found in her home, that were after­
wards identified as belonging to the 
Hoag family, came from and how they 
came to be in her house. The ques­
tions were not answered because, it 
was claimed, they would have tended 
to incriminate the witness. 

Ball's attorneys caused Mrs. Ball to 
be summoned into district court on a 
writ of habeas corpus, and following 
the hearing she was discharged. In or­
dering her release Judge Bradshaw in­
timated that on general principles he 
did not like the idea of the state trying 
to prove the son's guilt by his mother's 
testimony.
