It is charged that
one of the murderers was a Spaniard
named Cordova.

I The news of the assassination swept
| thru  the city like fire thru  dry
grasz, and half the populace is panic
stricken, not knowing where the next
blow may fall. There i the greatest
dread for the future of the country,
which secms on the verge of being
plunged into the awful throes of a rev-
olution with all the attendant horrors
and bloodshed.

Thruoul the city consternation
reigns and business places are barri-
caded.

Emanuel Becomes King.

A boy king who henceforth will be
known as Manuel 1I, is the new ruler
of the k'ngdom of Portugal. and the
revolution into which the instigators

hoped to plunge the country has not
vet at least engulfed the nation.
France, the dictator and real com-
mander of the country's destinies,
whom the moral and physical might of
all parties and interests have not suc-

triumphant lender, not only uncon-
quered and unaffrighted, but retained
in powe: by the new king, at all costs
to prevent further violence and insur-
rection and to preserve the monarchy.

The only word of indication that
universal order in Portugal had pos-
sibly been broken came from Oporto
in the form of a rumor that a repub-
lic has “een proclaimed there, but this
was not confirmed.

Lisbhon, from a scene of revolution-
ary outbreaks, seems sincerely nros-
trated with grief. The streets are silent
and the people, wearing emblems of
mourning, pass slowly and sorrowful-
ly, discussing the murder of the king
and the crown prince:

The cowardly shooting of the king in
{ the back calls forth words of execra-
| tion on the regicides, while the govern-
ment declares that the murders will
only s'rengthen the canse of the mon-
archy and insure the fidelity of the

loval and no organized movement of
the republicans to launch a republic is
under way so far as outward appear-
ances go.

The army and navy have swogn al-
legiance to Manuel as well as all the
garrisons and naval stations in the
kingdom, and the mnew king has con-
firmed the diotatorship.

Later in the day came a  solemn

nouncing that he will uphold the con-
stitution and prescrve the integrity of
the Lingdom. In this proclamation,
{which 1s addressed to the Portuguese
