1908, just six years 
from the day of my conversion, at 
which time all my old creditors and 
•friends may find me at the Humboldt 
State bank from 9 a. m., where 1 will 
be glad to receive and inspect all notes 
and book accounts held against the 
above names, and if found satisfactory 
will pay tliem face value. 

I promised the Lord about three 
years ago I would do this as soon as 
He gave me the money wherewith to 
pay the same, and as the Lord has now 
(fulfilled his part of the agreement I 
am ready to fill mine.

Nearly 51,000,000 will be • spent in 
construction and fitting up the build­
ing, of which Andrew Carnegie con­
tributed $750,000. It will be unique, 
not only for Washington, but in all 
the world, serving as an international 
headquarters or offices in one national 
capital of twenty-one American na­
tion, the nearest approach to it being 
the new Temple of Peace now being 
erected at The Hague.

Members of M. E. General Conference 

Invite M. P. Churches to Unite With 

Former Denomination — Roosevelt 

and British Ambassador Asked to 
Reception. >> 

Baltimore, May 11.—At today's ses­
sion of the Methodist General Confer­
ence, a resolution inviting the Metho­

dist Protestant churches to unite with 
the Methodist Episcopal body was 
unanimously adopted. It requests that 
the board of bishops appoint a fra­
ternal deputation to convey the invi­
tation to the general conference of 
Methodist Protestants about to con­
vene at Pittsburg. President Roose­
velt and British Ambassador James 
Bryce were invited by the resolution 
to attend a reception here to the fra­
ternal delegates from Great Britain, 
Ireland and Canada, and to make an 
address on that occasion. The resolu­
tion, which was referred to the com­
mittee on temperance, requested the 
political parties to nominate for presi­
dent no man "who is not in harmony 
with the movement to divorce this na­
tion from the crime of liquor selling," 
and declared that no candidj-te who 
was not himself a total abstainer and 
in harmony with the movement for the 
suppression of the traffic, should re­
ceive the support • of Christian citi-

WOULD KILL ROOSEVELT. 

Woman of Undoubtedly Unbalanced 
Mind, Arrested at Louisvilie, Ky. 

Louisville, Ky., May 11.—A woman of 
refined appearance, well dressed, and 
giving the nan»e of Carrie Ade, of New 
Rochelle, N. Y.. was arrested at the 
depot here today for threatening to 
•board a train bound for Washington, 
where she Intended to kill Roosevelt. 
Her mind la undoubtedly unbalanced. 

Washington, iMay 11.—President 
Roosevelt will at 3 o'clock this after­
noon lay the corner stone of the first 
.international temple of peace, friend­
ship and commerce yet to be erected 
as tangible Evidence of the desire of 
twenty-one Ameri-can republics that 
war shall be no more in the western 
world, and that material prosperity 
•promoted by International trade, shall 
take its place. Fitting historical im­
portance of the event is that the exer­
cises are to be made .impressive by 
participation of the heads of each of 
these repuiblics. 

Three quarters million dollars to­
wards construction of the building was 
the contribution of Carnegie, while 
eaoh republic has added an appropria­
tion to the fund. Invitations to the 
exercises have been accepted by the 
•entire diplomatic corps in Washington, 
as well as by high officials of all 
.branches of the American government. 

Washington, May 11.—In the pres-
: ence of the president of the United 
i States, and of representatives of every 
j other American republic as well as all 
branches of the national government 
and of the state governments, the cor­
ner-stone of the projTOsed new home of 
the international bureau of American 
republics was laid today. Addresses 
fitting to the occasion and expressing 
Hie great benefits to be derived from 
the formation of the Bureau of Amer­
ican Republics in many ways were made 
toy President Roosevelt, Secretary Root, 
Mr, Nabuco, the Brazilian ambassador, 
and Andrew Camegie, While messages 
of congratulations and wishes for suc­
cess in the work about to be undertak­
en were read from the presidents of 
nearly all of the American republics. 
A very large audience listened to the 
speeches and witnessed the laying of 
the corner-stone. The invited guests 

1 in addition to those actively participat-
ing in the exercises were Vice Presi-

; dent Fairbanks, members of the cab­
inet, the diplomatic corps, both houses 
of congress, the governors of the states 
and prominent citizens of Washington 
and elsewhere. Music for the occasion 
was furnished iby the Marine band, 
while the decoration for the grand­
stands and smaller stands erected to 
accommodate the guests were made up 
largely of the flags of the twenty-one 
American republics. 

Director John Barrett, of the bureau, 
in a very brief talk in which he re­
ferred to the great assistance given by 
Secretary Root towards the accom­
plishment of the work and his effort 
•in be'half of the advance of the bureau 
work, introduced the secretary of state, 
who is chairman of the governing 
board of the bureau as the presiding 
officer. Cardinal Gibbons, delivered the 
invocation, which was followed in turn 
by an address by Mir. Root, the reading 
of congratulatory messages .from 
American presidents and addresses by 
President Roosevelt, Ambassador Na­
buco and Andrew Carnegie. Cere­
monies incident to the laying of the 
corner-stone closed the exercises. In­
scribed on the corner-stone -are the 
following words: 

"Building of the American Repub­
lics. Erected thru the public spirited 
gift of Andrew Carnegie and the con­
tributions of all the Republics upon 
land provided by the Government of 
the United States. May 11. 1908." 

An Imposing Structure. 
The imposing international build­

ing will stand on an attractive site 
covering about five acres to the south 
of and in close proximity to the White 
House, the state, war and navy de­
partment building, the Corcoran art 
gallery, and that of the Daughters of 
the American Revolution. It is .also 
near the Washington monument. The 
dimensions of the building will be ap­
proximately 160x160 feet, its main por­
tion standing two stories above a high 
studded basement and being in turn 
surmounted by dignified ballustrades. 
The rear portion, in order to cover a 
capacious assembly hall, will rise 
still higher. The general architecture 
will suggest Latin-American treatment 
out of respect to the fact that twenty 
of the 21 republics are of Latin origin, 
at the same time possessing such mon­
umental characteristics as will make 
it harmonize with the general scheme 
for the improvement of Washington, 
It will be constructed thruout of steel 
and concrete, with the effect of a 
Spanish stucco finish and with white 
marble steps, foundations and trim­
mings. A large reading room will lie 
a feature where can be seen all the 
south as well as North American pub­
lications, besides important historical 
data. A beautiful assembly chamber 
that, for present purposes, may be 
called tihe "Hall of the American Am­
bassadors." will provide the onlv 
room of its kind in the United States 
especially designed for international 
conventions, receptions to distin­
guished foreigners, and for diplomatic

IOWA LIFE. INSURANCE. 

Annual Report Shows Increase of Over 
$3,000,000 in Force. 

Suecial to Times-Republican. 
Des Moines, May 11.—State Auditor 

Carroll today filed with Governor Cum­
mins, his annual report on the life in­
surance business done in Iowa, which 
shows a total of $675,000,000 of insur­
ance in force on December 31, last, and 
$4,805,000 paid policy holders during the 
year. This Is an increase of over 
$3,000,000 of insurance in force, and 
$573,000 paid beneficiary. The old line 
Iowa companies increased their insur­
ance in force* $2,314,000. Outside old 
line life companies show a decided fall­
ing off of insurance in force, of $3,500,-
000. Three outside old line companies 
quit doing business in the state at the 
close of last year, and one new Iowa 
company was organized. 

INSANE. SHOOTS SIX 

United States Soldier in Philippines 

Kills Three Comrades and Wounds 

Three Others, One Fatally. 

Manila, May 11.—A telegram re­
ceived by the adjutant general an­
nounces that Private Mike Beacham, of 
the First United States cavalry, ran 
amuck, killing three and wounding 
three of his comrades. The dead: First 
Sergeant William Hoey; Private G. 
Wilson, and Private Thomas Wood­
ward. The fatally wounded is Private 
Edward Woodward. It is presumed 
Beachman was insane when he com­
mitted the deed.

Des Moines, May 31.—Senator James 

H. Trewin, of Cedar Rapids, while 
a member of trie legislature, voted 
for the Templo amendment — after 
having led tho t!«ht for tho railroads 
against it. in a previous session, 
and after the action of the railroad 
lobby during the first session the 
amendment was introduced had cre­
ated such a scandal and raised such a 
storm over the state of Iowa that both 
political parties were forced to incor­
porate the Temple amendment in their 
platforms. He voted for it just as 
many voted for tho primary election 
law the last session, when everyone 
knew it was going to pass and to vote 
with the railroads further was useless. 
But to claim for Senator Trewin that 
he favored the Temple amendment 
thruout *he agitation on that subject 
and voted for It from principle is utter 
tommyrot. x -

The Record. 
The facts as established by the rec­

ords are that when the house passed 
it, the senate committeee sought to kill 
it, Garst and one other presented a 
minority report from this committee 
for it, Trewin led the debate against 
it, and voted for the committee's ma­
jority report, which killed it, in April, 
1S97. Ed. Hunter and the railroads 
helped Trewin kill it. Railroad em­
ployes worked for It. The scandal be­
came terrific, and the democratic 
state convention endorsed it in June, 
1897. Then the republican state con­
vention endorsed it in August, 
1S97, and Trewin voted for it with ev­
erybody else in the session of 1898. He 
is now bragging in his campaign that 
he voted for the Temple amendment 
in 1898. 

The history of the Temple amend­
ment is too easy of access from offi­
cial records for anyone who fought it 
to claim any credit for their votes for 
it on its final passage. The senate and 
house journals and the reports of the 
hearings before the senate committee 
tell the entire story. 

The first Temple amendment was of­
fered in 1897, when the legislature .met 
in extra session to revise the code. The 
railroad men wanted some relief, and 
they presented their cause then. The 
matter, after the fight was all over, 
was considered so important, and 
there were so many requests for in­
formation on it, that the official rec­
ord was printed in the labor com­
missioner's report, which can be found 
in the Iowa documents for 1898. The 
Temple amendment was introduced by 
Representative Temple on Feb. 20, 
1897. The railroads, headed by Ed. H. 
Hunter, then as now their chief lob-
biest, started a fight against this 
amendment and offered a substitute 
which, instead of correcting the abuses 
of the railroads, in fact legalized their 
actions. 

Senator James H. Trewin voted for 
that substitute. 

The amendment l.-ad passed the house 
and went over to the senate, and it 
was in the senate committee that the 
matter was threshed out. It was in 
the committee in the senate that the 
railroad substitute was offered, and 
only two members of that committee. 
Warren Garst and A. C. Hobart, voted 
against the railroad substitute and in 
favor of the Temple amendment. The 
Temple amendment lost and the rail­
road substitute was adopted by the 
senate. The house refused to accept 
the substitute. The report of the sen­
ate committee in opposition to the 
Temple amendment and in favor of 
the railroad.substitute can be found in 
the proceedings of the senate in the 
senate journal for March 26, 1897. The 
matter came up In the senate for ac­
tion on the report of the committee on 
April 7, and the senate, by a vote of 
17 to 26, refused to allow Hobart more 
than ten minutes to talk for the Tem­
ple amendment and in opposition to 
the railroad substitute, and during 
that ten minutes he was interrupted 
by questions from James H. Trewin, 
who led the railroad opposition to the 
real Temp'.e amendment. 

When the vote was taken in the 
senate, Trewin, David J. Palmer, B. F. 
Carroll and others voted for the rail­
road proposition. Warren Garst. 
Thomas Cheshire, A. C. Hobart, Gil­
bert N. Gilbertson, A. B. Funk. Thom­
as Mealy and others voted against the 
committeee report, being in favor of 
the Temple amendment. 

The house refused to adopt the sen­
ate railroad substitute and conference 
I'ommitteees failed to get together and 
the legislation was not enacted that, 
session. But Ed. II. Hunter and the 
railroad lobby were so active that ses­
sion, and were so conspicuous in the 
use of railroad passes and other lob-
liiest inducements for defeating the 
measure that the entire state of Iowa 
was aroused. The railroads had been 
forcing their employes to join relief 
associations to which the railroads 
contributed annually a small amount, 
and in consideration of this small con-

I tributlon and the benefits employes 
would receive from t.he insurance in 
the association they signed away their 
right to sue the company in case they 
were Injured, and signed away the 
right of their heirs to sue in case they 
were killed. The employes had no 
option but to join and lose their right 
to sue, or lose their jol>s. As a result 
they all Joined. The Temple amend­
ment provided that such right to sue 
could not be signed away in any man*, 
ner. 

Trewin's False Claim. 
Mr. Trewin has sent circulars all 

over the Fifth district arguing that he 
voted for the Tetnple amendment in 
1898 which he did but he neglects to 
state the defeat of the amendment in 
the spring of 1897 when the notorious 
Ed Hunter's railroad passes "and lc 
by ing with Mr. Trewin's own cunr Q 
work on the floor of the senate rr ^ 
such a scandel as to stir the » 
state in revolt. The democratic •» e 
convention in June, 1897, reso) ^ 
follows: 

"We demand that the statut £ rtP~ 
eratlon In Iowa for more than ** ner-
atlon, holding railroad corpc .is to 
a strict accountability for np O nt in­
jury to their employes. shaJ? oe re­
stored, by proper amendment, to its 
original scope and intent. We hold that 
the clause of said law, which provides 
that "no contract which restricts such 
liability shall be legal and binding, Ts 
eminently fair and just; that contracts 
in contravention of the spirit of this 
provision are against public policy and 
should be void; and we demand that 
the protection to life and limb, embod­
ied In this provision, shall be fully re­
stored, in order that corporations en­
gaged in the operation of railways 
shall not be allowed by Insurance con­
tracts or otherwise to escape liability 
for their acts of negligence, or shift 
this just responsibility upon the shoul­
ders of their employes. We hold that 
any other rule is an inducement to neg­
ligence and sets a premium on wrong­
doing." 

This forced the republican state con­
vention in August, 1897, to resolve for 
the Temple amendment as follows: 

"We believe in the justice of those 
laws heretofore enacted by republican 
legislatures securing to employes of 
railways the rights to indemnity for 
personal Injuries resulting from negli­
gence, and we favor such legislation as 
may be found necessary to perfect such 
right and prevent its impairment or 
nullification in letter or spirit." 

Then In «Ob session of 1898, when 
public sentiment had forced the prop­
osition into both party platforms, Mr. 
Trewin voted for it, and so did almost 
every other member of the legisla­
ture. 

During the hearing before the sen­
ate committee of the first session, Mr. 
E. W. Drake, a "Q" employe of Chari­
ton, testified that the "Q" employes 
were not only compelled to join the 
relief, association and release the road 
from lability, but were ev<jn,,forced in­
to manipulated mass meetings, where 
resolutions were passed by railroad 
agents opposing the Temple amend­
ment. 

It was during the debate when 
Garst, now candidate for governor, 
and one other senator had introduced 
a minority report from the committee 
which was trying to defeat the amend­
ment that Trewin led the debate for 
the railroads and against the amend­
ment, while Tom Healy, of Ft. Dodge, 
led in the argument against the rail­
road crowd. Healy, in reply to Trew­
in, made this prophecy: 

"Young as I am, and altho I am not 
the seventh son of a seventh son, and 
therefore not gifted with prophecy, I 
say to you that you will live to see a 
legislature within four years sit in 
these halls that will say, and will en­
act its declaration into law, that you 
cannot evade the law of la62, and do 
by indirection what the wisdom of the 
law makers then said you could not d.» 
directly." 

i It was Tom Healy who had led the 
fight for the board of control, and it 
was the same Jim Trewin who had led 
the machine's opposition to that great 
reform.

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BOY'S BODY FOUND

Washington, May 11.—A committed 
from the National Prosperity Associa­
tion of St. Louis called on President 
Roosevelt today, and urged his aid in 
furthering their plans for encouraging 
the return of prosperity thruout \tbe 
country. The committee found the pres­
ident cordial in his treatment, and 
frank in his expressions of willingness 
to aid them in every way possible. A 
short speech was made by E. C. Sim­
mons, chairman of the executive com­
mittee of the association, which was 
responded to by the president. Sim* 
•mons urged that a halt be called upoo 
"radical, hasty, experimental legisla­
tion, designed to regulate industry^ 
and applauded the president for the 
many reforms he has instituted and 
brought about." 

In his reply President Roosevelt said:' 
"I am' in hearty sympathy with th4 

avowed object of the National Pros­
perity Association. It is excellent We 
have gone far in uprooting the abuses 
which threaten our national life, and 
taken as a whole, the standard of hon­
esty in our business life has been 
high. Today the standaTd Is, I be­
lieve, beyond what It has ever Ibeen 
this largely because we have made a 
determined war on the abuses that 
lowered It. As you have said, the de­
pression and stagnation from which 
our country is now happily beginning 
to recover, were not caused by reform 
legislation, but by the revelation ot 
shocking conditions in certain of our 
corporations, by reckless operations.-ilk 
high finance, by calamity, and by cer­
tain striking, tho I believe, exceptional, 
instances of business and civic dishon­
esty. Of course all good men must 
agree with you in your condemnation 
of unwise agitation. The apathetlo 
acceptance of abuses in our govern­
ment and business administrations is 
no more dangerous than the demagogic 
appeals of professional agitators to 
class hatreds." 

National Conscience Awakened. 
"Our national conscience, I firmly 

believe, has been awakened. We will 
not and cannot go back to condition^ 
which tolerated wrong doing. Neither 
can we afford to be led astray by those 
who would embark us in a visionary 
and twisted crusade against all cot-. 
porations and all business methods. 
We should address ourselves to faith­
ful and honest observance of the laws 
of civic righteousness. The welfare of 
all of us can best be obtained by strik­
ing for a policy which will promote the 
welfare of each of us. We must all co­
operate, in order that benefit may be 
derived by the entire nation. Goojd 
laws make good government, but laws 
are of no avail unless vitalized by the' 
people who made them. 

Defends Racent Legislation. 
Our recent legislation has been good, 

and It is to the interest of the entire 
country, especially business interests, 
that It should be enforced. Such fur«» 
ther regulatory legislation as is re­
quired, is merely building up on t^ie 
broad foundations that have been laid. 
It conceals no menace to business any 
more than legislation which has al­
ready been enacted. There is no need 
for agitation concerning it; there is no 
excuse for demogogic excitement about 
it. It is as much our duty to con­
serve the real rights of labor. This W0 
have done in the past, and this we 
ought to do and will do In the future. 
The country realizes that confidence is 
not a matter of law. It is an Intangible 
something, which exists in the relation 
of men. Those relations have been 
strengthened in our own country by 
economic reform"? that have been in­
stituted. Therefore we are more pow­
erful today than we have ever been. So 
far as the present administration Is 
concerned, it will continue unchanged, 
the policy of safeguarding the rights of 
all and embracing every possible legiti­
mate means of the advance of the wel­
fare and prosperity of our country. Let 
there be no misunderstanding about 
this. The business and commercial In­
terests of this country to be prosper­
ous in any enduring sense, must be ad­
ministered honestly. With occasional 
exceptions, they have been and are 
now so administered, as you have well 
said, and, wherever there is evidence 
of dishonesty, it must be pursued re­
lentlessly and punished; but having 
thus moved forward to a high plane of 
business integrity, and on that plan* 
built wisely, let no man seize the mo­
ment when we have as a nation pll-
lorized the real malefactors, to sajr 
that all American business men, or 
even any considerable number of them, 
are malefactors. I welcome your 
work, and shall be glad to ce-operat« 
with you in any effort to establish pros­
perity on right and honest lines."
