$100,000 MATL POUCH STOLEN.

8hipment from Los Angeles Disap-
_ pears at Kansas City.

Los Angeles, (al,, June 11.—A regis-
tered mail pouch containing bank ship-
ments of at least $50,000 in currency,
and, it is supposed, as much more in
miscellaneous remittances, and letters,
has dropped from sight with sufficient
mystery to baffle the secret service,

For forty-eight hours postoffice in-
spectors have been seeking an answer
to the puzzle that promises t0 prove
one of the largest thefts committed
from the postoffice department
years.

There iz reason to believe that the
$50,000 package of currency, which will
undoubtedly prove to be the largest in-
dividual loss, was a shipment mauade
by Los Angeles banks to New York
correspondents. Postmaster Flint of
Los Angeles stated that it would be
impossible for any official of the de-
partment even to estimate the total
contents of the missing pouch until
the holders of receipts issued on the
day in question had made affidavits
as to the matter intrusted to the
mails. Mr. Flint admitted that he had
been notified of the loss, adding that
the responsibility of the local post-
office for the pouch's delivery ended
when it was locked in the presence of
witnesses by the registry clerk and de-
livered to the railway postal em-
ployes.

SEED MEN WANT LAW REPEALED

Commissioner Wright Will Demand

That Amendments Be Enacted to
Strengthen [t—Burden at Present
Falls On Retailer and Not Whole-
nlor—Clpita! News.

Special to Times-Republican.

Des Moines, June 11.—H. R. Wright,
state food and dairy commissioner, on
whom the legislature placed the re-
sponsibility of enforcing the pure seed
bill, told the Iowa Seed Growers' As-
sociation in convention here that the
seed law was very bad and should be
amended at once, and the seed men
'applauded him. Then he told them
ilh&t the chief difficulty was that the
seed men seemed to show no disposi-
tion to obey the law and then they
did not applaud.

The seed men promise to go before
the next legislature and ask that the
lJaw be repealed. Mr. Wright pro-
poses to go before the legislature and
ask that the provisions of the law
be made binding on everybody. There
promises to be a lively scrap in the
next legislature on what will be done
with this law, which has been on the
statute books since the last session of
the legislature.

That there {8 need of a pure seed
law in Iowa everyone admits except
ithe wholesale seed dealer, who always
| claims that his seeds are pure any-
way. Jlowa is having trouble with
weeds. Certain kinds of weeds have
almost taken rich farms in some sec-
tions of the atate and it is believed
that these weeds are scattered consid-
erably in the seed sold. Anyway weeds
have been multiplying very wapidly
all thru the state of Iowa.
¥ hc seed law provides that there
shall be & penalty on the retaller who
sells impure seed or who sells seed
without meeting certain requirements
as to purety and volibility. This does
{not apply to the farmer. The farmer
can sell to his neighbor without re-
gard to law. One seed dealer can sell
to another impure seed provided it is
stamped “seed to be cleaned.” The
result is the whole burden of the law
falls upon the retailer.

This is what H. R. Wright told the
wholesale seed dealers in convention
here and he proposed that the penalty
of the law should fall upon the farmer
and the wholesaler as well as 'the re-
| tailer. Then the seed men were much
{ put out. They claim that if the far-
| mer 1s made liable to the law he will
| sell all his seed to persons outside
ithe state of Towa and the seed whole~
salers outside the state will then ship
it back to Iowa to be resold back to

be interstate and cannot be touched
under the state law and the outside
man will thus get all the business in
Towa.

Mr. Wright believes that there must

this state in order that the farmers
will know what they are buying and

!'will get the worth of their money. He |

|told the Iowa seed men so. He takes
;the position that if there is a law in
| the state that imposes on the farmer,
!grower, retailer and wholesaler the
{same burdens and penalties of the law,
the seed will soon become all pure.

He believes that the farmers will
then soon begin to grow pure grain and
if they can’'t get it from the dealers
inside the state they will get it outs
side but he believes with strict pro-
visions of the law and the guarantee
of the law of state inspection of seeds
they will buy from dealers Iinside the
state first because only in that way
with the state inspection will they be
sure of pure seed.

The wholesalers claim that with such
a law the farmers would sell all their
seed to wholesalers outside the state
of Iowa in order to avold the law. Mr.
‘Wright says they would take steps to
get and grow pure seed in order to
have pure seed to sell to their neigh-
bors. The pure seed law was made to
protect the farmers of the state and
yvet in order to get the bill thru the
legislature without exciting the hos-
tility of the farmer himself it was
thought necessary to exempt the farm-
er from the penalty of the law. This
little exemption and the further pro-
vision that impure seed can be sold
to he cleaned has made the law of no
account according to Mr. Wright, be-
cause the wholesaler, the only man
who has any of the expensive appli-
ances for cleaning seed sells to the ré-
tailer impure seeds by stamping them
“to be cleaned,” and the dealer sells
the same stuff to the farmer as pure,

Mr. Wright believes that the farmers
of Iowa would much rather have a
guarantee of buying pure seed than
enjoy the little and questionable privi-
lege of selling Impure seed to their
neighhors.

During the last session or two of the
legislature there have been a number
of these purity bills put thru. There is
a pure food law, a pure drug law. a
pure seeds law, a pure stock foond law.
All of them are new and all of them
will have to be amended more or less
as the reeult of experience in their en-
forcement before they will be found to
work well. Switzerland has no manda-

be some guarantee of pure seeds in

tory law. It provides a state agency
for inspecting seeds and the seed deal-
ers voluntarily seek this agency In or-
der to have the advertisement of its
guarantee of purity and the law works
perfectly.

BIG DRAINAGE PROJECT.

Plan to Drain 17,000 Acres in Wright,
Hamilton and Hardin.

Towa Falls, June 11.—A big drainage
project is to be closed this week, that
will reclaim 5,000 acres of farm Iland
northwest of this city, now partially
or wholly unproductive. This big ditch
will drain 17,000 acres of land in
Wright, Hamilton and Hardin coun-
ties, and will be seven miles long, with
three miles of laterals. The water will
discharge Into the Towa river, and the
estimated cost of the improvement is
made at $45,000. It is hoped by those
back of the project that the improve-
ment can be completed this season.
