STAYS ATMATTEAWAN

Justice Dowling Says If It is Found
"Proper to Remove Harry- K. Thaw
to Some Other Institution, the State
Authorities Can So Act.

New York, June 29.—Justice Dowl-
ing today denied the application of
Harry K. Thaw that he be removed
from the Matteawan state asylum for
the criminal insane, to some other in-
stitution. The decision says:

“If, after sufficient observation, it Is
found proper to remove him to some
other institution, the state authorities
can so act.”

Dowling’s order is not operative for
the present, at least, as Thaw is not in
custody under orders of Justice Mills,
at White Plains.

Justice Dowling’s decision further
declares that Thaw is a dangerously
insane person, “who is not to be pun-
ished, but to be kept un®er proper re-
straint that he may injure neither him-
self nor anyone else,” and says that
the affidavits submitted, set forth ab-
solutely no reason why the change de-
sired should be made.

TRIAL BY JURY URGED.

Thaw Case Is Adjourned for Two
Weeks, However.

‘White Plains, N. Y., June 29.—Harry
K. Thaw arrived here from Pough-
keepsie, this morning, in custody of
Sheriff Townsend and Deputy Havens.
